RESOLUTION NO. 2009-
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, SUPPORTING AN AMENDMENT TO THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN WHICH WILL SEEK TO ACHIEVE A THIRTY PERCENT OR MORE TREE CANOPY COVERAGE BY 2030; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE


WHEREAS, the Broward League of Cities has established a thirty percent tree canopy target for all of Broward County by 2030; and



WHEREAS, a dense tree canopy provides for lower ambient air temperature, cleaner air, noise absorption, and the reduction of reflected light and glare; and


WHEREAS, a healthy tree canopy reduces stormwater runoff by filtering heavy metals and other pollutants and by reducing erosion; and



WHEREAS, in addition to saving energy by providing lower ambient air temperature, which requires less air conditioning, a healthy tree canopy improves the quality of life by increasing property values and is aesthetically pleasing; and



WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Hallandale Beach hereby finds it to be in the best interests of the citizens of this community to support an amendment to the Comprehensive Plan which will seek to achieve a thirty percent or more tree canopy coverage by 2030. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


Section 1.  That the City of Hallandale Beach hereby supports an amendment to the Comprehensive Plan which will seek to achieve a thirty percent or more tree canopy coverage by 2030.


Section 2.  Effective Date.  That this Resolution shall become effective upon its adoption.
