Recreation Program Highlights 

-
The annual “Egg”stravaganza continues to grow with plenty of participation on April 12th at Ingalls Park.  Babies thru twelve-years-olds scampered for eggs filled with candy and prizes which were gone in a matter of minutes. Eighteen lucky winners also received baskets filled with treats and everyone enjoyed visits with Mr. Flop E. Ears and cookies and punch refreshments.  Many families stayed after the event to enjoy the playground and park.

The Cultural Community Center was the host for the Appreciation Banquet held on April 17th.  “The City of Hallandale Beach Treasures its Volunteers” was a topical/island themed party including dinner and music.  There was also an opportunity to recognize board and committee members who have served for five or more years with pins and certificates.

Arbor Earth Day was held at Ingalls Park on Saturday, April 25th.  Activities for the event included a park pick-up; tree planting ceremony with information on how to plant the right tree in the right place by the Department of Public Works; an interactive activity on the life of common trash items; and plenty of information for patrons to take home with them and to share with family and friends.

April 24th was also Jazz Day at Bluesten Park where the kids listened to jazz music (and discovered they actually liked it).
