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SUBJECT:
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NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

04/03/09, 604 S.W. 4 Street, Occupied Residential Burglary, 09-14882

The victim was awakened by noise coming from the kitchen area.  She investigated the noise and found two unknown suspects in the kitchen.  The suspects, upon seeing the victim, fled from the residence.  The area was checked with negative results.
ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who took a taped statement from a possible suspect.  There were latent prints recovered from the crime scene. This case is pending further investigation.
04/06/09, 530 Foster Road, Armed Robbery, 09-15451

The suspect entered the store and pointed a handgun at the victim ordering him to his knees behind the counter.  The suspect demanded cash and upon receiving the money fled.  An area search was conducted in an effort to locate the suspect vehicle with negative results.  There were no injuries.
ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who has met and interviewed the victim.  There were latent prints that were recovered from the crime scene, so the victim has responded to headquarters to provide elimination prints.  This case is pending further investigation.
04/08/09, 315 N.W. 3 Court, Battery / False Imprisonment, 09-15658

The victim was involved in an argument with the father of her child when suddenly he grabbed her and physically forced her into his vehicle.  The suspect then drove to the City of Hollywood and while traveling at a slow speed, the suspect pushed the victim out of the moving vehicle.  The victim received multiple cuts, scrapes, and abrasions. The injuries were not serious. 
ISD:  The detective responded to the crime scene and interviewed the victim and took a sworn tape statement.  The detective completed a probable cause affidavit.  Further investigation is pending.
04/11/09, 801 E. Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Strong Armed Robbery/Impersonating a LEO, 09-16197

The suspect and victim were in a minor vehicle crash, where the suspect identified himself as a police officer.  They pulled into the parking lot of the bank where the suspect pulled the victim into his vehicle and began striking the victim.  The victim was able to jump from the moving vehicle; however the suspect stole the victim’s money and wallet.  The victim received minor injuries during the attack. 
ISD:   The detective has requested additional information from the victim to further his investigation.  The detective has met with the bank security personnel and is in the process of trying to locate any video surveillance of the incident.  This case is pending further investigation. 
04/16/09, 310 W. Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Armed Robbery/Sexual Assault, 09-16806

The suspect entered the business and threatened the victims with a firearm, demanding money.  After taking the money and cell phones, the suspect rubbed one victim in a sexual manner before fleeing.  
ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who met with the victims.  The victims advised that they are unable to identify the suspects.  This case is pending further investigation.
04/19/09, 19 NW. 2 Avenue, Chapultepec Bar, Injured Officer,  09-17222

Officers were asked to escort a drunken patron out of the business.  The patron attacked the officers and one of the officers sustained a serious injury to his right knee.  The suspect was finally restrained and arrested. The case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution. 
04/22/09, 121 N. Dixie Highway, Burglary Conveyance, 09-17715

Officers responded to the area in reference to a burglary conveyance in progress.  Officers approached the area strategically and the suspect was apprehended in the vehicle removing the radio.  The suspect was taken into custody without incident. The case has forwarded the case to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution. 
04/24/09, 715 SW 7 Street, Animal Cruelty, 09-18211

Officers witnessed the suspect beating a dog repeatedly with closed fists.  The suspect was taken into custody and charged.  This case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.
04/27/09, 700 Diplomat Parkway, Armed Robbery 09-18615
The victim was walking on Diplomat Parkway when a black males exited a vehicle, brandishing a rifle robbed him of his wallet.  An area search was conducted for the vehicle and its occupants with negative results.  Detectives received information that two suspects were in custody for armed robbery in the City of Hollywood in a separate incident.  The investigation revealed there was not yet enough evidence to arrest the suspects for armed robbery. This case is pending further investigation.
04/28/09, Burglary of an Occupied Dwelling, 09-18697

The victim witnessed the suspect attempt to pry open the residence window.  Observing the victim the suspect fled on foot.  The victim knew the suspect and provided information to the officers and the suspect was ultimately located at his residence.  
ISD: The detective then interviewed the suspect and the suspect confessed to the crime. This case will be forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – Selective Enforcement Team (SET)
SET observed a vehicle enter the Shell gas station parking lot.  The occupants began removing vehicle stereo equipment from the back seat and placing it into the trunk.  Investigation revealed the items had just been taken during a vehicle burglary.  The occupants were charged with burglary and the stolen items were returned to the victim.
SET responded to complaints of disturbances and alcoholic violations at 500 NW 6 Avenue.  SET made five arrests for open alcoholic container.  A parking ticket was also issued to an illegally parked vehicle.  The SET members surveilled the location on two separate dates and no further violations have been observed. 


During the month SET arrested 30 subjects, confiscated $350 cocaine, $680 of marijuana, 29 Oxycodone Pills, 16 Hydrocodone, and confiscated $710.00 in drug money.  
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – Vice, Intelligence, and Narcotics Unit (V.I.N.)

The V.I.N. Detectives in concert with the Florida Alcohol Beverage and Tobacco Agency (ABT) executed a search warrant and emergency order of suspension (E.O.C.), at the Cheetah nightclub.  The  
search warrant resulted in the arrest of twenty-two individuals, who were employees of the establishment.  The charges consisted of narcotic sales, operating a house of prostitution and the solicitation of prostitution.  Approximately $60,000.00 in U.S. currency was seized from the business.  
V.I.N. assisted the Broward Sheriff Office in an operation that resulted in the arrest of two suspects who charged with trafficking in oxycontin. A total of 196 oxycontin were confiscated.
We also assisted the Broward Sheriff’s Office with the search of a residence in Hallandale Beach.  The search revealed marijuana plants with a street value of $10,000.00.
