Weed & Seed Monthly Report for April, 2009
During the month of April, the police department issued (16) citations in reference to code violations within the Palms.  In an attempt to combat illegal dumping, (4) “No Dumping” signs were place at problem areas.  Other community concerns during this month were brought to Officer Jackson’s attention were loitering and illegal parking.  These issues are being addressed.  

Officers Scarpati and Jackson took several students from Hallandale High on a field trip to the Broward County Jail.  The students learned the day- to- day operations of the detention center and career opportunities. In the month of May, Officer Jackson will assist Mr. Von Thomas with his teen programs.  Jackson will provide the teens with crime prevention classes on a weekly basis.  

The police department continues to distribute Weed & Seed materials, Crime Watch materials, and solicit volunteers at the community events. We conducted a free Tenant training seminar at Johnson Park on April 15th. Over fifty residents attended the seminar and Weed & Seed information was available at the event.               

The police department continues working to combat drug trafficking in the Palms.  Last month we made Seventy (70) arrests of adults in the Palms, twenty-two (22) of which were drug arrests. We also made six (6) juvenile arrests in the Palms one was drug related. Of the six juveniles arrested, three (3) were residents of the Palms, three (3) lived outside the Palms.

Once a week at lunchtime, our officers are conducting special operations targeting narcotics sales to students out on lunch breaks.  As of today, (20) arrests have been made for narcotics, battery, and/or active warrants during theses lunchtime breaks.
