The Department of Public Works significant activities for the month of April are summarized below:	

1. Public Works Department working together with Parks Department, Engineering Department and Development Services Department, have completed construction  of the walking path, parking lot and drainage, pavilion, playground, shade cover,  fence, landscaping and irrigation.  Several conceptual building plans have been developed for community review next week.    We are continuing development on design for the North Beach Building working with planning, development, building, and engineering.

2. We have received delivery of recycling containers, and we anticipate initial delivery of the containers to the residents commencing June 1st.,   with the recycling program in full swing the first week in July. On May 27,  we will meet with any interested residents and the Condominium representatives to begin facilitation of the recycling program at the condominiums within the City.

3. We are finalizing plans to relocate the PBA Hall.  The location will be 630 NW 2nd street adjacent to the Public Works compound. The moving of the building should be complete by mid June. At which time, restoration of the exterior will commence.

4. We will commence the construction of the NE Park in May. 

5. We are working with Engineering and residents involved in the State Funded Severe Repetitive Loss Sub-Grant Program. We will be monitoring the construction concerning the grant.

6. We have received three bids or replacement of the municipal complex exterior ceiling. We will be meeting with the Engineering Department to finalize plans for permitting. Repairs should begin around June 1st.   




7. We are monitoring the Curci house renovation. Plumbing, mechanical, and alarm rough inspections have been approved by the Building Division. Electrical work to follow the first week in May at which time drywall will commence.
