The Department of Utilities & Engineering significant activities for the month of April are summarized below:

1) Staff oversaw the completion of the design for crosswalk improvements on West Hallandale Beach Boulevard.  The design is being submitted to FDOT for processing as a part of the transportation stimulus package.  
2) Staff processed contract, issued Notice to Proceed and processed purchase order for the stormwater drainage improvements in the vicinity of NE 2 Street, financed through the FMA Grant.  Mobilization for construction is underway.
3) Following the award for consultant services to design the A1A Improvements project, staff has processed a purchase order and begun coordination with the consultant to begin design. 
4) Staff continues to implement its water conservation program.  This month there was distribution of water conservation science projects to all 5th Grade students in Hallandale Elementary and distribution of dual-flush toilet kits to residents throughout the city. 
5) Wastewater Division completed replacement of a section of sewer pipe on Atlantic Shores Boulevard. 
6) Water Distribution Division completed upgrading a new water line at SW 1st Court.
7)  Stormwater Division  completed installing new stormwater system at Foster Park in anticipation of future improvements. 
8) Water Plant Maintenance Division changed out cartridge pre-filters at membrane plant and exposed valving between the ground storage tanks in anticipation of improving the treatment facility’s isolation capability.
9) Water Production Division oversaw installation of security system conduit and wiring at membrane treatment plant.
10) Following proclamation by Commission, Department observed Water 
Conservation Month through distribution of water conservation kits, overseeing conservation poster contest at Hallandale Elementary and inviting classes from the school to tour water treatment plant.  
11) Engineering Division applied for Transportation Enhancement Grant to install 

 sidewalk on Ansin Boulevard. 

12) Engineering Division oversaw substantial completion of bridge rehabilitation at 

Paradise Isle Drive and Tamarind Drive bridges.  Currently two bridges on Sunset Drive are being rehabilitated.  
13) Engineering Division is finalizing easements for major project entailing 

  subaqueous water and wastewater lines and other water distribution    

improvements in  Golden Isles area. 
14) Engineering Division has a number of projects under design, including the 

 following:

· Ansin Blvd. Storage

· Curci House/Moffitt House Site Improvements

· Foster Park building

· North Beach facility

· HMGP drainage improvements in NE quadrant

      15) Engineering Division has assisted condominiums to maximize spacing in their 
            parking layouts. 
The Department has a number of other projects either underway or being planned, in addition to the many ongoing maintenance and services rendered.
