A. Presentation by Principal Financial Group of the October 1, 2008 Actuarial Reports for the General Employees and Professional/Management Pension Plans for Annual Required Contribution Ending September 30, 2010. (Staff: Assistant City Manager)(see backup)

Consulting Actuary, David A. Stocklas, and Senior Relations Manager, Donald Huegerich, from Principal Financial Group made the presentation. 

Commissioner London left the dais at 4:47 PM. 

The City Commission took no further action on this item. 

B. Consideration of Commission Confirmation of the Appointment of Alan Miller as the Fifth Member of the Police and Fire Pension Board (Staff: Assistant City Manager)(see backup)CAD# 002/07

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO CONFIRM APPOINTMENT OF ALAN MILLER AS THE FIFTH MEMBER OF THE POLICE AND FIRE PENSION BOARD. The motion carried on a 4/0 voice vote. (Commissioner London was absent) 
Commissioner London returned at 4:52 PM.

C. A Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Setting the Procedures and Schedules for Commission Meetings (Staff: City Clerk/Director, General Services)(see backup) CAD# 035/07

City Manager Good provided background information on the item stating that the document was being presented for discussion with the City Commission with the hope of facilitating the City Commission meetings. 

Mayor Cooper clarified that this is not her item and that it is being brought forward by the City Clerk’s Office. She noted the intent of the Resolution is to create rules in order to keep composure and decorum during the Commission meetings. She noted this is a matter of time and the Resolution provides for the ability to expedite the proceedings. 

Vice Mayor Julian noted line 87-88 states: “….Unless otherwise ordered by the Commission, the debate on any question shall not be recorded in the minutes, but all pertinent communications and the titles of all items shall be entered into the minutes.” He asked if this is an addition and should the detail of the debate be included in the minutes. 

Mayor Cooper advised the Minutes are a summary of the actions taken by the City Commission and there is no need to go into detail on each item. 

City Manager Good stated should someone reading the minutes want more information, the meetings are recorded. He noted the information in the Minutes is a summary of the actions taken by the City Commission. 
Mayor Cooper opened the item to Public Comment.

Robert Selz, 717 Layne Blvd, spoke of the use electronic devices, he noted as long as the use of the electronic device pertains to the item the City Commission is discussing use should be allowed. He noted Ordinances and Resolutions should be approved and reviewed by the City Commission prior to adoption. He noted minutes should be posted in a timelier manner. Finally, Mr. Selz noted that all the votes should be noted in the minutes whether they were yea or nay.  

Seeing no other speakers, Public Comment was closed. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO AMEND THE RESOLUTION AS FOLLOWS:

(1) NOTHING CONTAINED IN THIS RESOLUTION AS TO RULES OF ORDER AND PROCEDURES SHALL BE IN ANY WAY CONSTRUED TO UNREASONABLY LIMIT THE ABILITY OF THE PUBLIC TO PROVIDE CITIZEN INPUT AND COMMENT AT ANY CITY COMMISSION MEETING, NOR SHALL THESE RULES AND PROCEDURES BE CONSTRUED IN ANY MANNER THAT WOULD UNREASONABLY LIMIT THE ABILITY OF ANY COMMISSIONER TO PARTICIPATE FULLY IN PUBLIC DEBATE ON ISSUES PRESENTED TO THE COMMISSION, OR TO RESPOND TO QUESTIONS OR COMMENTS RAISED DURING DEBATE IN THE ISSUES AMONG THE COMMISSIONERS.

(2) THESE RULES OF ORDER AND PROCEDURE SHALL NOT BE CONSTRUED SO AS TO LIMIT THE RIGHTS OF THE PUBLIC OR OF ANY INDIVIDUAL COMMISSIONER TO FREE SPEECH, FREE ASSOCIATION, OR FREE ASSEMBLY AS GUARANTEED BY THE UNITED STATES AND FEDERAL CONSTITUTION. 

(3) ALL POLITICAL POWER IS INHERENT IN THE PEOPLE. THE ENUNCIATION HEREIN OF ANY PROCEDURAL RULES SHALL NOT BE CONSTRUED TO DENY OR IMPAIR THE RIGHTS RETAINED BY THE PEOPLE UNDER ARTICLE 1 SECTION 1 OF THE FLORIDA CONSTITUTION. 

AMEND SECTION 2(C) BY ADDING: THE PRESIDING OFFICER SHALL NOT ACT IN ANY ARBITRARY, CAPRICIOUS OR DICTATORIAL MANNER. IN RULING ON ANY QUESTION OF ORDER OR PRIORITY OF DEBATE, THE PRESIDING OFFICER SHALL ENSURE THAT THE OPPORTUNITY FOR FAIR AND OPEN DEBATE OF PUBLIC ISSUES IS NOT ABRIDGED….

