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MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, February 4, 2009 AT 10:00 A.M., CITY COMMISSION CHAMBERS 400 S. FEDERAL HIGHWAY HALLANDALE BEACH, FL 33009
1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to order at 10:10 AM 

2. ROLL CALL

Commissioners London, Ross and Sanders, Vice Mayor Julian, Mayor Cooper, City Manager Good, City Attorney Jove, and City Clerk McGough - All present

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Troniese Ware led the pledge of allegiance.

City Manager Good advised that this would be the last Commission Meeting for E. Dent McGough, City Clerk/Central Services Director, as he is retiring on February 13, 2009. 

The City Commission presented E. Dent McGough with a plaque in recognition of his years of service. 

City Clerk McGough left the meeting at 10:30 A.M. 

4. PRESENTATIONS AND REPORTS

A. Presentation of Certificates to the Student Citizens of the Month

Troniese Ware received a certificate as Hallandale Elementary School’s Student Citizen of the Month for January 2009.  

Carlyssa Halley received a certificate as Hallandale Adult Community Center’s Student Citizen of the Month for January 2009. 

B. Recognition of Joann Sampson for Achievements as a Senior Olympian

Joann Sampson received a certificate in recognition of her achievements as a Senior Olympian. 

Joann Sampson thanked the Commission for the recognition. She requested a donation and assistance from the City to raise funds to participate in the National Championships. 

Motion BY COmmissioner ross, seconded by vice mayor julian to approve a $500 donation to Ms. Sampson towards her participation in the National Championships.  The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
C. Presentation of Plaque from the Aging & Disability Resource Center of Broward County for the City Donations for the Past Five Years

Edith Lederberg, Executive Director Aging & Disability Resource Center of Broward County, and Martha Slow-Sandler presented a plaque to the City in recognition of the City’s donations for the past five years. 

D. Presentation of FY2008-2009 Water Savings Incentive Program Grant Award by South Florida Water Management District CAD# 017/07

Burt Waters, South Florida Water Management District, presented the Grant Check to the City for the Water SIP grant for the Toilet Retrofit Program. 

E. Discussion of Public Works Construction Projects

Bill Brant, Director, Utilities and Engineering, made the presentation. 

City Manager Good introduced John Chidsey as the new Public Works Director. City Manager Good outlined Mr. Chidsey’s background and expertise. City Manager Good further noted Mr. Brant is one of the leading experts in the field of Utilities and Richard Labinsky, City Engineer, is an excellent engineer. City Manager Good noted Mr. Chidsey will be an excellent addition to the Department. City Manager Good noted the hiring of Mr. Chidsey will provide the opportunity to do quality work in house and save money and taxpayer dollars. He further noted other positions that are vacant are being eliminated to provide the opportunity to hire Mr. Chidsey.  

John Chidsey, Director of Public Works, outlined his expertise and background. 

F. Presentation of the Police Department Quarterly Report

Chief Magill, Chief of Police, presented the report. 

City Manager Good noted that two businesses within the City are being closed for operating a prostitution business. He noted the cases are clear and he has the authority to close these businesses in the best interest of the City.  

Vice Mayor Julian asked if an Ordinance related to massage parlors and prohibiting massage parlors within the City limits unless they are associated with a Doctor’s office could be enacted by the City. City Manager Good explained there are legal issues related to enacting this type of regulations and noted this needed to be reviewed by the City Attorney. 

The City Commission took no further action on this item.  

5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION (to be heard at 10:15 A.M.)

Joan Lapi, 2300 Diana Drive, discussed a letter from the City that went to local business owners encouraging advertising in the Sun Times. She noted she was advised that the mailing cost was $18,000 and wanted to know why it was so expensive. She suggested starting street fairs to encourage patronage of Hallandale Beach businesses. 
City Manager Good noted the City has been working with the Chamber to energize the business community and noted in the past the Sun Times has highlighted local businesses for free. 

City Manager Good noted the expenditure for the mailing was $560 for 1,400 letters sent. He noted the letters were sent in an effort to energize the business community and advised that advertising in the Sun Times is more affordable than advertising with the larger newspapers, and that the Sun Times has a targeted audience of residences, businesses and visitors in Hallandale Beach.

