1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to order at 1:42 PM

2. ROLL CALL

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

The Junior ROTC from Hallandale High School led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

4. PRESENTATIONS AND REPORTS

A. Proclamation Proclaiming Engineers Week 2009 February 15 through 21, 2009 

Proclamation was presented to Director Bill Brant, Director, Utilities and Engineering, and staff of the Utilities and Engineering Department. 

B. Proclamation Proclaiming Adopt-a-Street Volunteer Appreciation Week February 16 through 21, 2009 

Proclamation was presented to Broward County Representatives, and to First Sergeant Watson and Sergeant Major Diaz from the Junior ROTC at Hallandale High School. 

C. Proclamation Proclaiming February 2009 as Black History Month

Proclamation was presented to Marian McCann-Collie, Director, Human Services Department. 

D. Parks and Recreation Summary Report

Robert Williams, Assistant Director, Parks and Recreation Department, presented the report.

Judith Selz, 717 Layne Blvd, asked questions about the City’s finances. 

Robert Selz, 717 Layne Blvd, stated that there are ongoing difficulties with Navarro Security Service at the entrance to the Golden Isles Safe Neighborhood District. He stated the security officers are not following the protocol. Furthermore, Mr. Selz advised that in the roadway behind Publix, by Florida Power and Light substation, there is trash and debris and asked the City to address the issue. 

Ido Shimony, West Hallandale Beach Blvd project Special Coordinator, noted the West Hallandale Beach Blvd project is expected to be completed in the next week. He thanked the Commission, Business Owners, Residents and the City Staff for their hard work and involvement. 

Andrew Markoff, 705 SW 2 Court, asked about donations to the Eagles Wings by the City. He stated that $130,000 was donated to Eagles Wings over the last four years and asked what the funds were for and if there has been following up to make sure the funds were used as intended.
