
ORDINANCE NO.  2009-

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE LAND USE ELEMENT OF THE CITY’S COMPREHENSIVE PLAN BY CHANGING THE LAND USE DESIGNATION OF THE PROPERTY LOCATED AT 112 NW 3 AVE FROM RESIDENTIAL, LOW MEDIUM DENSITY TO RESIDENTIAL, HIGH DENSITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT, SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the parcel of property located at 112 NW 3 Avenue is currently designated Residential, Low Medium Density on the Future Land Use Element of the City’s Comprehensive Plan, and  


WHEREAS, Highland Park Ventures, LLC has applied to the City to change the land use designation of the subject parcel to Residential High Density to accommodate anticipated development above 14 dwelling unit per acre, but no more than 25 dwelling unit per acre, and 

WHEREAS, the City intends to amend the Land Use Element of the  Comprehensive Plan adopted by Ordinance 97-8 on May 20,1997, in the manner prescribed in Chapter 163, Florida Statures, to designate the subject parcel as Residential High Density, and

WHEREAS, 
Highland Park Ventures intends to build a 53 unit multi-family affordable housing project known as Highland Park Village on the subject parcel, and     

WHEREAS, Hallandale Beach has conducted a public hearing on this Amendment to its Comprehensive Plan, as required by Chapter 163, Florida Statutes; the Local Planning Agency has submitted its recommendation for approval of the Comprehensive Plan Amendment; and the City of Hallandale Beach has given due notice of its intent to adopt the Comprehensive Plan Amendment. and

WHEREAS, after courtesy public notices were mailed to all property owners within 1000 foot radius from the affected area; and


WHEREAS, after notice of a public hearing being duly published, a public hearing  was held before the Planning and Zoning  Board/Local Panning Agency of the City of Hallandale Beach on March 25, 2009 at which hearing all interested parties were afforded the opportunity to be heard; and 
 
WHEREAS, at the March 25, 2009 Planning and Zoning Board/ Local Planning Agency Hearing, the Board recommended approval of the proposed amendment to the City Future Land Use Map.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1.
 The Future Land Use Element of the City of Hallandale Beach Comprehensive Plan is amended to change the designation of certain parcel located at 112 NW 3 Avenue, as shown on Exhibit A and more particularly described on Exhibit B, from Residential, Low- Medium Density to Residential, High Density.

SECTION 2.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances and all resolutions or parts of resolution in conflict herewith are hereby repealed, to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 3. The Plan hereby amended shall be transmitted for recertification to the Broward County Planning Council and shall be effective upon recertification by the Broward County Planning Council as provided in Chapter 163, Florida Statutes and the applicable provisions of the Florida Administrative Code.

SECTION 4.
 If this ordinance or any part thereof is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this ordinance other than the part declared to be invalid.
