PURPOSE:

The City Commission consider an appeal of a Planning and Zoning Board decision denying a request by Francisco Figueroa for an after-the-fact variance at 1101 NE 4th Street to maintain a car canopy in the front and side yard setbacks of a single family home. 

BACKGROUND:

On April 24, 2008, Code Compliance observed the construction of the car canopy and cited the property owner, Mr. Figueroa, for not obtaining a building permit prior to construction. 

On May 14, 2008, Mr. Figueroa submitted an application to the Building Division for an after-the-fact building permit to maintain the canopy at the property. During the review process, the plans were routed to the Zoning Division where they were rejected for encroaching on the front and side yard setbacks and the applicant was notified that a variance must be sought to retain the canopy. 

The applicant has since been issued a Final Order by the Special Magistrate. On May 7, 2009 the applicant was granted an extension by the Special Magistrate to comply by July 1, 2009 before fines will be imposed on the property. 
At the March 25, 2009 meeting, the Planning and Zoning Board denied application #09-18-V by a vote of 5 to 0, requesting a variance from Section 32-152(d)(4)(a) of the Zoning and Land Development Code requiring a minimum 25 foot front yard setback and Section 32-152(d)(4)(c) requiring a minimum 7.5 foot side yard setback. Attached is the staff report prepared for the Planning and Zoning Board that includes the policy, technical analysis and summary minutes of the hearing. 

As a result of the variance request being denied, the applicant is now required to bring the property into compliance and remove the canopy. Pursuant to Section 32-965(h)(6), the applicant is appealing the Planning and Zoning Board’s decision to the City Commission.  The Notices of Hearing for the June 3, 2009 City Commission Hearing were mailed on May 22, 2009 to all property owners within a three hundred foot radius of the subject property. The Notice of Hearing was posted on the property on May 22, 2009.  

DISCUSSION
Staff met with the applicant on May 28, 2009 to discuss the variance request and the applicant agreed to reduce the car canopy to 20 feet in length instead of the existing 25 feet in order to provide a 5 foot front yard setback. The applicant is still requesting to maintain the width of 22’11”, which encroached into the side yard setback. The required side yard setback is 7.5 feet and the applicant is proposing a 4.4 foot side yard setback for the car canopy.  

Staff would like to point out that the current side yard setback for the applicant’s house is considered a “legal-nonconformity” as the current side yard setback for the house is 5.9 feet; the car canopy would only extend 1.5 feet beyond the existing side yard setback of the house.  Based upon the design of the car canopy, the costs associated with reducing the width are significantly more than reducing the length as it would require the applicant to demolish the structure and have it completely reengineered.

Setbacks are required in order to maintain comfortable distances between structures and property lines. In addition, they provide for adequate front, side and rear yards. Setbacks also help in creating and maintaining a uniform aesthetic without imposing physical encumbrances upon neighboring properties. Although the applicant is proposing to maintain a car canopy that encroaches into the front and side yard setbacks, based upon the existing side yard setback of the house and the reduction of car canopy to provide for at least a 5 foot setback, it is staff’s opinion that the car canopy will provide for a comfortable distance between structures and property lines and assist in maintaining a uniform aesthetic.  

Staff has not received any phone calls or correspondence from the surrounding property owners in opposition to the request, nor did any residents object at the Planning and Zoning Board hearing.  

Additionally, the applicant has provided affidavits from the surrounding property owners in support of this request (see attached).

Based upon the above information, staff recommends the City Commission approve the appeal and the grant the variance requested subject to the following conditions:

1. The applicant shall obtain the necessary building permits to bring the car canopy into compliance with the Florida Building Code; and 

2. The car canopy shall be reduced to 20’ in length to provide a 5’ front yard setback; 

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission approve Application # 42-09-AA by Francisco Figueroa requesting an appeal from a Planning and Zoning Board decision in order to retain a car canopy in the front and side yard setback of a single family home, subject to the following conditions:

1. The applicant shall obtain the necessary building permits to bring the car canopy into compliance with the Florida Building Code; and

2. The car canopy shall be reduced to 20’ in length to provide a 5’ front yard setback.

(First Reading) (Staff: Director, Development Services) (See Backup) CR #064/09

PURPOSE:

To amend Chapter 6 of the City’s Code of Ordinances by creating Article III, “Animal Care”, in order to regulate the treatment of animals within the City by pet owners and keepers. 

