A. Application #60-08-RD by Baldeo Enterprises d/b/a Hallandale Academy Requesting Redevelopment Area Modification (RAM) Waivers In Order To Expand And Renovate The Existing Daycare Facility Located At 15 NW 5th Avenue. (Staff: Director, Development Services) (See backup)

Frank Smith, Architect representing the applicant, waived the Quasi-Judicial Process. 

Richard Cannone, Director, Development Services, gave the presentation on behalf of the City. He noted the applicant has agreed to all conditions except for the barrel tile roof. 

Frank Smith, Architect, gave the presentation on behalf of the applicant. He stated the applicant agrees to install a security barrier along Hallandale Beach Blvd. in keeping with the design presented. Mr. Smith further noted the applicant is having difficulty in finding Buttonwood trees at the size required and asked if the City would be willing to work with the applicant to find a comparable tree. 
The City Commission discussed the prohibition of Astroturf. 

City Manager Good stated that if the City Commission agrees with the proposed turf substitute, staff will work with the applicant. Furthermore, staff will make revisions to the Code and bring back for Commission consideration. 

Mr. Smith presented a photograph of the Astroturf that the applicant is proposing to install.  

The City Commission discussed the façade improvements.

c.    Eleven (11) Green Buttonwood street trees 20’ in height or comparable as approved by the City Manager; 
e.    Proposed addition and renovated building to have a barrel tile roof;

Security barrier to be installed along Hallandale Beach Blvd.
