Following are activities and accomplishments for the month of May 2009:                                                                

Recreation Program Highlights 

-
On May 1st a bike rodeo was held with Parks and Recreation working with the Fire Department at Bluesten Park for this important bike safety event.  Forty children participated and they each received a free helmet and certificate of completion. 
-
Peter Bluesten Park was the site for the Relay for Life event held on May 15th and 16th.  Activities began with the recognition of cancer survivors and their caregivers along with a dinner in their honor.  The survivors and caregivers also began the relay walk as they completed the first lap and everyone else joined in after. The evening also included speeches, food, music and other fundraising efforts.  Unfortunately, the weather did not fully cooperate, so the luminaria bags had to be extinguished due to winds, and the rain that fell later in the evening caused most people to scurry for shelter.

Artist Nancy Major had her exhibition opening on May 21st at the Cultural Community Center. She had several family members attend from out of state and they really enjoyed the exhibition and the facility. The artwork remained thru June 1st.

The Memorial Day Ceremony was also affected by threatening weather on May 25th, but 120 people still came out to pay their respects.  Flags were placed on graves of service men and women at the cemetery at 9:00a.m.  Refreshments were served at the Cultural Center beginning at 10:00a.m., which also served as a time for socializing and sharing stories.  The ceremony remained in the Cultural Center auditorium and featured the  presentation of colors by the Police Honor Guard; a flag ceremony by the Fire Department including beautiful bagpipe music; the invocation by Claire Poole (Treats for Soldiers); poetry readings by Carlos Simmons and Mary Wheeler; and speeches by the Mayor, Vice-Mayor and Commissioner Ross.  Fortunately, everyone was able to go outside at 12:00 noon to raise the American flag per protocol.  Participants were also able to take a poppy made by the after school children who had spent time learning about the meaning of poppies and Memorial Day

On Thursday, May 28th a dozen teens met at Johnson Park for a discussion on self-esteem, what does it mean and how they could take steps to improve and build upon their own self confidence.  After the discussion they also enjoyed a pizza social.
