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NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

05-01-09,  924 W.  Hallandale Beach Boulevard,  Armed Carjacking,  09-19242

The victim was exiting the location when he was approached by the suspect who was armed with a handgun.  The suspect demanded the victim’s vehicle.  The victim was struck with the handgun during the incident.  The suspect fled with the vehicle.  The victim was not injured.
ISD: This case was assigned to a detective who met with and interviewed the victim. The victim stated they cannot identify the suspect and no latent prints were developed. There are no further leads to pursue and the victim has signed a waiver a liability. This case is closed.
05-03-09, 2200 Diana Drive, Armed Robbery/Aggravated Battery (Stabbing), 09-19433

The suspect approached the victims from behind and grabbed one of the victims. The suspect demanded the victim’s wallet.  The victim refused to comply and turned to face the suspect.  The suspect stabbed the victim in the shoulder and fled.  The victim was treated at Aventura Hospital for a non-life threatening injury.
ISD: This case was assigned to a detective who met with and interviewed the victims. Both victims stated they cannot identify the suspect. There was no traceable property taken and no witnesses. Having no further leads to pursue, this case is closed.
05-03-09, 2049 S. Ocean Drive, # 1509-E, Suspicious Death/Possible Suicide, 09-19546

It appears the victim may have jumped to her death from her balcony.  There was no suicide note found.  The investigation is continuing.
ISD: This case is assigned to a detective. At this time, the investigation has revealed no signs of foul play. This case is pending further investigation.
05-08-09, 400 S.E. 9th Street, #3, Home Invasion Robbery, 09-20198

Two suspects forced their way into the apartment armed with handguns.  Both victims were beaten and the suspects took cash and other valuables.  The suspects fled in a vehicle.  Neither victim required medical attention.
ISD: This case is assigned to a detective who met with and interviewed the victims. At this time, the detective is in the process of developing possible suspects in this case. This case is pending further investigation.
05-15-09, 600 SW 5 Avenue, Stabbing, 09-21344

The suspect struck the victim several times in the face and cut the victim with a kitchen knife.  The suspect and victim are roommates. The victim was treated at Hollywood Memorial Hospital for non-life threatening wounds.
ISD: This case is assigned to a detective who has met with and interviewed the victim. The suspect was identified and the detective has completed the investigation. Several attempts have been made to take the suspect into custody with negative results. This case will be forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for final review and issuance of an arrest warrant for the suspect.
5-23-09, 1400 E. Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Attempted Robbery, 09-22530

The suspect handed a demand note to the cashier.  The cashier fled into the office and the suspect fled without obtaining any money.  There were no injuries.
ISD: This case is assigned to a detective who has met with the employees of the listed location. The detective is in the process of identifying the suspect in this case. This case is pending further investigation.
5-23-09, 757 NW 6 Street, AOA Hollywood PD, 09-22560

Officers established a perimeter for the suspect who was wanted for a homicide in Hollywood.  The suspect was taken into custody without incident.  A firearm was recovered.  
ISD: The ISD Sergeant along with two ISD detectives responded to this incident and assisted in the apprehension of the suspect in this case. 
05-27-09, 209 N.W. 8 Avenue, Stolen Vehicle, 09-23107

Officers observed a stolen vehicle.  When they attempted to contact the driver, he fled.  Officers were able to locate the driver and take him into custody.
ISD: This case is assigned to a detective. The detective is in the process of preparing the case to be presented to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution. At this time, this case is pending further investigation.
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – SELECTIVE ENFORCEMENT TEAM (SET) – UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

The SET members noticed a green in color Chevy Malibu vehicle being driven and the odor of burnt marijuana emanating from the interior of the vehicle. Contact was made with two occupants and a search revealed cocaine and marijuana on the drivers’ person. The passenger was also placed under arrest for felony warrants. The vehicle was owned by the driver.  Therefore, the vehicle (valued at $3500.00) was confiscated for forfeiture proceedings. 

The SET members were advised by the Hallandale Beach Police Victim Advocate and Hollywood Detective Bates of a wanted violent felon staying at an unknown location in our City.  Furthermore, the felon was on probation for strong-arm robbery and was wanted for beating his pregnant girlfriend.  Within an hour of receiving the listed information, SET members located this violent felon and placed him into custody.  The felon was turned over to Hollywood Police and Detective Bates advised she was very grateful.

During routine patrol, SET members observed a group of black males smoking marijuana to the rear of the apartments’ located at 840 NW 10 Street.  Contact was made and through an investigation, it was evident one of the black males was giving a false name.  The black males’ true identity was discovered and an active felony warrant was located for his arrest.  It should be noted it was also learned through our investigation the black male was wanted for questioning in a homicide in the City of Hollywood.  

NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – Vice, Intelligence, and Narcotics Unit (V.I.N.)

The V.I.N. Detectives investigated an established massage therapy business within the City of Hallandale beach in response to numerous complaints of prostitution activity.  The investigation resulted in the arrest of three suspects, who were subsequently charged with soliciting prostitution and the illegal sale of alcoholic beverages without a license. Additionally, affidavits were written for four other suspects, who were subsequently charged with felony counts of unlicensed practice of a health care professional.  Furthermore, an affidavit was completed for the owner of the establishment, who was charged with five counts of employment of unlicensed massage therapist. The investigation also 
led to the revocation of the business occupational license.  The V.I.N. Detectives continue to address other establishments, which are promoting acts of prostitution.
The V.I.N. Detectives targeted a business within the City of Hallandale Beach, which supplies pain medication, after receiving numerous complaints of illicit diversionary prescription sales.  The operation resulted in the arrest of one suspect, who was subsequently charged with delivery of oxycodone within 1000 feet of a school and possession of cannabis under 20 grams. Ten 30 mg. oxycodone tablets and one cannabis cigarette with a street value of $110.00 was confiscated.  A second operation was conducted which resulted in the arrest of one suspect, who was charged with trafficking in oxycodone over (4) grams, less than (14) grams.  Sixty-two 30 mg. oxycodone tablets were confiscated with a street value of $500.00.
The V.I.N. Detectives addressed street level narcotic and prostitution activity.  These operations resulted in the arrest of three suspects, charged with the possession of prescription diversionary narcotics, one suspect charged with solicitation of prostitution and the third suspect charged with traffic violations, resisting without violence and possession of cannabis under 20 grams
The V.I.N. Detectives continue to work in concert with the Division of Alcohol, Beverage and Tobacco Agents.  During the month of May, the V.I.N. Detectives assisted in the investigation of illegal activities within an adult entertainment establishment in the City of Hialeah.  This operation resulted in the arrest of 19 suspects, who were charged with illicit sales of narcotics, possession of narcotics and solicitation of prostitution.  
DEPARTMENTAL VACANCIES

The Police Department had the following vacancies through the month of May: (2) Community Service Aides (4) Police Officers and (2) Part Time Police Officers.
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
