Weed & Seed Monthly Report for May, 2009
The Police Department on a daily basis combats drug trafficking in the Palms. During the month of May, one hundred and ten (110) adults were arrested in the Palms, forty-one (41) of which were drug related arrests.  Of the adults arrested in the Palms, 19 were Palms residents, the rest lived outside the Palms.  We also made six (6) juvenile arrests in the Palms, none were drug related.  Of the six juveniles arrested, none were residents of the Palms. 

During the month of May, the Police Department assisted Kiwanis and Hallandale High School Key Club with a clean up of Foster Road.  We also assisted Clara Brown along with members of Weed & Seed with their annual “May Day” event.  This event took place at O.B. Johnson Park, where they provided the community with food, entertainment and educational material.  Andrew Casper with the assistance of the Police Explorers, helped raise money for cancer awareness by conducting a “Relay for Life” Car Wash Fundraiser in the Palms. The Police Department and Crime Watch hosted a Celebrating Safe Communities event at B.F. James Park on Sunday, May 31st.  Crime prevention information was distributed to residents of the Palms at the event.             
Several quality of life issues were dealt with, involving abandoned properties and code violations. Three (3) abandoned vehicles were towed and fifteen (15) misdemeanor citations were issued. In addition, Officer Jackson installed three (3) “No Trespassing” signs on problematic properties within the Palms.
