The Department of Utilities & Engineering significant activities for the month of May are summarized below:

1) Staff joined with the Department of Public Works to celebrate National Public Works Week.  The proclamation was read by the Mayor at the May 6 Commission meeting.
2) Staff obtained approval from FDOT for the design for crosswalk improvements on West Hallandale Beach Boulevard.  The design was submitted to FDOT for processing as a part of the transportation stimulus package.
3) Commission approved submission of SIP Grant for continuation of the popular dual-flush toilet retrofit program. Furthermore, the current year’s program witnessed the largest distribution to date of these water conservation devices. 
4) Staff continues to implement its water conservation program.  In its May 6 Commission meeting, awards were given to Hallandale Elementary students who submitted outstanding posters concerning conservation. 
5) Water Distribution Division repaired a major water line break on A1A. 
6) Water Distribution Division completed making all the connections for the new water line at SW 1st Court.  The Division also began installation on SW 2 Street.
7)  Stormwater Division  coordinated with Sanitation Division to assist in canal cleaning for residents along the Schaffer Canal 
8) Water Plant Maintenance Division pulled Production Well #8 pump to have it overhauled.   
9) Water Production Division completed the annual Consumer Confidence Report.  The report will be distributed later this month. The Division also picked up quarterly samples for its wellfield protection program.
10) Water Production Division substantially completed installation of trasar 

antiscalent system, which will save the City significantly in acid consumption costs.
11) Commission awarded Three Islands Median Upgrades Material Purchase 

in the May 20 Commission meeting.  A purchase order has been issued and the order has been made.  Following receipt of materials, staff will begin the in-house installation of uplighting on Three Islands Blvd. 

12) Engineering Division oversaw bridge rehabilitation at two bridges on Sunset 
Drive.  Completion of these two bridges is anticipated in June.  
14) Engineering Division has a number of projects under design, including the 

 following:

· Ansin Blvd. Storage

· Curci House/Moffitt House Site Improvements

· HMGP drainage improvements in NE quadrant

· Schaffer Canal bank stabilization

      The Department has a number of other projects either underway or being planned, in addition to the many ongoing maintenance and services rendered.
