______________________________________________________________________
BACKGROUND
The Truth-In-Millage (TRIM) Bill legislation requires municipalities to submit the Certification of Taxable Value (Form DR-420) to the County Appraiser by August 4, 2009.  Cities are required to certify in this form the rolled-back millage rate, current year proposed millage rate, and the date, time and location of the first public hearing.   

DISCUSSION
In addition to the TRIM requirements, local governments must also conform to the maximum millage limitation requirements first imposed by the legislature in 2007. The provisions for FY 2009-10 and thereafter are:

· Majority Vote (3/2) – Taxing authorities may levy a maximum millage equal to a rolled-back rate calculated using the prior year’s taxes that would have been levied if the maximum majority vote millage rate had been adopted. The City’s majority vote maximum millage rate was 5.5035 last fiscal year, however we kept our millage rate at 4.9818. If a higher rate had been adopted, the rolled-back rate would be based on the adopted rate. This millage rate is then adjusted for the change in per capita Florida personal income (2.5% for 2009-2010) to calculate the current year’s maximum majority vote millage.

· Two-thirds Vote (4/1) – Taxing authorities may levy a millage not more than 110% of the majority vote maximum millage rate.

· Unanimous Vote – up to 10 Mil cap

The Broward County Property Appraiser’s Office has submitted their June 1st 2009 Estimate of Taxable Value. The rolled-back millage will be 5.9710, when extended upon the current year's adjusted taxable value of $3,299,022,675 [Gross taxable value ($4,120,142,696) minus new taxable value ($8,698,147) minus CRA dedicated increment value ($812,421,874)]. The City’s gross taxable value had a decrease of $759,524,606 (or -15.6%) from $4,879,667,302 in 2008, to $4,120,142,696 in 2009. This taxable value loss, when calculated at the City’s current millage rate of 4.9818, amounts to a reduction of tax revenue of almost $3.8 million.

Based upon this information the Maximum Levy Limits for FY 2009/2010 are as follows:

· Majority Vote (3/2)– can levy a millage up to 6.9112

· Two-thirds Vote (4/1) – can levy a millage up to 7.6023

· Unanimous Vote (5/0) – can levy up to 10 mil cap

The City’s current millage rate is 4.9818. The millage rate staff proposes to provide to the County is 6.9113. Note that it has been the practice of the City in the past to set the tentative millage rate higher than what was adopted for the purpose of financial adjustments. Although the City Manager is attempting to maintain the City’s millage rate at its current level it may be necessary to adjust the millage rate to balance the budget due to factors which are out the City Manager’s control. Additionally, the taxable value figures that are presented are based on the June 1st estimate of taxable value. The City will receive the certified taxable values on July 1st, which are often different from the June 1st values. The July 1st updates will impact the City’s rolled-back rate and maximum millage rate calculations. Therefore it is prudent to set the City’s tentative millage at a higher rate than may be adopted. Once the City sets its tentative millage rate it cannot go above that rate without re-advertising.

In addition to the millage rate, the City must also advise the Broward County Property Appraiser the date and time of the public hearings and the total amount to be collected from the Fire Assessment.  The cost of Fire protection services for the City continues to increase and adjustments to the Fire Assessment rate needs to be managed to pay for services rendered. For this reason the City Manager is recommending to increase the Fire Assessment rate from $97 per year to $125 per year for residential classification. All other classifications will increase proportionally. At $125 the City’s rate would still be among the lowest in Broward County. For Fiscal Year 2009-10, the gross assessment of $4,572,560 will net receipts of approximately $4,343,932 or $698,307 above the current year amount of $3,645,625.

Staff proposes to conduct the Fire Assessment hearing at 7:00 p.m. on September 16, 2009 in accordance with State Statute.

The date of the First Public Hearing by law has to be set between September 3 and September 18.  Furthermore, it cannot conflict with either the County or the School Board's budget hearings.  The County has set its First Public Hearing for September 10, and its second for September 22.  The School Board has scheduled its Public Hearing for September 3.  Also note the City's Public Hearings must be held after 5:00 p.m.

The Second Public Hearing to adopt the final millage rate must be held two to five days after advertising the Hearing and no later than October 1.  In addition, the advertisement must be within fifteen days from the First Public Hearing date.

BACKGROUND
The Golden Isles Safe Neighborhood District will levy a millage as a Dependent Special District of the City of Hallandale Beach and must adhere to all of the requirements of the Truth-In-Millage (TRIM) Legislation.

