1. CALL TO ORDER

Chair Cooper called the meeting to order at 1:50 P.M. 

2. ROLL CALL

Directors London, Ross and Sanders, Vice Chair Julian and Chair Cooper – All Present. 

3. AGENCY BUSINESS

A. Consideration of a funding request from Digital Outernet Inc.(DOI), through the CRA Economic Development/Business Incentive Program in the amount of $125,000, as outlined in the Staff Report. (Staff:  Director, Development Services)(See Backup for City Commission Agenda Item #8.B.) CAD# 005/02 

HEARD IN CONJUNCTION WITH CITY COMMISSION ITEM #8.B.

City Manager Good provided background and recommended approval. 

MOTION BY VICE CHAIR JULIAN, SECONDED BY DIRECTOR ROSS TO CONCUR WITH THE ACTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION AND TO approve the request from Digital Outernet Inc., for economic development incentives in the amount of $125,000, to assist in start-up expenditureS, authorize the City Manager to negotiate an agreement setting benchmark standards and to distribute the funding up to $125,000 as the benchmark standards are met subject to the following conditions: 

1. Change their network name from “City Channel”;

2. Establish a small business bank account before funding is awarded; 

3. Apply and obtain the proper Business Tax License, prior to the release of funding;

4. Waive real property requirement and allow the City Manager to negotiate other means of securing funding and repayment; 

5. Business to provide the Development Services/CRA Department with an audited Annual Performance Review every year during the funding term of 10 years; and

6. An advertisement guideline to be provided.

The motion carried on a 4/1 voice vote. (Director London voted no)  
4. OTHER

Chair Cooper noted the City Commission voted to direct the City Manager to negotiate at cost a retention agreement with Eagle’s Wings Development Center until the City takes action to develop the building in which Eagle’s Wings Development Center is currently operating and directing the City Attorney to ensure all statutes are adhered. She further noted it is necessary for the CRA Board of Directors to take action on this item as the property was purchased from the CRA trust fund.   

Director London asked why the lease of this property it is not going to a Request for Proposal (RFP) to lease the property. City Manager Good noted that the property would be available for short-term lease only and therefore putting the property out to the market for lease through an RFP would not appropriate.  


Director London asked if was appropriate for Director Sanders to vote on this item. City Attorney Jove advised Director Sanders is permitted to vote as a Director on the Community Redevelopment Agency Board of Directors as per Florida Statutes 112.3143(3)(b).
MOTION BY VICE CHAIR JULIAN, SECONDED BY DIRECTOR ROSS TO CONCUR WITH THE ACTION TAKEN BY THE CITY COMMISSION AND to direct the City Manager to negotiate at cost a retention agreement with Eagle’s Wings Development Center until the City takes action to develop the building in which Eagle’s Wings Development Center is currently operating and directing the City Attorney to ensure all statutes are adhered. The motion carried on a 4/1 voice vote (Director London voted no)
