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MINUTES OF SPECIAL MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, HELD ON TUESDAY, JUNE 9, 2009 AT 6:30 PM, CULTURAL COMMUNITY CENTER, 410 SE 3rd STREET, HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA 33009
1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to order at 6:45 PM.  

2. ROLL CALL

Commissioners London and Ross, Vice Mayor Julian, Mayor Cooper, City Manager Good, City Attorney Jove, and Acting City Clerk Canada – Present

Commissioner Sanders – Absent

4. CITY BUSINESS

A. CONSIDERATION OF THE CITY WIDE TRANSPORTATION PLAN (Staff: Director of Development Services) (See backup)CAD #006/06

City Manager Good provided background information on the City-Wide Transportation Plan. He stated the main objective of the study was to conduct a Citywide transportation study and to prepare a Transportation Master Plan to determine project needs and costs based on the impact of accommodating current and anticipated traffic growth and to develop a model to pay for the recommendations. The Plan recommends short-term (2009-2013), mid-tern (2014-2019) and long-term improvements (2020- 2030). During this process staff coordinated with Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), Broward County and neighboring cities. 

Will Suero, Senior Project Manager, HDR, made a presentation. 

The City Commission discussed the recommendations for transportation improvements in the Short-Term (2009-2013), Mid-Term (2014-2019) and Long-Term (2020-2030). 

The City Commission discussed the formation of a Transportation Management Association (TMA) with neighboring Cities in order to create a regional approach to transit and transit-related issues. 

Mr. Suero, reviewed the summary of recommendations. 

Peter Haliburton, Cambridge Systematics, reviewed the methodology used to perform the Traffic Modeling study and make the Capacity Cost Model recommendations. 

Mr. Haliburton presented the Capacity Cost Model for new developments. 

The City Commission discussed Atlantic Shores Blvd. 

The City Commission discussed County Line Road and an I-95 corridor interchange. 

The City Commission discussed Pembroke Road. 

The City Commission discussed Dixie Highway. 

The City Commission discussed US-1. 

Commissioner London asked questions regarding data collection and collection points. Mr. Halliburton answered the questions. 

The City Commission discussed the extension of Church Street. 

Acting City Clerk Canada read the questions from the Public. 

Barbara Southwick, asked if the proposed Ben Gamla Charter School was evaluated and included as part of the traffic plan. City Manager Good advised the Ben Gamla Charter School has not been approved by the Planning and Zoning Board or the City Commission and the impacts the school would have on traffic would be evaluated during the project’s evaluation process. 

Alexander Lewy, asked about the proposed access point from County Line Road to I-95. Mr. Suero explained a direct access point from County Line Road to I-95 would not be feasible. 

Barbara Southwick, asked if the plan to convert the Florida East Coast Railroad to a commuter rail is still a possibility, and if so, would a fly-over at Dixie Highway still be necessary. Mr. Suero advised the conversion of the Florida East Coast Railroad (FEC) to a commuter rail is still being evaluated. He noted if the FEC Railroad were to become a commuter rail, the fly-over would be an even greater necessity. 

Alexander Lewy, asked about the zone map, depicted as part of the Capacity Cost Model, and the methodology behind the assignment of zones to particular areas. Mr. Haliburton explained the methodology. 

Barbara Southwick, asked about the use of left turn lights that blink, as utilized in Fort Lauderdale, on US 1, in order to run concurrent left turns, to elevate backup on Hallandale Beach Blvd. City Manager Good advised staff will evaluate and requested the City Engineer to evaluate. 

Catherine “Kim” Owens, asked if traffic generated from A1A during peak season, was considered during the study. She asked if the impacts from traffic from Aventura Mall and The Village at Gulfstream Park were also considered. Mr. Suero confirmed that these impacts were considered. 

Catherine “Kim” Owens, asked if an express lane from I-95 to A1A was considered as part of the study. Mr. Suero advised an express lane was considered and is not a part of the recommendations in the plan as the major constraints were access points to I-95 and capital costs.  

Acting City Clerk Canada advised all the submitted questions had been asked. 

Mayor Cooper asked if there were additional questions from the Public. 

Josephine Alongi, asked about the draw bridge at Hallandale Beach Blvd. and A1A was considered in this study. Mr. Suero advised no. 

City Manager Good clarified Ms. Alongi’s question and explained that the bridge was upgraded approximately 10 years ago and noted all signalization alternatives were considered at that time as to the best alternatives. He further noted the bridge is controlled by Florida Department of Transportation and the City has no control over functioning of the bridge. 

Seeing no other speakers, Public Comment was closed. 

City Manager Good recommended the City Commission adopt the Transportation Master Plan, its recommendations, and the Capacity Cost Model and direct that the necessary  ordinance(s) to implement the plan and Capacity Cost Model be drafted and brought forward for the City Commission consideration at the June 17, 2009 Regular City Commission meeting. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO DIRECT THE CITY MANAGER TO WORK WITH THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION TO EVALUATE THE CITY’S ROADS FOR POSSIBLE IMPROVEMENTS IN SIGNALIZATION. The motion carried on a 3/1 voice vote. (Commissioner London voted no and Commissioner Sanders was absent). 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO ADOPT THE HALLANDALE BEACH 2030 CITYWIDE TRAFFIC AND TRANSPORTATION MASTER PLAN AND CAPACITY COST MODEL AND DIRECT STAFF TO PREPARE THE NECESSARY ORDINANCES TO ADOPT AND ENACT THE CAPACITY COST MODEL AND BRING THEM FOR COMMISSION CONSIDERATION DURING THE JUNE 17, 2009 REGULAR COMMISSION MEETING. The motion carried on a 3/1 voice vote. (Commissioner London voted no and Commissioner Sanders was absent). 

There being no further business before the Commission, Mayor Cooper adjourned the meeting at 8:37 P.M. 
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
