The motion failed on 2/3 voice vote. (Commissioner London and Vice Mayor Julian Voted yes). 

MOTION  by commissioner ross, seconded by commissioner sanders, TO authorize THE CITY MANAGER TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH Coastal Systems International, Inc. to perform the permitting and preliminary design of a beach renourishment project and funding application preparation, for an amount not to exceed $200,000; TO authorize the City Manager to execute a Memo of Understanding with the city of Hollywood AND TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER TO establish accounts, make expenditures and execute all documents as required. The motion carried on a 3/2 voice vote. (Commissioner London and Vice Mayor Julian voted no).

The motion carried on a 4/1 voice vote. (Commissioner London voted no).

City Manager Good noted a Community Based Committee was being formed in order to have the City designated as a Naturescape City. He recommended that Commissioner London be a member of this committee as he has extensive experience in Naturescape. He advised he wanted to make sure the Commission was aware that Commissioner London would be serving on this Committee. 
Commissioner London stated that he did not see the need for the City Manager’s information to the City Commission as this being a Public Committee holding Public Meetings, he could attend them if he wished to do so.
