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MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, AUGUST 19, 2009 AT 1:30 P.M., CITY COMMISSION CHAMBERS 400 S. FEDERAL HIGHWAY HALLANDALE BEACH, FL 33009
1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to order at 1:40 PM. 

2. ROLL CALL

Commissioners London, Ross and Sanders, Vice Mayor Julian, Mayor Cooper, City Manager Good, City Attorney Jove, and Acting City Clerk Canada - All present

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

4. PRESENTATIONS AND REPORTS

A. Proclamation Proclaiming Florida Water Professionals Week, August 17 through August 21, 2009

Mayor Cooper presented the proclamation to Earl King, Deputy Director, Utilities & Engineering Department, Hal Elsasser, Water Plant Manger, and Luis Chiguala, Water Treatment Operator IV.

B. Presentation of Certificates of Appreciation to Volunteers for their Contributions to the United States Army by Participating in the Adopt-a-Unit, Phase II Project

Mayor Cooper presented certificates to Wal-Mart, Elsie Julian, Vice Mayor Julian, Mike Motley, Sgt. Marcus Hepburn, Ann Henigson, Chaive Mesmer and the City of Hallandale Beach.

City Manager Good noted the Fire Department was requested to make a presentation on the N1H1 “Swine” Influenza and the City’s preparedness program.  

Deputy Fire Chief Art Bousquet, Battalion Chief Alex Baird and Division Chief John Holgerson made a presentation on the H1N1 “Swine” Influenza and the steps the City is taking to prepare should a pandemic occur. 

Mayor Cooper requested that an item be placed on an upcoming City Commission Agenda to authorize the City Manager to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the CDC and to declare  a State of Emergency should a pandemic occur within the City.
C. Parks and Recreation Summary Report

Rebecca Munden-Correa, Director, Parks & Recreation, presented the report. 

5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION (to be heard at 1:30 P.M.)

Dr. Debra Brown, President, Palms Center for the Arts, Inc, 501 NW 1st Ave, thanked the City Commission for their support of the Palms Center for the Arts, Inc. She noted that the program has been a big success and showed the Commission some of the art work produced by the students at the Center. 

Vice Mayor Julian spoke about extending the lease of the facility located at 501 NW  1st Ave to the Palms Center for the Arts, Inc. 

Commissioner London left the dais at 2:42 PM

Rev. Josh Brown, 501 NW 1st Ave, spoke in support of extending the lease to the Palms Center for the Arts, Inc. at 501 NW 1 Avenue. 

Vice Mayor Julian made a motion to extend the lease. Mayor Cooper noted that Commission London had left the dais and recommended waiting until his return to take action on the item. The Commission concurred. 

Chaive Mesmer, 717 NE 1st Street, thanked the City Commission for the job that they do for the City. She commended the Palms Center for the Art, Inc. and the work they are doing in the Community. Finally, she spoke about the mailers from the Broward County Police Benevolent Association (PBA) regarding City activities, she stated that the contents are inaccurate propaganda and urged people to get the facts. 

Commissioner London returned to the dais at 3:03 PM

Mayor Cooper noted that Commissioner London has returned to the dais and advised action on the Lease Agreement with the Palms Center for the Arts, Inc. would be appropriate at this time. 

MOTION  BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SANDERS, TO EXTEND THE LEASE AGREEMENT WITH THE PALMS CENTER FOR THE ARTS, INC. FOR THE FACILITY LOCATED AT 501 NW 1st  AVENUE, THE LEASE SHALL CONTINUE UNTIL CITY REDEVELOPMENT OF THE SITE IS TO BEGIN AND  A 30-DAY VACATE NOTICE IS GIVEN TO THE TENANT. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
6. CONSENT AGENDA

A. Approval of Minutes - Regular Meeting of August 5, 2009

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, TO PULL ITEM 6.A. FROM THE CONSENT AGENDA. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.  

Vice Mayor Julian noted that the minutes are current. He also noted that the August 5, 2009 Meeting Minutes reflect that on two items one Commissioner was absent for the vote and asked the City Attorney for an opinion on whether that Commissioner was required to file the appropriate forms for abstention from a vote. 

