RESOLUTION NO. 2009 - 
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA SUPPORTING AN AMENDMENT TO THE FLORIDA CONSTITUTION TO PROVIDE AN ADDITIONAL AD VALOREM TAX EXEMPTION ON HOMESTEAD PROPERTY FOR U.S. SERVICE MEN/WOMEN ON ACTIVE DUTY OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES.
WHEREAS, a proposed constitutional amendment sponsored by the Florida Legislature will be placed on the 2010 general election ballot as “Amendment 2”; and
WHEREAS, Amendment 2 proposes a change to the Florida Constitution to provide an additional ad valorem tax exemption for deployed military personnel serving in a foreign country; and
WHEREAS, the proposed tax exemption would be pro-rated based on the number of days deployed on a military operation outside of the United States, in the previous year; and 

WHEREAS, Florida cities recognize the sacrifices of our troops while serving in a combat zone and the fiscal challenges they face being away from home for a significant period of time; and
WHEREAS, this shortfall in revenues affecting city budgets will be a small price to pay for the sacrifices made by courageous members of the armed forces serving on our behalf, and should be supported by the taxpaying citizens. 

NOW, THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.
The City supports Amendment 2.
SECTION 2.
The City Clerk shall transmit the Resolution to the appropriate organizations.  

SECTION 3. 
This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
