RESOLUTION NO. 2009 – 
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, OPPOSING THE LEGISLATION BY THE UNITED STATES CONGRESS REFERRED TO AS THE  PUBLIC EMPLOYER-EMPLOYEE COOPERATION ACT OF 2009 (HR 413) THAT WOULD FEDERALIZE LABOR RELATIONS WITH PUBLIC SAFETY EMPLOYEES, WHICH HAS HISTORICALLY BEEN RESERVED TO THE STATE AND LOCAL GOVERNMENTS

WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach is concerned about the consequences of federalizing collective bargaining that has been historically reserved to the State and local governments; and

WHEREAS, there is no compelling reason for the Federal government to legislate in this area; and

WHEREAS, currently thirty-five (35) States and the District of Columbia allow for some form of collective bargaining, and fifteen (15) States have not mandated it, reflecting the differences among the citizens of those States, that should continue to be respected; and
WHEREAS, a federalized collective bargaining would ultimately engage the federal government in labor relations that shall affect civil service systems in place, and may otherwise displace local competition, salaries, benefits, and other terms and conditions of employment; and
WHEREAS, Federal public safety officers do not negotiate wages and conditions of employment, and accordingly there is no compelling reason to create a separate class of officers among the States that would be subject to Federal legislation, which would undermine both local governments and its employees with the right to self determination on employment related collective bargaining issues, and the concomitant civil service systems.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1.
The City of Hallandale Beach recognizes the importance of local control over collective bargaining and civil service systems, and opposes any legislation that would result in federal oversight over an area that has historically been reserved to the States.

SECTION 2.
The City Clerk shall transmit a copy of this Resolution to the all appropriate persons.

SECTION 3.
This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
