PURPOSE:

City Commission consideration of the 2009 Annual Floodplain Management and Hazard Mitigation Plan Evaluation Report.

BACKGROUND:

On November 21, 2007, the Commission adopted the City of Hallandale Beach Floodplain Management and Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Not only does this plan serve to enhance the City’s emergency management efforts but it also fulfills one of the City’s requirements in the Community Rating System (CRS) program.

DISCUSSION:

Prior to October of each year, the City must perform an evaluation of its Floodplain Management and Hazard Mitigation Plan and develop a report summarizing the findings and recommendations.

The report shall include:

· A review of the original plan

· A review of any floods that occurred during the previous calendar year

· A review of the action items in the original plan, including how much was accomplished during the previous year

· A discussion of why any action items were not completed or why implementation is behind schedule

· Recommendations for new projects or revised action items.  Such recommendations shall be subject to approval by the City Commission as amendments to the adopted plan

On August 25, 2009, the Floodplain Management Plan Committee met, discussed and adopted the attached 2009 Annual Floodplain Management Plan Evaluation Report.  Following is a summary of the report.

·   Because the current plan is less than two years old, the committee does not recommend any major revision of the plan adopted by the Commission in November 2007.

·   Though much of the past year was characterized by drought, there was significant rainfall in the month of May and exceptionally high rainfall in June 2009, which registered a total of 14.07 inches.  A total of 4.16 inches fell on June 24, 2009, causing some flooding of streets. 

· A review of the Action Plan reveals that significant progress has been made since the adoption of the Floodplain Management and Hazard Mitigation Plan in the goals set forth in the Plan.  The items listed below are only a few examples:

· Commission acquired additional property for parks within the Special 

Flood Hazard Areas both in the northeast quadrant and the southwest quadrant.

· City Engineer is overseeing the implementation of several major 

drainage improvement projects and pursuing design and construction of a Hazard Mitigation Grant Program project in the NE quadrant.  

· Director of Development Services has pursued the adoption of EAR (Evaluation and Appraisal Report) Based Amendment to its Comprehensive Plan that designates all park parcels as Open Land Space.

· The Building Division has scheduled the implementation of a signed form by contractors requiring the securing of construction sites, equipment and materials from high wind events. 
· The Fire Chief has implemented an annual review of condominium Emergency Operations Plans.

· As a whole, the action plan has been successfully implemented and the items have been either pursued or completed effectively.  

· Rather than attempt new projects, the recommendation of the Floodplain Management Plan Committee is to focus upon implementation of the action plan that has already been adopted by the Commission.  The Committee is, however, recommending the City consider adoption of freeboard in Special Flood Hazard Areas, requiring new construction to be built one foot higher than the base flood elevation.  It is understood, however, that a decision concerning this must take into account a number of other considerations, including cost and environmental issues.

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission approve the 2009 Annual Floodplain Management and Hazard Mitigation Plan Evaluation Report.

PURPOSE:

Consideration of approval for an Interlocal Agreement (ILA) between Broward County and the City of Hallandale Beach for Public Transportation Services to continue the operation of minibus Route No. 3.

BACKGROUND:

On June 6, 2006, the City Commission authorized implementation of a third minibus route that would service the western portions of the City.  Furthermore, on February 21, 2007 the Commission approved for the City to enter into an ILA with Broward County for Public Transportation Services.  The agreement was for a period of two and half (2 ½) years and expires on September 30, 2009.  The County has expressed its intention to enter into a new ILA with the City for two (2) years, to continue funding the operation of the third minibus route.  

Route no. 3 started operating in April 2007.  The ridership increased six fold from the 3rd   quarter of FY 2006-2007 to the 4th quarter of FY 2007-2008 as shown in the graph below.
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However, the decrease in ridership for the Oct 2008 to June 2009 period may be attributed to the decrease in fuel cost, which caused riders to revert to utilizing their personal vehicles; or it may be due to the increase in job loss, resulting in less individuals using the minibus to commute to and from work. 

This route services the northwest and southwest section of the City.  It offers the residents and employees transportation to several City facilities and parks, the Hollywood Tri-rail Station and the Memorial Primary Care Center on Pembroke Road (see attached map).  

DISCUSSION:

The annual cost for operating route no. 3 is estimated at $120,510.00.  The minibus runs an estimated 309 days per year.  The operating cost is based on a 12 hours day at $32.50 per hour as negotiated with the contractor, Limousines of South Florida, Inc.  This hourly rate includes the operation and maintenance of the minibus.  

