
ORDINANCE NO. 2009 -
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, ADOPTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET FOR THE 2009-2010 FISCAL YEAR, INCLUDING THE GOLDEN ISLES AND THREE ISLANDS SAFE NEIGHBORHOOD DISTRICT BUDGETS AND THE HALLANDALE BEACH COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY BUDGET


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1. That the City of Hallandale Beach Annual Budget for fiscal year 2009-2010, a copy of which is on file with the City Clerk and incorporated herein by reference, is adopted with the following appropriations:

SECTION 2.  That the City Commission during fiscal year 2009-2010 may, by motion, make any adjustments to the Budget adopted by this Ordinance, as it deems necessary and proper.


SECTION 3.  To insure fiscal regularity and to better control appropriations, the following policies shall govern the budget process and fiscal appropriations in the 2009-2010 Budget year and in all subsequent years:



a.
Water Renewal and Replacement accounts shall be maintained and funded with an amount equal to seven and one-half percent (7.5%) of the gross revenue of the water fund for the previous fiscal year. Sewer Renewal and Replacement accounts shall be maintained and funded with an amount equal to five percent (5%) of the gross revenue of the sewer fund for the previous fiscal year. Hollywood Wastewater Capital Reserve account shall be maintained and funded with an amount equal to five percent (5%) of the gross revenue of the respective fund for the previous fiscal year.


b.
Reserve accounts for repair, renewal, or replacement of equipment shall be established and maintained based on the following percentages of the prior year’s revenue for the respective account:



Water Fund



1%



Sewer Fund


1%



Sanitation Fund


5%



Stormwater Drainage Fund
5%


SECTION 4. All ordinances or parts of ordinances and all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are repealed to the extent of the conflict.


SECTION 5. Should any section or provision of this ordinance be declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remainder hereof other than the part declared to be invalid.


SECTION 6. This Ordinance shall take effect on October 1, 2009.
