PURPOSE

To adopt the revised fee booklet based on City Commission approved revenues/fees for Fiscal Year 2009-2010.

BACKGROUND
The City Commission approved various revenue fee increases during the City Commission Budget Special Meeting for the Fiscal Year 2009-10 budget.
