PURPOSE:

Pursuant to Chapter 23, Section 108, Cooperative Purchasing, request authorization to award Straightline Engineering Group the Ansin Blvd. Storage Lot:  Construction of Pavement utilizing City of Miami Gardens Contract ITB #08-09-010 An Agreement for Industrial-Residential Stormwater Improvements, for an amount not to exceed $240,000.
BACKGROUND:

In 2008 the City anticipated the need to provide a location where vehicles such as boats, RVs, trailers, campers, and other large vehicles could be stored.   Because there are no such locations presently in the City, a Capital Improvement Project was approved to implement a storage lot at the 2.8 acre parcel of land located at 310 Ansin Blvd.  The project includes paving, fencing, gates, security cameras, striping, drainage, lighting, sodding and landscaping of the property.  Once it is fully paved and completed, the City of Hallandale Beach will be offering its residents the opportunity to rent spaces for the storage lot at a price comparable to similar lots in the area.

DISCUSSION:
Engineering staff has been working hard to ensure that the entire project is completed in the most efficient way possible.   For example, City crews have been used to clear the site, install the required fire hydrant, excavate and install the storm drainage system.  Additionally, recycled materials are being used where feasible.

However, asphalt installation is a specialty that requires specific expertise and equipment, and therefore a contractor must be used.  In order to expedite this project, staff searched for and found a paving contract that was awarded through a competitive bidding process by the City of Miami Gardens, and which is available for use by Hallandale Beach through the “piggyback” method.  This method allows cities to access contracts from other cities, and is commonly used to accelerate project schedules.

The successful low bid on the Miami Gardens contract was submitted by Straightline Engineering Group.  Straightline Engineering Group has worked with the City on several projects over the past few years.  The work has been high quality and has been completed in a proficient manner.  The company has also been very cooperative with short notice City emergency situations, such as water main and force main breaks in which the work needed to be completed within a limited time period.  For these reasons, and because Straightline Engineering Group is offering the City a competitive price, staff recommends this work be contracted to this company. Staff has contacted the City of Miami Gardens and has received its permission to utilize the referenced contract.

The City budgeted $450,000 for this CIP in its FY 2008-2009 Budget.  If approved, funding is available from CIP # 09-45-01, Ansin Blvd. Storage Lot as follows:

· CRA – Public Works Programs, Account #130-6340-559-6629, Improvements and Extensions 

· General Fund – Non-departmental, Account #001-8090-519-6629, Improvements and Extensions  

· Sanitation Fund – Solid Waste, Account #410-3420-534-6629, Improvements and Extensions

PURPOSE:

The City Commission review and approve the Communities for a Lifetime Action Plan, as a working document. 

BACKGROUND:

The Communities for a Lifetime initiative began in 1999 by the Department of Elder Affairs with the goal of assisting cities and towns throughout Florida in planning and implementing changes that will benefit residents of every age – from children to elders. The Department of Elder Affairs identified in their initial blueprint for the Communities for a Lifetime initiative several areas of focus to include: Housing, Transportation, Education, Employment, Health and Wellness, Volunteerism and Intergenerational Connections, of which participating communities could use to form an action plan tailored to their specific community needs.  

DISCUSSION/THE PROCESS:  

Creating a Community for a Lifetime requires the involvement of many team members, including community leaders and interested residents. The community process and the steps are as follows: 

· Pass a resolution in support of the program;  

· Form committees to inventory and assess programs and services important to residences independence and care; 

· Completing a self-assessment by identifying activities and opportunities currently available in the community; 

· Develop a community action plan with a timeline for completion; 

· Send action plan to the Department of Elder Affairs for review and recommendations; 

· Develop strategies to begin partnerships to address identified needs and; 

· Develop a maintenance plan, which allows the communities to reassess these initiatives every 5, 10 or 15 years, as funding, community demographics and program and/or service change. Therefore, the Action Plan is a continual process. 

On November 21, 2007 the City Commission adopted Resolution No. 2007-41, supporting the creation of the Communities for a Lifetime Initiative for the City of Hallandale Beach. Upon adoption, staff coordinated a community kickoff meeting held on March 4, 2008, at the Hallandale Beach Community Cultural Center by sending letters to all community stakeholders, inviting them to participate in the development of this initiative. The following committees, guided by City staff liaisons, were established at the initial meeting:

During the subsequent meetings residents had the opportunity to join any committee, in which they would have the most impact, thereby increasing the level of community input. Then each committee was charged with assessing and evaluating their community, as it pertained to their committee’s topic, and develop a list of programs and services to determine if they are meeting the changing needs of the community. Once the assessment was completed, the Committees would provide recommendations to develop, expand, consolidate or delete certain programs. 

