A Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida Pertaining to Non-Ad Valorem Assessments for Lot Clean-Up.


PURPOSE:

To adopt a Resolution pertaining to Non-Ad Valorem Assessments for Lot Clean-Up to enable the collection of unpaid assessments for Lot Clean-Up.

BACKGROUND:

On September 16, 2009, the Commission adopted Ordinance No. 2009-13, which allows the City to abate violations on properties in violation of lot maintenance and clean-up and to assess unpaid costs to the property owner.  Pursuant to Florida Statute 197.3632, the Commission must adopt a Resolution enabling the collection of assessments using the Uniform Method of collecting non ad-valorem assessments.

Discussion:
If the Resolution is adopted, each year the City shall adopt between January 1 and September 15 a non-ad valorem assessment roll containing all properties assessed under the Lot Maintenance and Clean Up Ordinance No.:  2009-13 that remain unpaid.  The public hearing to consider adoption of the assessment roll must be advertised at least twenty (20) days prior to the public hearing.  By law the notice of the public hearing is sent by first class mail.  The property appraiser through a written agreement with the City mails out this first class mailing.  The City will advertise by publication in a newspaper generally circulated within each county contained in the boundaries of the local government.  
Upon adoption of the assessment roll at the public hearing the City Manger signs the certification of the roll.
