1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to order at 3:11 PM. 

2. ROLL CALL

Commissioners London, Ross, and Sanders, Mayor Cooper, City Manager Good, City Attorney Jove and City Clerk Buschman - All Present. 

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

4. PRESENTATIONS AND REPORTS

A. Parks and Recreation Summary Report

Rebecca Munden Correa, Director, Parks and Recreation, presented the report. 

5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION (to be heard at 3:15 P.M.)

Judith Selz, 717 Layne Blvd, asked about the status of the ten acres of land next to Gulfstream Park and the land swap with the Archdiocese of Miami, the City and Magna Entertainment. Additionally, she asked about the funds provided to the Village at Gulfstream Park Project from the Hallandale Community Redevelopment Agency. 

Mayor Cooper noted that Magna Entertainment is in bankruptcy proceedings and that negotiations have been delayed until the bankruptcy proceedings are complete. 

City Manager Good noted that there are two different entities involved with the Development of the Village at Gulfstream Park Project. He advised the Tax Increment Funding (TIF) being provided to the project will be paid back through the Managing Company Forest City Enterprises. 

City Manager Good noted that Magna Entertainment is in imposed bankruptcy proceedings and that once all necessary actions regarding the bankruptcy proceedings have been completed, negotiations regarding the ten acres of land will continue. He further noted that the item would have to come to the City Commission for approval. City Manager Good provided an overview of the zoning of the ten acres noting that the owner has vested rights for development. He noted the City is evaluating all options in regards to this property to protect and preserve the best interests of the City. He noted that this is a complex subject with multiple issues that need to be resolved before bringing a recommendation to the City Commission. 

Mayor Cooper noted that she shares the concerns of the City Manager regarding the zoning of the 10 acres and the potential use of the property. She noted there are ongoing negotiations and that both her and the City Manager will continue to update the City Commission as needed.

Commissioner London noted he reviewed the City of Tallahassee’s Bid and the document did not include this type of vehicle and asked how the City is able to purchase the vehicle from the subject Bid. City Manager Good advised the General Services Department reviewed the bid documents and contract and determined that the vehicles met the Bid specifications. 
John Chidsey, Director, Public Works, read from the contract the specifications and advised the purchase is within the scope of the City of Tallahassee’s Bid. A copy of the Bid document was provided to Commissioner London.

Vice Mayor Julian spoke in support of moving forward with this item. He noted that the item was reviewed by staff and the Commission has been advised that the purchase is appropriate.

City Manager Good provided background information on the item and recommended approval of the Plan.

Bobby Robinson, CRA Manager, provided background information on the meetings held by community and city stakeholders and noted that each committee held focus groups meeting and the recommendations from these committees were utilized to develop the Action Plan. 

Mayor Cooper reconvened the City Commission Meeting at 7:59 PM.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, TO ADOPT THE Communities for a Lifetime Action Plan. The motion carried on a 4/1 voice vote. (Commissioner London voted no). 

Mayor Cooper noted that the Plan would be considered a part of the budget process and asked that an administrative policy be developed to implement the Plan and noted the committees are to meet to discuss and evaluate the Plan annually as part of the budget process.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SANDERS, TO APPROVE THE RECOMMENDATION BY THE HUMAN SERVICES ADVISORY BOARD OF DR. DEBORAH BROWN AS THE 2010 MARTIN LUTHER KING JR. HUMANITARIAN AWARD RECIPIENT. The motion carried on a 4/0 voice vote.  (Commissioner London was absent).

City Manager Good provided background information on the item and recommended approval.  

Mayor Cooper noted concern about expending the funds before the Parks Master Plan is complete. City Manger Good noted that the Parks Master Plan is forthcoming and that the plan would be completed before any funds are utilized. He further noted that if the City does not apply for the grant at this time, the City would miss the grant cycle and he does not know if the funds will be available in the future. 

Commissioner London spoke in opposition to the item and applying for the grant before the Parks Master Plan is complete.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO CHANGE THE TIME OF THE SECOND CITY COMMISSION MEETING OF THE MONTH FROM 1:30 PM TO 6:00 PM. The motion failed for lack of a second. 

Commissioner London asked if the Diplomat application for a Local Activity Center has been placed on the City’s website. City Manager Good noted that the application has not been placed on the City’s website. Richard Cannone, Director, Development Services Department, advised the application is incomplete. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO DIRECT THE CITY MANGER TO PLACE THE APPLICATION FROM DIPLOMAT FOR A LOCAL ACTIVITY CENTER ON THE CITY’S WEBSITE. The motion failed for lack of a second. 
Commissioner London asked why the Monthly Reports are not on the City Commission Agenda. Mayor Cooper advised that several months ago the City Commission directed the City Manager to remove this item from the agenda and to place to reports on the City’s website once approved. 

Commissioner Ross noted that the placement of the reports on the City’s website provides better access to the Community. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO PLACE THE DEPARTMENTAL MONTHLY REPORTS BACK ON THE CITY COMMISSION AGENDA. The motion failed for lack of a second. 

City Attorney Jove called for an Executive Session on or before Friday, October 30, 2009 regarding the Beach One Litigation. 
City Manager Good requested authorization for staff to prepare an Ordinance, and bring for Commission consideration, authorizing the City Manager to provide a Variance based on City Engineer recommendations on Flood Mitigation and base elevations. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, TO DIRECT STAFF TO WORK ON AN ORDINANCE TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER TO PROVIDE A VARIANCE BASED ON CITY ENGINEER RECOMMENDATIONS ON FLOOD MITIGATION AND BASE ELEVATION AND BRING BACK FOR CITY CONSIDERATION WHEN READY. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.

