SECTION 3.  The City of Hallandale Beach’s Hepburn Center Parking Lot Improvements is hereby also approved for submission under the Reprogrammed Community Development Block Grant Funds for Fiscal Year 2009-2010.

The City Manager is authorized to execute the funding agreements and implement the funding, including the establishment of appropriate accounts for The City of Hallandale Beach’s Swale, Drainage, Sidewalk and Roadway Improvement Project and The City of Hallandale Beach’s Hepburn Center Parking Lot Improvements Project.
