ORDINANCE NO. 2009-
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA AMENDING THE CITY’S FUTURE LAND USE ELEMENT OF THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN BY CHANGING THE LAND USE DESIGNATION OF A PORTION OF THE DIPLOMAT COUNTRY CLUB LOCATED GENERALLY AT 500-501 DIPLOMAT PARKWAY FROM COMMERICAL RECREATION (86.8 ACRES) GENERAL COMMERCIAL (5.24 ACRES) AND LOW DENSITY RESIDENTIAL (1.45 ACRES) TO LOCAL ACTIVITY CENTER; CONTAINING A PROVISION FOR INCLUSION IN THE CITY’S ADOPTED COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, 
the State Legislature passed the Local Government Comprehensive Planning and Land Development Regulation Act requiring all counties and cities to prepare a Comprehensive Land Use Plan; and 

WHEREAS, 
the land use designation of the subject parcel, generally located at 500-501 Diplomat Parkway is currently designated Commercial Recreation (86.8 acres), General Commercial (5.24acres) and Low-Density Residential (1.45 acres) on the City’s Comprehensive Land Use Plan; and
WHEREAS, 
Diplomat Properties LP, has made application to the City to change the land use designation of the subject parcel to Local Activity Center for future mixed use redevelopment; and
WHEREAS, 
the City intends to amend the Future Land Use Element of its Comprehensive Plan in the manner prescribed by F.S. 163.318.7 to designate the subject parcel as Local Activity Center; and

WHEREAS, 
the City of Hallandale Beach, pursuant to Florida Statutes and the City of Hallandale Beach Zoning Code, has designated the Planning and Zoning Board as the Local Planning Agency, and the Planning and Zoning Board after public notice has reviewed the proposed amendment to the Comprehensive Plan (“”Plan amendment”); and 


WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach has conducted duly noticed public hearings on this amendment to its Comprehensive Plan, as required by Chapter 163, Florida Statutes; the Local Planning Agency has submitted its recommendation on this  Comprehensive Plan Amendment; this Plan amendment will be transmitted to the Broward County Planning Council and will be submitted  to the Department of Community Affairs for review and recommendations, and to the Broward County Board of Commissioners for amendment to the County Comprehensive Plan. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH: 

SECTION 1. That the Future Land Use Map of the City of Hallandale Beach Comprehensive Land Use Plan be amended to change the land use of that certain parcel generally located at 500-501 Diplomat Parkway shown on Exhibit “A” and legally described on Exhibit “B” attached hereto.    

SECTION 2.  That the City transmit the Plan amendment to the Florida Department of Community Affairs and all applicable review agencies with an acknowledgement that the amendment is a large-scale amendment as defined by Florida Statutes, and therefore subject to state and regional review. 

SECTION 3.    The City Commission authorizes the transmittal of this Plan amendment to the Broward County Planning Council. The City Commission also authorizes the Broward County Planning Council to transmit this Plan amendment concurrent with the Broward County Land Use Plan Amendment to the Florida Department of Community Affairs. The City Commission authorizes the amended Comprehensive Plan to be transmitted to the Broward County Planning Council for recertification. 

SECTION 4.  This Plan amendment shall be effective on the date a final order is issued by the Florida Department of Community Affairs or Administration Commission finding the Comprehensive Plan Amendment “In Compliance” according to the provisions of Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, and upon the Plan amendment being recertified by the Broward County Planning Council. 

SECTION 5. 
All ordinances or parts of ordinances and all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby repealed, to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 6.
If this ordinance or any part thereof is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remainder of the ordinance other than the part declared to be invalid. 

SECTION 7. That this Ordinance shall become effective upon the date of its adoption herein.