AMEND SECTION 2(N): BY STRIKING THE FINAL SENTENCE. 

AMEND SECTION 2(O): BY STRIKING THE ENTIRE SECTION. 

The motion died for a lack of a second. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO AMEND THE RESOLUTION AS FOLLOWS: 


ADD NEW SECTION 2(A):

(1) NOTHING CONTAINED IN THIS RESOLUTION AS TO RULES OF ORDER AND PROCEDURES SHALL BE IN ANY WAY CONSTRUED TO UNREASONABLY LIMIT THE ABILITY OF THE PUBLIC TO PROVIDE CITIZEN INPUT AND COMMENT AT ANY CITY COMMISSION MEETING, NOR SHALL THESE RULES AND PROCEDURES BE CONSTRUED IN ANY MANNER THAT WOULD UNREASONABLY LIMIT THE ABILITY OF ANY COMMISSIONER TO PARTICIPATE FULLY IN PUBLIC DEBATE ON ISSUES PRESENTED TO THE COMMISSION, OR TO RESPOND TO QUESTIONS OR COMMENTS RAISED DURING DEBATE IN THE ISSUES AMONG THE COMMISSIONERS.

(2) THESE RULES OF ORDER AND PROCEDURE SHALL NOT BE CONSTRUED SO AS TO LIMIT THE RIGHTS OF THE PUBLIC OR OF ANY INDIVIDUAL COMMISSIONER TO FREE SPEECH, FREE ASSOCIATION, OR FREE ASSEMBLY AS GUARANTEED BY THE UNITED STATES AND FEDERAL CONSTITUTION. 

(3) ALL POLITICAL POWER IS INHERENT IN THE PEOPLE. THE ENUNCIATION HEREIN OF ANY PROCEDURAL RULES SHALL NOT BE CONSTRUED TO DENY OR IMPAIR THE RIGHTS RETAINED BY THE PEOPLE UNDER ARTICLE 1 SECTION 1 OF THE FLORIDA CONSTITUTION. 

The motion died for a lack of a second. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO AMEND THE RESOLUTION BY DELETING SECTION 2(JJ) FROM THE RESOLUTION. The motion died for lack of a second. 

MOTION BY MAYOR COOPER, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO ADOPT RESOLUTION WITH THE FOLLOWING AMENDMENTS:


1) Add Section 2(a) 

(1) 
Nothing contained in this resolution as to rules of order and procedures shall be in any way construed to unreasonably limit the ability of the public to provide citizen input and comment at any City Commission meeting, nor shall these rules and procedures be construed in any manner that would unreasonably limit the ability of any Commissioner to participate fully in public debate on issues presented to the Commission, or to respond to questions or comments raised during debate in the issues among the Commissioner. 

(2) 
These rules of order and procedure shall not be construed so as to limit the rights of the public or of any individual Commissioner to free speech, free association, or free assembly, as guaranteed by the United States and Federal Constitution. 

(3) 
All political power is inherent in the people. The enunciation herein of any procedural rules shall not be construed to deny or impair the rights retained by the people under Article 1, Section 1 of the Florida Constitution. 


2) Amend Section 2(n) as follows:

(n) COMMISSION MEMBERS TO PRESERVE ORDER AND DECORUM. While the Commission is in session, the Commission Members shall preserve order and decorum, and a Commission Member shall neither by conversation nor otherwise delay or interrupt the proceedings or the peace of the Commission, nor disturb any Commission Member while speaking, or refuse to obey the orders of the Commission or its presiding officer, subject to an appeal to the majority of the Commission as provided for in Section 2 (c) of these procedures. Commission members shall not receive, read or place e-mails, text messages or phone calls while the Commission meeting is in session. Commission members shall not receive, read or place e-mails, text messages, or phone calls while at the dais. A computer will be provided in the room behind the dais for Commission members to access the internet and e-mail. Further, Commission members shall place or receive all phone calls and text messages from the room behind the dais. During Quasi-Judicial Hearings, no Commission Member shall receive, read, place or consider e-mails, text messages, or phone calls pertaining to the Quasi-Judicial Hearing being considered. 

3) Section (FF) Time Limits, is deleted in its entirety. 

4) Line 396 two-thirds is stricken and replaced with majority. 

5) Line 401 two-thirds is stricken and replaced with four-fifths.

City Manager Good provided background on the item and requested the City Commission provide further direction. 
MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SANDERS TO DIRECT THE CITY MANAGER TO EVALUATE SUPPLEMENTAL MARINE PATROL SERVICE  FOR THE GOLDEN ISLES SAFE NEIGHBORHOOD DISTRICT AND BRING BACK WHEN READY. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.   