Mayor Cooper left the dais at 11:18 AM 

Mayor Cooper returned at 11:20 AM 

Judith Selz, 717 Layne Blvd., noted the newspaper is no longer critical of the City and this is a concern and does not think the City should be encouraging businesses to advertise in the Sun Times versus any other newspaper. She asked questions regarding the City’s finances, City Manager Good’s compensation and the productivity of City employees. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO Direct the City Manager to create an agenda request (AR) and formally ANSWER these questions in writing and to place the answers on the City’s Website.
MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO CALL THE QUESTION. The motion carried on a 4/1 voice vote. (Commissioner London voted no)
MOTION by vice mayor julian, seconded by commissioner ross TO Direct the City Manager to formally ANSWER these questions in writing and to place the answers on the City’s Website. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
David Smith, 22 Coconut Ave, commented that there are not enough recycling bins at the beach and Ingalls park and requested additional bins be placed at these locations. City Manager Good advised staff will evaluate and will bring back to the City Commission, if necessary.

Motion by commissioner ross, seconded by vice mayor julian to direct staff to research and evaluate regulations the City can impose on Pain Clinics and similar type businesses within the City of Hallandale Beach including restrictions on location, operations, professional staffing requirements and reporting requirements. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.  
The City Commission reached consensus to send a letter and the resolution to Governor Charlie Crist regarding the abuse of prescription Drugs in Florida and encouraging regulations be enacted.  

8. COMMISSIONER REPORTS

The City Commission discussed activities, events and meetings attended as representative of the City. 

Commissioner London left the dais at 4:26 PM.

9. OTHER

The City Commission discussed other City business. 

Motion by commissioner sanders, seconded by Commissioner ross to appoint Sherea Adkins to the Human Services Advisory Board as Commissioner Sanders’ Appointment.  The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.  
Motion by commissioner sanders, seconded by commissioner ross to appoint Shaundra Hicks to the Public Transportation and Flood Mitigation advisory board as commissioner Sanders’ appointment. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.    

City Manager Good advised four appraisals were performed on the property located at 501 NW 1st Avenue, with an average price of $230,000. He requested authorization to proceed with the purchase from the Commission. 
The City Commission reached consensus to direct the City Manager to continue negotiations and move forward with the purchase of 501 NW 1st Avenue for an amount not to exceed $230,000.  

10. PLANNING AND SCHEDULING MEETING (to be heard in Room 257)

Mayor Cooper reconvened the meeting in Room 257, City Hall at 1:54 PM.

The City Commission discussed upcoming events, activities and meetings.  

An Executive Session was called for February 12, 2009 at 9:00 AM in Room 219, City Hall, to discuss Union Negotiations. 

City Manager Good advised Mark Antonio, Assistant City Manager, will be handling the legislative issues and will be the liaison with the City lobbyist under his direction. He noted the position vacated by Franklin Hileman, Manager of Intergovernmental Relations, will not be filled.  

City Manager Good advised that he had a request from Commissioner London to provide a report on City revenues and expenditures. He provided a copy of the format for the report and asked how often the Commission wants to receive this report. He recommended the report be provided on a quarterly basis. 

The City Commission reached consensus for the report to be provided on a quarterly basis. 
Mayor Cooper asked for financial disclosure notes to be placed on the bottom of the report. She also requested the City Commission review the final format before it is distributed. 

Mayor Cooper requested the Commission to not disclose the report on revenues and expenditures until the proper disclosure notes are included on the report.  

Commissioner London left the room at 2:41 PM 

Commissioner London returned at 2:46 PM. 

Vice Mayor Julian left the room at 2:54 PM. 

Vice Mayor Julian returned at 2:56 PM. 

Mayor Cooper noted the Florida Redevelopment Awards application deadline was upcoming and recommended the City apply for an award. In addition, she recommended the City apply for the City Livability and Spirit Awards and the International Livability Awards.  

The City Commission reached consensus to apply for all four awards.