BACKGROUND:

Recently, staff has received several complaints regarding animal care within the City. Due to the volume of complaints and the City Commission’s concern, staff has researched and drafted an ordinance that would protect animals from being cruelly treated by pet owners and their keepers. 

DISCUSSION

Broward County has an ordinance related to animals; however, it is not comprehensive and does not include any provisions regulating the treatment of animals in pet stores and/or commercial kennels. Currently, the City’s Code of Ordinances does not provide any regulations related to the health and care of animals. Staff has prepared the attached Ordinance creating a section entitled, “Animal Care”, which outlines regulations for the treatment and care of animals by pet owners and keepers and a section that specifically pertains to businesses that are related to the sale, keeping, and/or care of animals and the requirements for operating such a business in Hallandale Beach.  

Staff presented the draft Ordinance to the Code and Permitting Advisory Committee at their April 9 and May 12, 2009 meetings and no adverse comments were received. 

Below is a summary of the proposed regulations pertaining to pet owners and/or keepers:

1. Prohibits anyone from beating, tormenting, injuring, or otherwise treating any animal in an inhumane manner; 

2. Requires animals to be housed in clean, safe conditions with adequate protection from outdoor elements;

3. Requires a sufficient supply of good and wholesome food and access to visibly clean and fresh water be provided; 

4. Requires veterinary care as needed to treat a sick or injured animal and as required to prevent disease;

5. Prohibits leaving an animal unattended for more than 12 consecutive hours;

6. Prohibits the tying, chaining, or tethering of an animal for more than 15 minutes unless the owner or keeper is present. 

The following is a summary of the proposed regulations for any business related to the sale, keeping, and/or care of animals:

1. Requires any establishment related to the sale, keeping, and/or care of animals to first obtain a business license from the City and provide the City with a list of animals to be kept on the premises. 

2. Requires pet stores to post in the window of the property the name, number, and address of the person to be contacted at any time to provide City officials access to the property;

3. Requires cages to be clean and sanitary with enough space to allow the animal to sit, stand or turn around as desired;

4. Prohibits animals in pet stores from being left unattended for more than 12 consecutive hours;

5. Prohibits animals from being exposed to public view for more than 16 hours in a 24 hour period;

6. Prohibits sick, injured, or unweaned animals from being sold or exhibited; and

7. Requires appropriate exercise for confined or restrained animals. 

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends the City Commission adopt on First Reading the attached ordinance and schedule Second Reading for June 17, 2009.

PURPOSE:

To amend Chapter 32, Article IV of the City of Hallandale Beach, Zoning and Land Development Code by Creating “Development Site Maintenance” in order to provide maintenance standards for sites approved for development.

BACKGROUND:

On March 5, 2009 the City Commission recommended staff review property maintenance codes as it relates to development sites.

On April 22, 2009 the proposed Ordinance was presented to the Planning and Zoning Board which recommended approval by a vote 5 to 0 with a change requesting portable toilets be serviced at least once a week instead of bi-week. The Ordinance has been amended accordingly at line 74.

DISCUSSION:

The proposed ordinance will provide authority to regulate sites approved for development or under construction to be properly maintained to prevent safety risks and visual blight and reduce other nuisances associated with construction sites.

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission adopt First Reading of the attached ordinance and set Second and Final Reading for June 17, 2009.

PURPOSE:
The purpose of this agenda item is to request Commission authorization to apply for the allocated American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 - Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grants through the U.S. Department of Energy and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.

BACKGROUND:
Under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Public Law 111-5, a presidential energy-based economic stimulus package has been provided to States, Local Governments and Tribal agencies to create jobs, increase economic efficiency through technology, and invest in transportation, environmental protection and other infrastructure that can provide long term economic benefits.

The Act gives preference to activities that can be started and completed expeditiously. Of the total of $3.2 Billion made available, over $1.86 Billion was designated to cities and counties, with Florida receiving $168.6 Million.  The City of Hallandale Beach was directly allocated (based on population) to apply and receive $164,800.  No City match is required and funds could be made available after application submittal.