The TRIM Bill legislation requires Dependent Special Districts to submit the Certification of Taxable Value (Form DR-420) to the County Appraiser by August 4, 2009.  This form indicates the proposed millage and the date, time and location for the First Public Hearing for the District. 

DISCUSSION
The Broward County Property Appraiser’s Office has submitted their June 1st 2009 Estimate of Taxable Value. The rolled-back millage will be 1.1798, when extended upon the current year's adjusted taxable value of $206,706,949 [Gross taxable value ($208,148,450) minus new taxable value ($1,441,501). The District’s gross taxable value had a decrease of $14,892,880 (or -6.7%) from $223,041,330 in 2008, to $208,148,450 in 2009. This taxable value loss, when calculated at the District’s current millage rate of 1.0934, amounts to a reduction of tax revenue of $16,284.

Based upon this information the Maximum Levy Limits for FY 2009/2010 are as follows:

· Majority Vote (3/2) – can levy a millage up to 1.2791

· Two-thirds Vote (4/1) – can levy a millage up to 1.4070

The District’s current millage rate is 1.0934. The millage rate staff proposes to provide to the County is 1.3000. Note that it has been the practice of the District in the past to set the tentative millage rate higher than what was adopted for the purpose of financial adjustments. Although the City Manager is trying to maintain the District’s millage rate at its current level it may be necessary to adjust the millage rate to balance the budget due to factors which are out the City Manager’s control. Additionally, the taxable value figures that are presented are based on the June 1st estimate of taxable value. The District will receive the certified taxable values on July 1st, which are often different from the June 1st values. The July 1st updates will impact the District’s rolled-back rate and maximum millage rate calculations. Therefore it is prudent to set the District’s tentative millage at a higher rate than may be adopted. Once the District sets its tentative millage rate it cannot go above that rate without re-advertising.

BACKGROUND
The Three Islands Safe Neighborhood District will levy a millage as a Dependent Special District of the City of Hallandale Beach and must adhere to all of the requirements of the Truth-In-Millage (TRIM) Legislation.

The TRIM Bill legislation requires Dependent Special Districts to submit the Certification of Taxable Value (Form DR-420) to the County Appraiser by August 4, 2009.  This form indicates the proposed millage and the date, time and location for the First Public Hearing for the District. 

DISCUSSION
The Broward County Property Appraiser’s Office has submitted their June 1st 2009 Estimate of Taxable Value. The rolled-back millage will be .8814, when extended upon the current year's adjusted taxable value of $458,128,554 [Gross taxable value ($458,135,530) minus new taxable value ($6,976). The District’s gross taxable value had a decrease of $153,677,010 (or -25.1%) from $611,812,540 in 2008, to $458,135,530 in 2009. This taxable value loss, when calculated at the District’s current millage rate of .6600, amounts to a reduction of tax revenue of $101,427.

Based upon this information the Maximum Levy Limits for FY 2009/2010 are as follows:

· Majority Vote (3/2) – can levy a millage up to 1.0944

· Two-thirds Vote (4/1) – can levy a millage up to 1.2038

The District’s current millage rate is .6600. The millage rate staff proposes to provide to the County is 1.1000. PURPOSE

Pursuant to Chapter 23, Section 23-108, Cooperative Purchasing, Hallandale Code of Ordinances, request authorization to purchase, utilizing the Broward County Bid #: V-Z-07-364-B-1, in an amount-not-to-exceed $67,000, a 2009 Eldorado Aerotech Minibus for the operation of the fourth route.  

BACKGROUND

The City started offering the community transportation service over fifteen years ago.  At that time, there were two routes that only serviced areas in the City east of Federal Highway.  

Over the years, the City has consistently sought out public opinion in order to improve this service.  This has resulted in the City expanding and adding routes.  These changes resulted in an increase in ridership and citywide service.  The ridership increased from 91,700 to 109,163 between fiscal years 2006 and 2007, an increase of 19%.  When the third route was added, the ridership increased by another 43% in fiscal year 2007-2008 to 156,160.

In June 2008 the City Commission authorized staff to apply for the Public Transit Service Development Grant under FDOT’s Discretionary Grant Program, to fund a fourth route.  This route will allow for the headway reduction of at least one route and will also allow more areas to be serviced.  