Deputy City Attorney Anderson advised that per Florida Statutes 286.012, no member of the Commission who is present at any meeting of any such body at which an official decision, ruling, or other official act is to be taken or adopted may abstain from voting except when, with respect to any such member, there is, or appears to be, a possible conflict of interest. She noted that present means physically present to cast the vote at the dais and that if a Commissioner is not physically present at the time, the vote is taken and it is appropriate to notate that the Commissioner is absent and the Commissioner does not have to file any forms related to a conflict of interest. 

Mayor Cooper noted this is separate from the approval of minutes. She thanked the City Clerk’s office for their work. Additionally, she asked for the minutes in the Planning and Scheduling portion of the meeting to reflect that Commissioner London turned down the opportunity to sit on the City’s Naturescape Committee. 

City Manager Good advised that staff would review the action of the Commission and bring back the minutes at a future date.  

Mayor Cooper asked that the minutes be marked as draft until they are approved by the City Commission.

A. Presentation by PFM Asset Management, LLC for the Investment Results for Surplus Funds for the Period April 1, 2009 through June 30, 2009. (Staff: Director, Finance) (See Backup) 

Steven Alexander, PFM Asset Management, LLC gave the presentation.

City Manager Good provided an update on the City funds in the Florida State Board of Administration Pooled Investment Funds. 

The City Commission took no further action on this item.

B. Presentation by Principal Financial Group of the Quarterly Results of the General Employees and Professional/Management Pension Plans for the Period April 1, 2009 through June 30, 2009. (Staff: Assistant City Manager)(see backup)

Don Hubbring, Principal Financial Group, gave the presentation. 

The City Commission took no further action on the item. 

C. Consideration of City Nominations for Broward Pioneer Days (Staff: Assistant City Manager) (See Backup)

City Manager Good provided background information on the item and recommended the City Commission endorse the Historical Preservation Board nominees. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SANDERS, TO CONCUR AND RATIFY THE NOMINEES RECOMMENDED BY THE HISTORICAL PRESERVATION BOARD AS FOLLOWS: Messler (Gil) Gilchrist, Pansy Ruth Gilbreath, Dorothy (Dotty) Ross, Joyce N. Smith and Iva E. Wallace. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
D. Discussion of Creating an Abandoned Real Property Ordinance  (Mayor Cooper) (See Backup) 

Mayor Cooper advised that the City of Windermere, Florida has adopted an Ordinance that provides for a non ad valorem tax assessment for the costs of maintaining and securing foreclosed and abandoned properties. She would like the City to evaluate the ability to adopt a similar Ordinance. 

City Manager Good provided background information on the item and recommended the City Commission authorize staff to present an item for discussion during the Budget Public Hearings as there are fees associated with this type of Special Assessment. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, TO DIRECT STAFF TO PREPARE AN ORDINANCE REGARDING ABANDONED REAL PROPERTY, INCLUDING ASSOCIATED FEES AND TO BRING BACK FOR DISCUSSION DURING THE AUGUST 26, 2009 SPECIAL MEETING. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.  

8. COMMISSIONER REPORTS

The City Commission discussed activities, events and meetings attended as representative of the City. 

Mayor Cooper noted that the Florida League of Cities has adopted a Resolution in support of US Service men and women while they are serving outside the Country and would like to see the City adopt a similar Resolution. 

Mayor Cooper noted that the Hometown Democracy Constitutional amendment, also known as amendment 4, will be on the November 2011 election ballot, and would like to see the City Commission adopt a Resolution against it. 

Mayor Cooper noted Florida League of Cities’ Advocacy Report showing the voting records of all State Legislature and requested staff to place a link in the City website. 

9. OTHER

The City Commission discussed other City Business. 

Mayor Cooper noted that the Police Athletic Association (PAL) track and field team attended the Junior Olympics and won several metals and requested that the members of the team be recognized at an upcoming City Commission Meeting. City Manager Good stated that Allan Claire, Public Service Worker I, should also be recognized for his efforts as a volunteer. 