The County will be funding 38.46% of the annual operating cost of $120,510.00.  Under the new ILA, the County has reduced its funding from $20/hour to $15/hour.  Additionally, the County is no longer allowing for a capital contribution of $12,000 per year. This ILA with Broward County will provide funding only for operating the minibus at the hourly rate mentioned above; and will fund 10 hours per day.  The total County Mass Transit funding will be $46,350.00.  Funding under the expiring ILA was in the amount of $74,400.00.  Therefore, funding has been reduced by $28,050 which represents a 37.7% reduction. As staff did not expect a reduction in funding from the County, additional funding to cover the shortfall was not included in the Fiscal Year 2010 Budget. Therefore, staff is requesting that should the City Commission agree with the ILA additional funding from the Transportation Fund in the amount of $15,000 for the operation of the Minibus Third Route be included in the Fiscal Year 2010 Budget. 

After the 2 year term, the agreement may be extended for two (2) additional one (1) year periods. 

The agreement with Broward County entails many of the requirements stipulated in the previous agreement:

· Maintain a minimum average ridership of at least 7.1 passengers per hour (This number went from 5 to 7.1).  For the past 2 quarters, Route no. 3 has maintained its average between 8 and 9 passengers per hour.

· Display County logo and assigned identification number on rear of minibus.

· Have minibus equipped with bicycle racks.

· Submit monthly reports to County.

· Comply with all applicable requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).

· Assure City’s contractor abides by County’s Drug Free Workplace Policy.

The Interlocal Agreement will not be in conflict with the City’s current operations.  The vendor contracted by the City is aware of all requirements of this agreement and is in compliance.

RECOMMENDATION:

City Commission to:

1. Approve an Interlocal Agreement (ILA) between Broward County and City of Hallandale Beach for Public Transportation Services; and  

2. Authorize the City Manager to execute the agreement and all other grant related documents, and to renew agreement as necessary in the best interest of the City; and 

3. Authorize the City Manager to increase the Fiscal Year 2009-2010 budget by up to $15,000 from the Transportation Fund for operation of the Minibus Third Route.

PURPOSE

To adopt a Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida accepting the Gulfstream Point Plat located at 918 S. Federal Highway (This Resolution is the result of Application #26-09-P by Hallandale First, LLC).

BACKGROUND

The subject property is a vacant lot which requires platting for future development pursuant to City and County Codes. The applicant, Hallandale First, LLC has applied to replat the subject property.  The applicant has requested the note on the face of the Plat read: 
“This plat is restricted to 75,000 square feet of office use; 7,500 square feet of commercial use; and a 300 room hotel. Freestanding banks and/or banks with drive-thru facilities are not permitted, commercial/retail uses are not permitted within the office use, and residential uses are not permitted within the hotel without the approval of the Board of County Commissioners who shall review and address these uses for increased impact.

This note is required by Chapter 5, Article IX, Broward County Code of Ordinance, and may be amended by approval of the Broward County Board of County Commissioners. The notation and any amendments thereto are solely indicating the approved development level for property located within the plat and do not operate as restriction in favor of any property owner including an owner or owners of property within this plat who took title to the property with reference to this plat.”

DISCUSSION

The Planning and Zoning Board held a public hearing on the application on April 22, 2009.  At the hearing, the Board was concerned that by approving the Plat with the proposed note they would then be granting approval for any subsequent development to build to that intensity. Staff explained to the Board, and the Deputy City Attorney confirmed, by approving this plat, the property would not be vested for any development rights outlined in the plat note due to the fact that this development is not considered an “as of right” development. As noted in the attached Planning and Zoning staff report, the property is zoned B-L Business Limited District and Planned Redevelopment (PRD) Overlay District. The property and area also have the PDD, Planned Development Overlay District assigned. The subject property is .889 acre, less than the minimum of 1.5 acre required by Section 32-174 to develop utilizing the PDD provisions. Therefore, future development shall adhere to the development standards of the underlying zoning (Business Limited) which may not accommodate the proposed use unless a waiver of the 1.5 acre minimum is granted by the City Commission to develop utilizing the PDD provisions. Additionally, the applicant’s attorney also agreed that the plat would not vest them in anyway.
The applicant proposes a maximum development of 75,000 square feet of office, 7,500 square feet of commercial and a 300 room hotel. Office, commercial/ restaurant and hotel uses are permitted by the underlying B-L zoning. However, until a Major Development Review application and required site plans are submitted and reviewed, staff cannot determine whether the proposed anticipated development and thresholds would meet all applicable code criteria. As such, approving this Plat would not vest any development program as it relates to square footage or hotel rooms. Staff has further memorialized this in Plat Note #5 (see Exhibit C) and the applicant has agreed with this condition.

Staff does have concerns regarding the accessway locations required by Broward County. Due to the development constraints of this site and the adjacent property to the north, FDOT is proposing a joint accessway with a 25’ driveway on the north side of the subject property and a 25’ driveway on the south side of the adjacent property, once developed. Staff is concerned because this requires vehicles to enter/exit through the adjacent property. Staff has expressed this concern to the County and the property owners, with a recommendation that this issue be worked out prior to the final County approval of the plat. As an interim approval, until the property owner to the north develops, FDOT has agreed to allow the use of the north driveway as a right-in only.
In addition, staff has incorporated conditions of approval on Exhibit “C” of the Resolution of future site plan approval requirements.