In an effort to increase public awareness of this initiative, staff has developed a link on the City of Hallandale Beach webpage, http://www.hallandalebeachfl.gov, which provides answers to general questions that residents may have regarding this program. To learn more about the Communities for a Lifetime Initiative, please visit www.communitiesforalifetime.org. 

Each committee has reviewed the Communities for a Lifetime Action Plan and has endorsed the suggestions and recommendations identified throughout the plan. 

CONCLUSION: 

Pursuant to the committees’ area of discovery, there was a comprehensive list of identifiable recommendations related to existing or suggested programs and/or services, such as: 

Transportation: 

· Explore the extension of Mini Bus Route hours to 5am – 10pm.

· Coordinate with the Regional Transportation Authority (RTA) and/or other agencies, for the development of a local passenger commuter rail service. 

Housing: 

· Develop a “Block Captain” program, to provide neighborhood leadership in the areas of crime prevention and beautification. 

· Develop a Green Building Ordinance, which shall promote and encourage leading environmental and industry green practices. 

Education and Employment: 

· Explore the establishment a University Center, which will house higher education institutions (i.e. Colleges and Universities).

· Create 6 month internship opportunities, within the City for Hallandale High School students interested in pursuing careers in Public Administration and related careers.  

Health and Wellness: 

· Continue to create valuable partnerships with private and public agencies, to provide services and programs to the community. 
· Develop culinary courses for the children and youth, to encourage healthy eating habits. 
Community Safety and Friendliness: 

· Install emergency call boxes and cameras throughout the City. 
· Increase the available amount of parking to attract visitors and other pedestrians. 
The intent of the Action Plan is to serve as a guide for future planning and programs within the City.  It is important to note, that again, while well intended, it may not be financially feasible or may require additional outside funding sources to implement some of the committee’s recommendations.  

The City currently has undertaken many of these programs already, such as:

· Developing a “Green Building Ordinance” which promotes and encourages industry leading environmental practices. 

· Participating with the South Florida East Coast Railroad to discuss future locations of commuter rail stations located in Hallandale Beach.    

· Upgrading the website with user-friendly icons and easy of location of City programs and services. 

· Administering a street maintenance and sidewalk installation program. 

· Providing customer services training for the Mini Bus Drivers, in conjunction with Broward County. 

· Providing affordable housing opportunities, through public/private partnerships such as Highland Park Village and the Palms Gateway project. 

· Providing additional Mini Bus routes, to connect with the High School and employers. 

· Engaging with public and private entities to develop and implement a job assistance program. 

· Completing improvements (i.e. lighting, median landscaping, resurfacing) along West Hallandale Beach Blvd.

RECOMMENDATION: 

The City Commission approve the attached Communities for a Lifetime Action Plan as a five (5) year plan and direct staff to research available funding sources to implement the Plan.

Deborah Brown is a resident of the City of Hallandale Beach and Director of the Palms Center for the Arts.  Dr. Brown provides free music instruction, and a structured Arts Program to youth in the Hallandale Beach Community.   Dr. Brown was a featured soloist at the Southern Christian Leadership Conference Inaugural Ball with the Tallahassee Boys Youth Choir.  Her work with youth extends beyond the community as she seeks to mentor and expose Hallandale Beach children to various musical venues and artistic events.   

Armin Lovenvirth is a resident of the City and is always ready to serve the Hallandale Beach Community.  His affiliations are many:  Hallandale Beach Orchestra, the Friends of the Hepburn Center, Inc.; Three Islands Association, Hallandale Beach Democratic Club and Branch Manager of City National Bank.

Paul Snow is a resident of Hallandale Beach.  He is known for his many years of services at the Hallandale Food Pantry.  Despite his own disability, Mr. Snow works diligently to help the residents of Hallandale Beach.  He is committed to serving the residents through the Hallandale Food Pantry.  Mr. Snow was recipient of the 2005 MLK Humanitarian Award.

Donna Allen is a resident of Hallandale Beach. PURPOSE:

The purpose of this agenda item is to report the water savings identified for the Third Annual NatureScape Irrigation Service (NIS) program offered by Broward County and to request Commission approval to enter into a contract with Broward County for their services.  If approved, funding is budgeted under the Green Initiatives Capital Improvement Project (CIP #093301).

BACKGROUND:

This report covers the first three years and the third annual Broward County’s NatureScape Irrigation Service (NIS) water savings provided to Hallandale Beach under the Interlocal Agreement of 2006 between Broward County and the City.  The goals of the NatureScape program are to protect water quality and quantity while creating a wildlife habitat through appropriate landscaping practices, the prudent use of water resources, and the planting of native, non-invasive, and other drought-tolerant plants in Broward County.