Application #74-09-TC- An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida Amending Chapter 32, Article IV of the Zoning and Land Development Code, Division 17, Signs, Relative to Political Signs, Providing for Conflict, Severability and an Effective Date.(First Reading)(Staff: Director, Development Services) (See Backup) CAD#022/03

The Planning and Zoning Board Recommended Approval of this Item with a Majority Vote of (6-0) on September 23, 2009.

City Manager Good provided background information on the item. He noted the past City Commission direction regarding political signs, however he recommended reducing the bond to $100 and the entire amount would be refundable to the candidate minus any expenses to the City. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO CHANGE THE BOND FROM $500 TO $100 AND TO REFUND THE ENTIRE BOND. The motion failed for lack of a second. 

Mayor Cooper spoke in opposition of reducing the bond to $100 noting that there are administrative costs to the City to monitor the signs. She recommended the bond be reduced to $200 of which $100 is kept for administrative costs. 

City Manager Good advised that line 54 would need to be changed as follows: “in this subsection in an amount of $500.00 $200.00 shall be submitted and posted for each”. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, TO AMEND LINE 54 AS FOLLOWS: “in this subsection in an amount of $500.00 $200.00 shall be submitted and posted for each”. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.  
Commissioner London spoke about line 45 regarding signage on vehicles and necessity that the signs be magnetic. He noted that there are other ways to secure a sign to a vehicle and recommended removal of the language. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO DELETE LINES 45 AND 46 FROM THE ORDINANCE. The motion failed for lack of a second. 

Richard Cannone, Director, Development Services Department, recommended the following language: Be securely affixed to a vehicle by a magnetic or similar type material which cannot be easily removed provided the sign is in compliance with this subsection. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER LONDON, TO AMEND LINES 45-46 AS FOLLOWS: Be securely affixed to a vehicle by a magnetic or similar type material which cannot be easily removed provided the sign is in compliance with this subsection. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.  
City Manager Good recommended that Lines 38 and line 39 be removed. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER LONDON, TO AMEND THE ORDINANCE BY DELETING THE FOLLOWING LANGUAGE FROM LINES 38 AND 39 “Not to be placed on public property unless it is determined by the City Manager the sign would serve a public purpose”. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.  
City Manager Good spoke about line 38 related to sign height requirements and noted that he recommended the language be reworded to provide for greater flexibility.  He recommended to reword line 33. Staff recommended the following language: “Not to exceed 16 square feet each in sign area or an overall height of 16 feet.”  

The City Commission reached consensus to revise line 38 regarding sign height as recommended by City Manager Good. 

City Attorney Jove noted that language regarding exemption from payment of the bond was required and recommended the following language be added at line 61: 

3).   
Exemption from bond requirement. 


Any candidate who has filed a qualifying fee petition pursuant to F.S. 99.095 or an affidavit pursuant to F.S. 99.093, shall be exempt from the requirement of posting the bond, provided however, that if the City removes or adjusts the candidate’s sign due to noncompliance, the candidate shall be responsible for payment to the City of its cost and expense of removal or adjustment of the sign. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER LONDON, TO AMEND THE ORDINANCE TO ADD THE FOLLOWING LANGUAGE AT LINE 61: 3). Exemption from bond requirement. Any candidate who has filed a qualifying fee petition pursuant to F.S. 99.095 or an affidavit pursuant to F.S. 99.093, shall be exempt from the requirement of posting the bond, provided however, that if the City removes or adjusts the candidate’s sign due to noncompliance, the candidate shall be responsible for payment to the City of its cost and expense of removal or adjustment of the sign.  The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.  
Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing. 

Alexander Lewy, 401 NE 14th Ave, spoke in support of the Ordinance and noted he supports the City Commission’s amendments to the Ordinance.

Seeing no other speakers, Mayor Cooper closed the Public Hearing.  

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, TO APPROVE, AS AMENDED, ON FIRST READING, AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 32, ARTICLE IV OF THE ZONING AND LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE, DIVISION 17, SIGNS, RELATIVE TO POLITICAL SIGNS, PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT, SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE, AND TO SET SECOND READING FOR NOVEMBER 4, 2009. The motion carried on a roll call vote as follows:

Application #75-09-TC- An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida,  Amending Chapter 8, Buildings, Construction and Condominiums by Creating Section 8-37, ”Hallandale Beach Green Building Program” and Amending  Chapter 32, Zoning and Land Development Code by Amending Section 32-787, “Site Plan Review Standards” Providing for Conflict, Severability and an Effective Date.(First Reading)(Staff: Director, Development Services) (See Backup) CAD #033/06

The Planning and Zoning Board Recommended Approval of this Item with a Majority Vote of (6-0) on September 23, 2009.

City Manager Good provided background information on the item and noted that the ordinance is being put into place to encourage developers to use more environmentally friendly materials and design when constructing buildings in the City. He noted that there may be a higher upfront cost for the building but in the long run these building techniques will provide a better environment and recommended approval. 

Mayor Cooper noted that she objects to the language on lines 151 – 154 providing for exemption of City building’s from meeting Green Standards and recommended removal of the language noting she would want to see City buildings be required to meet minimum Green Building Standards. 

Commissioner London concurred with Mayor Cooper. 

MOTION by COMMISSIONER LONDON, seconded by commissioner ROSS, TO AMEND LINES 151-154 BY DELETING THE FOLLOWING LANGUAGE: unless the City Commission determines that the cost (e.g. time, function, or funding) associated with participating in the Green Building Program significantly outweighs the benefits to the City. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.  

City Manager Good recommended removal of line 50-52 and 84-112 and advised a Administrative Policy would be developed to implement the Ordinance.  

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing. 

Seeing no speakers, Mayor Cooper closed the Public Hearing.