7. MONTHLY REPORTS

The City Commission had no comments and took no action on this item. 

Mayor Cooper recessed the meeting at 5:06 PM.

Mayor Cooper reconvened meeting at 7:04 PM. 

8. COMMISSIONER REPORTS

The City Commission discussed meetings, events, and activities attended as representatives of the City. 

9. OTHER

The City Commission discussed other City Business. 

Vice Mayor Julian left the dais at 7:42 PM

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO APPOINT MELANIE CAMPBELL TO THE AD HOC PARKING COMMITTEE AS COMMISSIONER LONDON’S APPOINTMENT. The motion carried on a 4/0 voice vote. (Vice Mayor Julian was absent). 

Vice Mayor Julian returned at 7:47 PM. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER SANDERS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO APPOINT DENISE LETTAU TO THE HUMAN SERVICES ADVISORY BOARD AS COMMISSIONER SANDERS APPOINTMENT. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.   

Commissioner Sanders noted he is working with Hallandale High to form a Saturday Florida Comprehensive Assessment Test (FCAT) camp. 

Mayor Cooper noted the possibility of the supplementing the FCAT camp. City Manager Good recommended the Commission authorize him to spend, within his spending authority, and he would work with the High School to implement the program. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER SANDERS, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO  authorize the City Manager to work with the High School and expend the necessary funds to implement the program. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.
Mayor Cooper recessed the City Commission meeting to convene a Community Redevelopment Agency Board of Directors meeting at 7:51 P.M. 

Mayor Cooper reconvened the City Commission meeting at 7:54 PM. 

City Manager Good advised E. Dent McGough, City Clerk/General Services Director, will be retiring from the City. He further noted that Franklin Hileman, Manager of Intergovernmental Relations, will be leaving the City on Friday January 23, 2009. 

City Manager Good advised that the Department of Public Works and the Utilities and Engineering Department will be separated into two departments. He noted Bill Brant, Director Department of Public Works, Utilities and Engineering will be the Director of the Department of Utilities and Engineering and a new Director for the Department of Public Works will be hired. This will be completed at no cost to the City as we will be utilizing existing positions. 

City Manager Good provided an update regarding the generators at the Clifton Condominium. He noted Broward County was out to inspect the generator and found no issues. He noted the City will continue to work with the parties to work out the issues relating to the operation of the generator.
City Manager Good noted there was a sewer line break and he is in the process of expending $125,000 to repair the sewer line. There is a bypass system in place and is running until the repair is complete. He further requested the City Commission authorize the expenditure of the necessary funds to repair the sewer line as an emergency expenditure. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER TO EXPEND THE NECESSARY FUNDS TO REPAIR THE SEWER LINE BREAK AS AN EMERGENCY EXPENDITURE IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 23-109(C) OF THE CITY CODE OF ORDINANCES. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.  

10. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION (to be heard at 7:00 P.M.)

Carlos Simmons, 120 Golden Isles Drive, President of the Civic Association, spoke about landscaping on Golden Isles Drive. Mr. Simmons noted the palm trees appear to be dying and asked for the trees to be evaluated. He thanked City Manager Good for his assistance on an insurance matter facing the Civic Association as related to the MLK Jr. Day Parade. Finally, he thanked the City Commission for their assistance with MLK Jr. Day events. 

11. CONSENT AGENDA (to be heard at 7:15 P.M.)

City Clerk McGough provided a summary of actions taken during the afternoon session. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO RECONSIDER ITEM 6.D. Discussion of Golden Isles Safe Neighborhood District Funding for Additional Marine Patrol. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
MOTION bY vICE mAYOR jULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO DIRECT  the CITY MANAGER to complete an analysis of the Hallandale Beach Marine Patrol Program.  Such analysis is to look at the following:

· Evaluate the program’s current funding and services AS provided under current funding;

· Evaluate possibility of increasing the amount of services, i.e., increase patrol hours as needed/requested by the Community, and the estimated costs of such an increase in services;

· Evaluate ways of funding the additional costs, i.e., through special assessments to the Golden Isles and Three Islands Safe Neighborhood Districts and properties located along South Ocean Drive - which abut the inter coastal waterway – and the legal issues related to such special assessmentS; and bring back when ready.

The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 

12. PUBLIC HEARINGS (to be heard at 7:30 P.M.)

A. An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending Chapter 11, Fire Protection and Prevention, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hallandale Beach and Amending the Existing Chapter; Providing for Conflicts; Providing for Severability; Providing for an Effective Date (Second Reading)(Staff: Fire Chief)(see backup)

City Manager Good provided background on the item and recommended approval.