DISCUSSION
In accordance to the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant guidelines, staff evaluated five investment opportunities to provide sustainable economic benefits through energy savings, as well as providing U.S. Green Building Council’s Leadership in Energy & Environmental Design (LEED) certification credits for the City’s Government Center.  The projects evaluated for the EECBG grant proposal were:

1. Install New Efficient Air Conditioning Unit (CFC-Free Refrigerant)

2. Install Computer-Based Building Automation System (BAS)

3. Install On-Site Electricity Generation Photovoltaic (PV) Solar Panels

4. Improve Existing Office Lighting by Installing Infrared Motion Sensor Light Switches

5. Install LED (Light-Emitting Diode) Lighting in Building’s - Interior / Exterior Areas

The cost for the AC unit replacement, as well as the computer-based building automation (Options #1 and #2) were beyond the grant funding allocation.  Accordingly, these options were deemed not feasible within these guidelines.  On-site electric generation through photovoltaic solar panels (Option #3) would cost $190,000.  Besides requiring additional funding for roofing improvement, this option would only generate about 2% of the Government Center’s electrical energy demand, an amount below the LEED credit threshold.  

Staff has identified a combination of Options #4 and #5 above as being the most effective for the City.  The combination of efficient LED lighting and the installation of various motion detectors throughout City Hall, the Police Department, the Commission Chambers, breezeways and parking areas meet the EECBG grant funding criteria while offering the most energy savings.  RFP for materials and installation is to be prepared and awarded.  Furthermore, these improvements can count toward LEED credits for the anticipated LEED certification of the Municipal Complex as a Green Building.

RECOMMENDATION:

City Commission to: 

· Authorize the City of Hallandale Beach to apply for the Recovery Act - Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant allocated to the in the amount of $164,800.  

· Authorize the City Manager to execute the application, contracts, and pertinent documents to implement the project. 

· Authorize the City Manager to establish accounts and make expenditures to implement the project.

PURPOSE:

Request Commission approval to apply for Broward’s County-wide Integrated Water Resources Plan (IWRP) Grant for $75,000 through the Broward County Natural Resources Planning and Management Division.

BACKGROUND:

Broward’s County-wide Integrated Water Resources Plan Grant is a program designed to assist public agencies within the County to implement effective water management strategies by helping to fund qualified water resource studies.  In 2007, the City applied for and received an IWRP grant to investigate strategies for protecting City water production wells from saltwater intrusion.  This study is nearing completion and is confirming the feasibility of relocating the City production wells further west. 

This year staff recommends the City apply for IWRP grant funding to perform a wastewater treatment and reuse feasibility study.  If approved, grant funds, along with budgeted City funds, would be used to pay for this work effort.

In 2008, the State of Florida Legislature passed ocean outfall legislation requiring ocean outfall nutrient reduction by December 31, 2018, and an elimination of ocean outfall utilization by December 31, 2025. Preliminary estimates for the cost of this legislation to the utilities participating in the Southern Regional Wastewater Treatment Plant (SRWWTP) in Hollywood ranged from $400 million to $880 million.  Whatever costs are required, along with other potential system upgrades, would be passed along to Hallandale Beach residents through increases to utility bills. 

In light of these future increases, we propose to perform a Wastewater Treatment and Reuse Feasibility Study.  This study would investigate the feasibility of building a wastewater treatment plant and reuse facility within the City of Hallandale Beach that would process some or all of the wastewater generated within the community at a lesser cost than would be assessed as a continuing customer of Hollywood.  This alternative would be analyzed from regulatory, technical, financial and contractual perspectives.  It is anticipated that the resulting study would provide information necessary for the City to decide whether to move forward to the design and permitting stage, or remain a customer of Hollywood.

DISCUSSION:
While there are many factors that must be considered in a complete feasibility analysis, staff’s assumptions lead to a preliminary estimate comparing the annual cost for a new wastewater treatment plant processing 4 million gallons of wastewater a day to be less than $3 million, including debt service.  In contrast, the annual cost for continuing to send the 4 million gallons of wastewater a day to Hollywood would be $3.36 million, without factoring in future unknown increases.

The cost of the study, that would examine both the technical, regulatory and contractual components of the construction of a wastewater and reuse treatment plant, is an estimated $150,000 - $225,000.  A match of at least 50% is required of applicants. Staff proposes to request a $75,000 grant with at least a $75,000 City match.  If approved, funding for the City match will be proportioned to both the Sewer and Water Funds as approved by the City Manager.

The IWRP grant application was due on May 11, 2009.  Staff submitted an application as described in this report, contingent upon Commission approval.

RECOMMENDATION:

City Commission to:

· Authorize the City Manager to apply for Broward’s County-wide Integrated Water Resources Plan (IWRP) Grant for $75,000 through the Broward County Natural Resources Planning and Management Division; and

· Authorize the City Manager to execute the application, contracts, and pertinent documents to implement the project; and 

· Authorize the City Manager to establish accounts and make expenditures to implement the project.