DISCUSSION

Staff recommends that this new bus be purchased rather than leased.  Our life cycle analysis shows that the savings resulting from the purchase will pay off the new bus in three (3) years.  Since the life expectancy of a bus is five (5) to seven (7) years, the City will save an estimated $50,000 over the life of the bus by purchasing rather than leasing.  Funds are available from the FY 08-09 budget.  The minibus will be purchase from Atlantic Bus Sales, the awarded vendor through Broward County Bid #: V-Z-07-364-B-1.

RECOMMENDATION

City Commission to:

· Authorize the purchase of a 2009 Eldorado Aerotech Minibus for an amount not to exceed $67,000 utilizing Broward County Bid #V-Z-07-364-B-1;

· Authorize the City Manager to execute all documents necessary to purchase the minibus, and to implement the fourth minibus route; and 

· Authorize the City Manager to establish accounts and make expenditures to implement the purchase of the minibus.

The 34th Year CDBG Public Works Improvement Project involves public works and utility infrastructure improvements including drainage improvements, sidewalks and landscaping.

The project is located in the Southwest Area and the boundaries of the Project area are as follows:  

Hallandale Beach Blvd., SW 5th Street, Dixie Highway, and SW 2nd Avenue; also the area bounded by SW 5th Street and SW 3rd Terrace.

On 06/01/09, nine vendors submitted bids for the 34th Year CDBG project: Miguel Lopez Jr., Inc. ($351,095.25), Tenex Enterprises, Inc. ($359,950.00), Budget Construction Co. ($360,590.00), Florida Engineering and Development Corp. ($355,623.50), Sun Up Enterprises, Inc. ($389,940.00), Johnson-Davis, Inc. ($395,565.00), Williams Paving Company, Inc. ($401,710.00), GMI Contracting, Inc. ($457,337.00), Acosta Tractors, Inc. ($483,805.02). 

According to page 3 of the Federal Grant Department of HUD Boiler Plate For CDBG Projects, all Federal Boiler Plate Required Documents must be completed and submitted with the bid in order for the bidder to be considered responsive.  Taking this into account, Williams Paving Inc. did not complete the necessary Federal Boiler Plate Required Documents and was not considered responsive.  

As a result of these bids, Miguel Lopez Jr., Inc. is the lowest responsive, responsible bidder.

The 34th Year CDBG Public Works Improvement Project is anticipated to begin on July 6, 2009 and end on September 30, 2009.

Due to very competitive bids, Miguel Lopez Jr., Inc. bid of $351,095.25 is $75,825.75 below the available funding of $426,921.00.  Broward County has indicated the $75,825.75 will be transferred to the next CDBG project (35th Year CDBG Public Works Improvement Project) in addition to any funds that are already allocated for the 35th Year CDBG Public Works Improvement Project.  

Staff is recommending the City Commission authorize the City Manager to expend up to $351,095.25 in CDBG funds for the 34th Year CDBG Public Works Improvement Project.

Miguel Lopez Jr., Inc. is currently working on paving, concrete and infrastructure improvement projects for the following locations: City of Plantation, Cooper City, City of Coral Springs, City of Ft. PURPOSE:

To amend Chapter 32, Article IV of the City of Hallandale Beach, Zoning and Land Development Code by Creating Division 23, “Development Site Maintenance” to provide maintenance standards for sites approved for development in order to control unsightly properties within the City.

BACKGROUND:

The City Commission at the June 3, 2009 meeting approved on First Reading the attached Ordinance and asked staff to revisit the Ordinance in order to clarify the language as it related to fencing, signage and dumpsters as well as provide for an amortization period to come into compliance.  The City Commission also requested clarification of maintenance standards based on the type of development, that is Minor and Major Development.  

DISCUSSION:

Staff has revised the attached ordinance in double underline and strikethrough format. Pursuant to City Commission directive, the ordinance has been reorganized and clarified to provide for the following:

· Except for Minor Development projects containing less than 10 residential units or less than 4,000 square feet of nonresidential gross floor area, if construction does not commence within 180 days after demolition has occurred at the development site or within 180 days of site plan approval, should the development site be vacant, weather permitting, the development site shall be properly graded, sodded and fenced;
· All development sites must be secured from unauthorized access by an eight (8) foot chain link fence with a firmly affixed windscreen of 50% porosity, except for development sites approved for a Major Development with 50,000 square feet or greater of improved space or 50 dwelling and/or hotel units or greater which shall be fenced with an opaque fence eight (8) feet in height and be constructed of wood or similar material;
· Dumpsters shall be emptied as required; 

· Advertisement for an approved project shall be permitted in accordance with the temporary sign provisions of the Code; and 

· Provides a 90-day amortization period to come into compliance.