City Manager Good advised that due to technical difficulties, the Planning and Scheduling Session during the last Meeting was not recorded, however the City’s obligation for minutes have been met and staff will be developing and implementing a procedural manual to ensure that this will not happen again. 

City Manager Good advised that the Special Meeting Budget Workshop will be held on August 26, 2009 and noted he is available to meet with the Commissioners individually to discuss the budget. 

Mayor Cooper recessed the meeting at 4:45 PM. 

Mayor Cooper reconvened the meeting at 7:05 P.M.

A. Voting on City Business Items Previously Discussed 

Acting City Clerk Canada provided an overview of the Commission’s actions from the afternoon portion of the meeting. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, TO ADOPT THE CONSENT AGENDA. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
Mayor Cooper recessed the meeting at 7:10 PM. 

Mayor Cooper reconvened the meeting at 7:34 P.M.  
12. PUBLIC HEARINGS (to be heard at 7:30 P.M.)

A. An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Approving and Authorizing the Lease of up to a 90,000 Square Foot Portion of City Owned Property to Broward County for Library Purposes, Said Property Described as: All of Hallandale Lawn, According to the Plat Thereof, Recorded in Plat Book 7, Page 32 of the Public Records of Broward County, Florida, and Lot 1 and Lot 4, in Block 11 of the Subdivision 27, Township 51 South, Range 43 East, According to the Plat Thereof, Recorded in Plat Book "B", Page 13, of the Public Records of Dade County, Florida, and including Lots 11-15 Block 3 of the Unrecorded Plat of Federal Park Sub-Division, Said Property Commonly Being Known as the "Annenberg Tract," (First Reading)(Staff: General Services Director)(See Backup) 

City Manager Good provided background information on the item and recommended approval of the Ordinance and authorization to execute all documents necessary to implement the lease agreement.

City Manager Good noted that any requests or recommendations for additional programs, services or improvements to the library are not included in the lease agreement; however, Broward County is willing to review and implement pending financial feasibility. He further noted that Broward County is willing to discuss future enhancements to the library through a partnership with the City. 

Andrea Lues, General Services Division Director, explained the agreement. She noted the agreement is a 20-year agreement and it will be considered by the Broward County Commission at their September 2, 2009 Commission Meeting.  

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing. 

Susan Iverson, 217 SW 5th Street, noted that the facility is outdated and needs to be updated and spoke in support of continuing to lease the facility to Broward County. 

Liz White, 94 NW 5th Street, noted the library has excellent programs for children. She spoke in support of leasing the facility to Broward County for use as a library and suggested a shorter term may be the solution to the concerns raised by the Commission. 

Seeing no other speakers, Mayor Cooper closed the Public Hearing. 

MOTION  BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO APPROVE AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA Approving and Authorizing the Lease of up to a 90,000 Square Foot Portion of City Owned Property to Broward County for Library Purposes, Said Property Described as: All of Hallandale Lawn, According to the Plat Thereof, Recorded in Plat Book 7, Page 32 of the Public Records of Broward County, Florida, and Lot 1 and Lot 4, in Block 11 of the Subdivision 27, Township 51 South, Range 43 East, According to the Plat Thereof, Recorded in Plat Book "B", Page 13, of the Public Records of Dade County, Florida, and including Lots 11-15 Block 3 of the Unrecorded Plat of Federal Park Sub-Division, Said Property Commonly Being Known as the "Annenberg Tract," AND TO BRING BACK FOR SECOND READING ON SEPTEMBER 16, 2009; and to direct the City Manger to CONTINUE negoTIATING the lease agreement with the county to a shorter term lease with a 90-day termination clause; and to direct the city manger to evaluate a public private-partnership for the operation of the library. City Manager Good provided an update on the Highland Park Village Project and confirmed the City Commission’s intent to purchase up to 26 units and to provide the upfront costs for up to 26 units in order for the project move forward in an expedited manner. Once the units are sold, the money will be returned to the Community Redevelopment Agency Trust Fund. The City Commission concurred that was the intent of the Commission. 

There being no further business before the Commission, Mayor Cooper adjourned the meeting at 8:26 PM.