RECOMMENDATION

The City Commission considers the attached Resolution accepting the Gulfstream Point Plat with the conditions as specified in Exhibit “C” of the Resolution.

PURPOSE:

To adopt on Second Reading an Ordinance Approving and Authorizing a Contract Lease of up to 90,000 square foot portion of the City owned property to Broward County for Library purposes.  

BACKGROUND:

Section 23-32(a), Leases and Franchises, of the City Code, requires that leasing of City public grounds be authorized by ordinance.  At the August 19, 2009 meeting the City Commission approved the Ordinance on First Reading and further directed staff to:

a) Research Public-Private Partnership (PPP) opportunities for the administration of the Public Library and provide recommendations.

b) Reduce the lease contract term from twenty (20) years to ten (10) years.

c) Include a reciprocal termination clause.

Second Reading of the Ordinance was scheduled for September 16, 2009.  

DISCUSSION:
As directed by the City Commission, staff has conducted research on the possibility of a Public-Private Partnership (PPP), to operate a City-owned library. There are private library management companies that are responsible for the long range planning, library operations, library program development and implementation and staff development. However, these private companies do not set policies for operations or acquire library assets (i.e. books, computers, fixtures, furniture, etc). These companies also seek long-term agreements (5 years or more), which would require a consistent and known source of funding to support the agreement.

Potential benefits include:

· Cost savings - Cost savings can be realized by sharing the operation and maintenance of the facility and services. Private partners may be able to reduce the cost of operating or maintaining the facility by applying economies of scale, innovative technologies, and/or by reducing overhead.

-
Risk sharing - Risks could include cost overruns, inability to meet schedules for service delivery, difficulty in complying with environmental and other regulations, or the risk that revenues may not be sufficient to pay operating and capital costs.

-
Improved levels of service or maintaining existing levels of service - PPP can introduce innovation in how service delivery is organized and carried out. It can also introduce new technologies and economies of scale that often reduce the cost or improve the quality and level of services.

-
Enhancement of revenues - fees may be set that reflect the true cost of delivering a particular service. The opportunity to introduce innovative revenue sources that would not be possible under conventional methods of service delivery may be introduced.

-
Economic benefits - Increased involvement by the City in PPP can help to stimulate the private sector and contribute to increased employment and economic growth. Local private firms that become proficient in working in PPP can “export” their expertise and earn income outside of the region.

Following are some of the potential risks with PPP:    

· Loss of control by local government - This often leads to concerns about who controls the delivery of services.

· Increased costs - Not all local governments consider the true costs of providing services when establishing their pricing policies for fees for services. For example, the costs of overhead or administration and depreciation of assets are often not included in the pricing of individual services. In some cases, there are explicit subsidies for specific services. The delivery of services through public private partnerships requires pricing policies and fees to reflect all relevant costs. This can have the effect of increasing user fees for specific services.

· Unacceptable levels of accountability - Certain local government services are more sensitive than others in terms of public demand for accountability and responsiveness. With public private partnerships, the lines of accountability for the provision of services are less clear to the public than under conventional service delivery. This may result in public criticism of the partnership arrangement and the private partner, or require increased involvement of the local government in ensuring compliance and responding to public demands. 
· Unreliable service – not continuing with the services as they are provided today would mean not having the ability to share the libraries resources.  Having access to all of Broward County’s libraries and its services would be unavailable.

Currently, Broward County is responsible for retaining staffing levels and expertise, library day-to-day operations, inventory, programs, technological upgrades, building improvements, property maintenance, utilities and other services. Operating a City-owned library would result in the City/CRA to bare expenditures and operational expertise, such as: 

· Personnel Cost

· Operational funding sources

· Building/Property Maintenance

· Technological Improvements and Maintenance

· Program Level of Service

· Insurance/Liability Coverage

· Library Assets (i.e. books, computers, furniture, fixtures etc.) 

The City entered into a lease agreement with Broward County in 1979 for a term of thirty (30) years from October 1, 1979 through September 30, 2009. 

The following terms of the lease agreement were revised as requested by City Commission on August 19, 2009:

1) The term was reduced from a twenty (20) year contract to a ten (10) year term.  The term is from 10-1-2009 through 9-30-2019.

It is in the best interest of the citizens of the City of Hallandale Beach to provide the library services and grant authority for the lease of space through the adoption of an ordinance.  The term of the lease agreement is from October 1, 2009 through September 30, 2019.  

RECOMMENDATION:

1) Pursuant to Section 23-32 (a), Hallandale Beach Code, the City Commission approve an Ordinance on Second Reading authorizing a ten year (10) lease agreement with Broward County for the period October 1, 2009 through September 30, 2019.

2) Authorize the City Manager to continue negotiations with Broward County, in the best interest of the City for enhanced programs and equipment as economically feasible.

3) Authorize the City Manager to renew for a 2nd ten (10) year term in the best interest of the City.