Broward County’s NatureScape Irrigation Service (NIS), which is one component of the NatureScape program, provides professional (technical) evaluation of irrigation systems and recommends specific measures to improve water conservation, in line with landscaping best management practices.  This county-wide water conservation program is proportionally shared among all 22 participating municipalities and targets the highest water use applications with the biggest potential for solving water irrigation problems.  Contract for this service will expire after year four in 2009 and a new five-year contract will be required to extend its utilization in promoting water savings through improved irrigation systems performance.

DISCUSSION:

For the first two years of this service to Hallandale Beach, the NIS unit evaluated and provided recommendations to improve the most significant irrigation systems for the City, namely those at the City’s Government Complex, City Parks and the City Cemetery.  The evaluations and irrigation system improvements provided for 16,853,538 gallons of water savings per year.  For the third year program in 2008, the City of Hallandale Beach commissioned the evaluation of four water irrigation systems and follow-ups for the Venetian Park Complex (Venetian Park’s office area, Venetian Park east, Venetian Park east -west end and Venetian Park’s building 800 section) in an effort to provide water conservation for the community.  These four irrigation systems evaluated provided Venetian Park with 297,024 gallons of water savings per year.  

Considering cost saving calculations based on rough water production and distribution cost of $2.00 per 1,000 gallons of water, the total 17,166,162 gallons of water saved for the first three years by the NIS mobile unit are calculated at more than $34,000 annually.  The cost of this service, however, was only $2,177 per year.  Additional savings in electric energy cost to run pumps and/or the equipment maintenance and systems upkeep for these irrigation systems are a reality that was not evaluated.

The next five-year renewal contract period for the NatureScape Irrigation Services begins in 2010 and entails a cost of $18,256 or $3,304 for the first year with a 5% increase thereafter.  As the City developed its Water Supply Facilities Work Plan in 2008, the City committed to implement a rigorous water conservation program as the primary means for meeting the water supply requirements for the next 10 years.  The City’s participation in NatureScape Irrigation System irrigation improvements program has demonstrated to Broward County and the South Florida Water Management District Hallandale Beach’s committment to the water conservation effort.  Funding for this program is available in the City’s Green Initiatives Capital Improvement (CIP #093301).  

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission:

· Authorize the City Manager to enter into a contract with Broward County for the City to continue participating in the NatureScape Mobile Irrigation Service, and;

· Authorize the City Manager to renew the contract on an annual basis, for five years, on the best interests of the City, and;

· Authorize the City Manager to execute all documents necessary to implement this program.

PURPOSE

For the City Commission to adopt a Resolution authorizing the submittal of a grant application for financial assistance from the State of Florida Historic Preservation Small Matching Grant for the historic preservation of the Moffitt House in the amount of $50,000.00.

BACKGROUND

The J.W. Moffitt House was constructed in 1906; this 3-bedroom classic cottage house was constructed by town pioneer J.W. Moffitt, who played an integral role in the economic and political scene of Hallandale Beach during the early 1900s.  He operated a packing house and managed production of tomatoes from different fields throughout the area. This building is significant because it dates from the earliest construction period in Hallandale Beach.    

In July, 2008, a local developer, Richard Shan, President of Shanco Development Company, purchased the property where the Moffitt House was located with hopes of redeveloping the property into single-family town homes.   The developer subsequently donated the house to the City. The developer also, donated the services of moving the house from its 134 South Dixie Highway location to the Curci House site at 324 SW 2nd Avenue.  The city's plan is to establish the site as the City's Historic Village with two of the oldest structures in the city side by side.

DISCUSSION

This grant application will pursue funds for the planning and designing for the historic exterior rehabilitation of the Moffitt House.  The grant application is due to the State by December 15, 2009.  The amount of the grant, if awarded, is $50,000; a 50% match is required from the City.  The City budgeted $125,000, in fiscal year 2008-2009 and has budgeted an additional $50,000 for Fiscal Year 2009-2010, from CRA funds for the renovation of the Moffitt House.  If awarded, the grant funds will become available to the City after July 1, 2010. Staff has advised the Historic Preservation Advisory Board of the City’s intent to pursue funding in an effort to preserve historical buildings in Hallandale Beach and the Board is supportive of this effort. 

RECOMMENDATION

The City Commission to:

1. Adopt a Resolution authorizing the submittal of a grant application for financial assistance from the State of Florida Historic Preservation Small Matching Grant for the historic preservation of the Moffitt House in the amount of $50,000.00; and

2. Authorize the City Manager to execute the necessary documents; and 

3. Authorize the City Manager to create accounts and to make expenditures related to the Historic Preservation of the Moffitt House.