The City Commission adopt the attached ordinance on Second and Final Reading.

CAD#006/06

PURPOSE:

To approve on First Reading an Ordinance creating Section 32-794 of the Zoning and Land Development Code, entitled “Adequate Public Traffic and Transportation Facilities” to be Included in Article V “Development Review Procedures” based upon the City’s Master Transportation Plan completed by HDR.
BACKGROUND:

The City contracted with HDR for the development of the Hallandale Beach Transportation Master Plan (TMP) which would identify recommended transportation improvements to address the City’s concerns and needs regarding existing and future traffic conditions through 2030.

The purpose of the plan was to conduct a Citywide transportation study which would result in a Citywide Transportation Master Plan (TMP).  The TMP includes the development of a traffic cost model to determine project impacts and the associated costs of accommodating traffic from the development activity in the City.   The goals of the Master Plan were to:

· Quantify the transportation impact and needs of future development and redevelopment activity in the City for Year 2015 and 2030

· Identify and prioritize appropriate facility improvements and mitigation strategies to ensure adequate mobility in the future

· Estimate the costs of recommended transportation improvements and identify the appropriate share from new developments/redevelopments

As a result of the TMP, a model was developed to calculate Capacity Costs based on the square footage of development as it relates to a list of potential roadway, transportation systems management (TSM), advanced traffic management system (ATMS), transit and bicycle/pedestrian improvements as enumerated in the attached Executive Summary.  The City Commission was previously provided with a copy of the 2030 Master Transportation Plan and accompanying Capacity Cost model. 

In addition, the City Commission at the June 9, 2009 Special Meeting heard a presentation by HDR and Cambridge Systematic whereby the 2030 Master Transportation Plan and accompanying Capacity Cost Model were adopted by the City Commission.  Additionally, staff was directed to bring an Ordinance implementing the Capacity Cost Model at the June 17, 2009 City Commission meeting; attached is a copy of the Ordinance. This item will be presented to the Planning and Zoning Board for review and recommendation at the June 24, 2009 meeting.

DISCUSSION
HDR, in conjunction with their sub-consultant, Cambridge Systematic developed a model to calculate the Roadway Capacity Costs for new development.  Roadway Capacity Costs are set as the development’s prorated share of the costs for infrastructure improvements of the overall traffic network based on the City’s Master Transportation Plan for year 2030 improvements. 

The model is based on recovery of a percentage of total Master Plan Capacity Costs for added traffic impact to the overall network based on the projected peak hour trips from a specific new development. The costs are calculated by accounting for new peak hour trips and trip length on a section of road, based on proposed development location. Traffic volumes were generated using Broward County counts supplemented by project counts, adjusted to annual average daily traffic (AADT) values.  Future traffic volumes were developed by adding anticipated committed major projects within the City, projects provided by the Development Services Planning Division and background growth to the year 2030. 

The Model has 3 input factors: the Development Data, Zone of the City and Recovery Ratio.

1. The Development Data is the number of units within the development and/or the development’s square footage of use.

2. The Zone of the City refers to the Zone within the City where the development is located.  This figure could be Zone 1-4 depending on location and reflects the percentage of traffic that is added to each road segment.

3. The Recovery Ratio, sets how much of the prorated cost associated with the project is recovered by the Capacity Cost. The goal is to recover 100% of the cost, as anything less will require funding from another source to make up the difference. The recovery ratio can be adjusted to provide developer incentives based on factors such as project type or land use. The recovery ratio can also be adjusted to modify the output to match the peak hour traffic from a traffic report.

When the Development Data, Zone and Recovery Ratio are input into the spread sheet, the formula will use trip generation numbers from Broward County trip table to develop the project peak hour trips for the project and extrapolate a Capacity Cost for the development. This trip generation will not be adjusted for project specific data for bypass capture or internal trip generation and may differ from a traffic study for the project.  The Capacity Costs will be adjusted annually for inflation.

The Utilities and Engineering Department has reviewed and accepts the methodology for both traffic forecasts and the trip fee model.  

RECOMMENDATION:

For City Commission to approve the attached Ordinance on First Reading and schedule Second Reading for Wednesday, August 5, 2009.