PURPOSE:

The City Commission to adopt a Resolution authorizing an application for financial assistance with the Florida Coastal Management Grant Program through the Coastal Partnership Initiative for the renovation of South Beach Park in the amount of $60,000.00.  

BACKGROUND:

The South Beach Park facility is the southern component of the City’s beach park. This facility needs improvements to better support the current demands by the residents. 

The City is preparing an application to be submitted by the October 28, 2009 deadline date, contingent upon City Commission approval. The funding is made available by the Florida Coastal Management Program (FCMP) through the Coastal Partnership Initiation.  This partnership seeks to promote the effective management of Florida’s coastal resources.   If awarded, the grant funds will be available after July 1, 2010.

DISCUSSION:

Staff will submit a grant application under the Access to Coastal Resources category.  This category covers activities that will enhance public access to the beach.  A three- phase project is envisioned.  The first year of this project will include installation of a pavilion and a gazebo to provide supplemental public space and associated landscaping.  Additional improvements will be considered under the Parks Master Plan.

The cost of Phase I for this project is estimated at $120,000, of which the City would pay 50% or $60,000.  Funding for the City match is available in account #: 001-8090-519-3491 – Non-Departmental – Grant Match Expenditure. 

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission:

1) Adopt a resolution authorizing an application for financial assistance with the Florida Coastal Management Grant Program through the Coastal Partnership Initiative for the renovation of South Beach Park in the amount of $60,000.00; and, 

2) Authorize the City Manager to execute the funding agreement and implement the project including the establishment of appropriate accounts and the expenditure of funds.

PURPOSE

To amend Chapter 32, Article IV of the Zoning and Land Development Code relative to political signs.

BACKGROUND: 

At a Special Planning Workshop in August 2005, the City Commission and staff discussed the city codes and potential amendments. Staff was directed to amend several sections of the Code. Many of the Code amendments have since been adopted. Political signs regulations were also to be amended per City Commission comments. 

The Ordinance was presented to the Planning & Zoning Board on September 23, 2009. The Board recommended approval by a vote of 6 to 0. After discussion, they recommended the Ordinance be amended to limit the height of freestanding political signs. Attached are the minutes of the hearing. 

ANALYSIS:

Staff has prepared the attached Ordinance which incorporates the City Commission’s comments of the Planning Workshop. The following is a summary of the proposed amendments contained in the attached ordinance:

1. Prohibits the placement of political signs prior to 60 calendar days of an election.

2. Requires the removal of the signs within 10 calendar days of an election.

3. Eliminates the present prohibition of A and V shaped freestanding political signs, such signs would count as one sign.

4. The sign area permitted remains the same, 16 sq. ft., however, a maximum of 8 feet in height was added, as presently, there is no height restriction for freestanding political signs. 

5. Permits placement of political signs in public property if determined by the City Manager to serve a public purpose.

6. Permits vehicular signs if magnetic type.

7. Requires a refundable bond which all or a portion may be returned by the City to cover its cost of administration and removing the sign if in violation of the Code.

RECOMMENDATION 

Staff recommends the City Commission adopt on First Reading the attached Ordinance and schedule Second Reading for November 4, 2009.

PURPOSE:

The City Commission adopts on First Reading an Ordinance amending Chapter 8, Buildings, Construction and Condominiums by creating Section 8-37, “Hallandale Beach Green Building Program” and to amend Chapter 32, Section 32-787 “Site Plan Review Standards” of the Zoning and Land Development Code in order to require certain projects to obtain a certification from a recognized environmental rating agency.

BACKGROUND: 

The City Commission directed staff to research and draft an ordinance establishing a “Green Building Program”. 

The Ordinance was presented to the Code and Permitting Advisory Committee at their September 10, 2009 meeting and they had no adverse comments.   

The Planning and Zoning Board at the September 23, 2009 meeting recommended approval of the Ordinance with a majority vote of 6-0 (attached are the draft minutes from the hearing). 

DISCUSSION: 

“Green Building” is an energy-efficient design concept that has been encouraged for many years; however, recently municipalities have begun to require these green building concepts be incorporated into building designs and operations. 

Staff researched several municipalities, both locally and nationally. The majority of local green building programs are provided on a voluntary basis. To encourage participants, municipalities offer incentives including, fast-track permitting review, reduced permit fees, retrofitting rebates or other financial incentives, acknowledgment of participation through the municipal website, and/or density bonuses. Miami-Dade County adopted a resolution to incorporate sustainable building measures in all new County-owned and 

operated buildings. Broward County adopted a resolution to require all new County-owned and operated buildings achieve a minimum rating of LEED® Certified. 

There are several cities and counties throughout the United States that have adopted mandatory requirements for energy efficient design, construction and operation. While a majority of these cities are in California, other cities like Boston and Washington DC require projects of a certain size to obtain a LEED® certification. 

ANALYSIS:

The proposed ordinance amends Chapter 8, Buildings, Construction and Condominiums in order to create a Hallandale Beach Green Building Program for projects incorporating energy-efficient concepts and/or construction. This Program outlines the responsibilities of the City to provide an expedited building permit review (at no additional cost), public training workshops, and a list available to the public of currently accepted environmental rating agencies and their program criteria. 

While anyone may elect to participate in the City’s Green Building Program, the City will require all new construction or major renovation projects of more than 50,000 square feet or projects with 50 or more residential/hotel units to obtain a green building certification from a recognized environmental rating agency accepted by the City’s Development Services Department, such as the United States Green Building Council (USGBC), the Florida Green Building Coalition (FGBC), and Green Globes. 

The project size threshold was chosen for several reasons:

· Projects of this magnitude are considered to have a significant impact on the environment and community;

· 50,000 square feet and/or 50 residential units is a threshold currently used by several municipalities; and

· The LEED® project registration fees differ for projects greater than 50,000 square feet. 

In addition to projects of a certain size, the proposed ordinance also requires the following projects to obtain a certification from a recognized environmental rating agency:

· Any project requesting the allocation of flexibility or reserve units;

· Any project requesting funding from the Community Redevelopment Agency; and

· Any new City-owned and operated building construction project. 

One of the biggest concerns with achieving a “green building“ certification is the cost associated with the design, construction, and operation of the project. On average, the construction cost for a green building is typically 5% higher than a standard development depending on the features, building type and location. However, in projects where green measures are considered early and fully integrated into the design, there may be no increased cost. Further, it is estimated that the annual operation cost savings of green buildings begin at 20% and increases depending on the certification level of the building. 

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission approve on First Reading the attached Ordinance and schedule Second Reading/Adoption for the November 4, 2009 Commission meeting.

PURPOSE:

To adopt on First Reading an Ordinance amending Chapter 32, Article III of the Zoning and Land Development Code regarding Overlay District Regulations and the Redevelopment Area Modification process.

BACKGROUND: 

The City’s Code makes provisions for a Redevelopment Area Modification (RAM) as a process for the City Commission to consider deviations from the Zoning and Land Development Code in order to encourage development/redevelopment and reinvestment within specified areas, special purpose overlay zones and the City’s Community Redevelopment Area (CRA).

The attached Ordinance was presented to the Planning and Zoning Board on September 23, 2009. The Board recommended approval by a vote of 6 to 0. Attached are the draft minutes of the hearing. 

ANALYSIS:

The attached Ordinance has been prepared by staff to provide for more specific review criteria when considering RAMs. The Ordinance also addresses site development standards for nonconforming residential uses within overlay district areas. In addition, scrivener’s errors related to code references were also corrected. The overlay districts included in the Ordinance are: Fashion Row, North Dixie Highway, Pembroke Road, Planned Development (PDD), Planned Redevelopment (PRD), South Dixie Highway and Foster Road. The following is a summary of the proposed amendments in the attached Ordinance:

8. Amends the Fashion Row Overlay District to provide for Redevelopment Area Modification process for the District.

9. Amends all overlay districts to specify the required yard setback adjoining or separated by a street from residential zoned property instead of from a residential use.

10. Amends the North Dixie Corridor Overlay District to require a minimum landscaped area requirement instead of pervious area.

11. Amends the Planned Development Overlay District to reduce the minimum PDD development site from 1.5 acre to one acre. It also expands the review criteria to modify the minimum parcel size.

12. Amends the Redevelopment Area Modification process for all overlay districts to reference Section 32-177 and provide for City Commission modification of supplemental development standards instead of modification of any regulation of the Code.

13. Corrects scrivener’s errors within those district referencing old code sections.

14. Establishes a rear yard setback requirement for properties within the Planned Redevelopment Overlay District (PRD).

15. Amends Section 32-177 to replace the reference to redevelopment target areas with the reference to the Community Redevelopment Area (CRA).

16. Deletes Section 32-180 (n) (3) regarding administrative variances within the Foster Road Overlay Districts as it conflicts with more current provisions for administrative variances in Section 32-965 (a) and (h). 

RECOMMENDATION: 

Staff recommends the City Commission adopt the attached Ordinance on First Reading and schedule Second Reading for November 4, 2009.
