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MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, NOVEMBER 4, 2009 AT 10:00 A.M., CITY COMMISSION CHAMBERS 400 S. FEDERAL HIGHWAY HALLANDALE BEACH, FL 33009
1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to order at 10:10 AM 

2. ROLL CALL

Commissioners London, Ross, and Sanders, Mayor Cooper, City Manager Good, City Attorney Jove and City Clerk Buschman - All Present. 

City Clerk Buschman left the meeting at 10:25 AM

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Laura Coutinho, Gulfstream Middle School’s Student Citizen of the Month.

4. PRESENTATIONS AND REPORTS

A. Recognition of Hallandale Beach Veterans for Service in the Armed Forces

Mayor Cooper recognized the Hallandale Beach Veterans for their Service in the Armed Forces. 

B. Presentation of Certificates to the Student Citizens of the Month

Raishan Rushing, was recognized as the October Student Citizen of the Month for Hallandale Elementary School. 

Laura Coutinho, was recognized as the October Student Citizen of the Month for Gulfstream Middle School. 

Keith Smith, was recognized as the October Student Citizen of the Month for Hallandale Adult Community Center. 

Rosanne Bagdasarian, Hallandale Adult Community Center, provided an update on the activities at the Hallandale Adult Community Center.

Betty Somerset, Exception Student Education (ESE) Support, provided an update on the activities at Gulfstream Middle School. She thanked Vice Mayor Julian and the Kiwanis Club for the donation from the 4th Annual Spaghetti Dinner. 

Mayor Cooper asked how the School Resource Officer Program is working. Ms. Somerset advised the school would like to have a full time School Resource Officer; however, they understand the City’s position and are glad to have the officer when possible.  

Principal Sharon Ludwig, Hallandale Elementary, noted that 252 students made A and B honor roll in the last semester.  She advised that the school will be providing the H1N1 vaccination to students and their families. She requested assistance in processing the students and their families to receive the vaccination. Furthermore, Principal Ludwig spoke about the Box Tops for Education Program and encouraged residents to participate. Finally, she discussed the Adopt-a-Classroom Program and encouraged those who want to participate to contact the school. 

City Manager advised that Fire Chief Sullivan would contact Principal Ludwig to find out how the City could assist the school with the school’s H1N1 vaccination.

C. Proclamation Proclaiming November as Epilepsy Awareness Month

Mayor Cooper presented Mary Gomez, Epilepsy Foundation of Florida, with the Proclamation. 

Mary Gomez, provided information on the services and outreach that the Epilepsy Foundation of Florida provides to those with epilepsy and their families.  

D. Discussion of Public Works Construction Projects

John Chidsey, Director, Public Works Department, presented the report. 
E. Presentation of the Police Department Quarterly Report

Chief Tom Magill, Chief of Police, presented the report. 

5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION (to be heard at 10:15 A.M.)

Judith Selz, 717 Layne Blvd., spoke about concerns regarding the Diplomat Country Club Project and asked if the application can be placed on the City’s website for residents to review. She further spoke about advertisement in The South Florida Sun Times totaling approximately $40,000 and noted the City has also provided a $50,000 Grant to the newspaper. Finally, she asked for a copy of the Grant Agreement with the South Florida Sun Times and that the criteria for the grant be placed on the City’s website. 
Mayor Cooper noted it is not unusual for cities to support their local newspaper and noted that the local newspaper is an important tool of the City’s communication with the residents. She further noted that it is cost prohibitive to advertize for the City in a major newspaper. She noted that the Community Redevelopment Agency has a Grant Program for business retention within the City and noted that The South Florida Sun Times applied for the Grant, met the criteria and was awarded the Grant. She stated that the Grant Program is an important part of the Community Redevelopment Agency and the retention of businesses and jobs within the City.  
City Manager Good noted the Community Redevelopment Agency has a variety of programs to assist the community and business and noted that the programs have been successfully implemented. He noted that The South Florida Sun Times applied for the Grant, met all the criteria of the Grant and was awarded the Grant. 
Mayor Cooper noted that one of the criteria is job creation and retention. City Manager Good noted that The South Florida Sun Times not only provides jobs within its organization but also by supporting other local businesses, such as printers, which is one of the objectives of the program. 
City Manager Good noted that the City has received an application from the Diplomat Country Club for the creation of a Local Activity Center. He noted there have been several applications and modifications to these applications. He further noted that staff is reviewing the last application and that Community Meetings have been held by the Developer.  He further noted that the application is incomplete at this time, and that supplemental information has been requested and that once the application is complete and all revisions have been made, the application would be placed on the City’s website. 
Commissioner London noted that the application was forwarded to Broward County by the City and that he feels that application should be placed on the City’s website. 

City Manager Good noted that the application was forwarded to Broward County for review as provided for by State Statute. He noted that Broward County will most likely make revisions to the application, and to place an application with incomplete or changing information would be confusing to the Public and noted again that once the application is complete and all revisions have been made, it would be placed on the City’s website. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO DIRECT STAFF TO PLACE THE CURRENT DIPLOMAT LOCAL ACTIVITY CENTER APPLICATION AND ALL SUBSEQUENT REVISIONS ON THE CITY’S WEBSITE. The motion failed for lack of a second. 
Commissioner London asked if legal advertising for land use and other items was published in The South Florida Sun Times. City Attorney Jove advised the legal requirements for these types of advertisements and advised that they do not appear in The South Florida Sun Times.  

Commissioner London requested a copy of the South Florida Sun Times Grant file. 

Mayor Cooper noted that certain information may be exempt and requested that the file be reviewed and the information be redacted before copies are provided. 

Commissioner London noted that he sent a certified letter to The South Florida Sun Times, copying the Broward County Supervisor of Elections, City Attorney David Jove, Acting City Clerk Shari Canada and his personal attorney, regarding articles appearing in The South Florida Sun Times written by Vice Mayor Julian. He noted that the letter asserted that the articles are political advertisement and advised them to stop placing the articles in the newspaper or he would take further action against the newspaper. He noted that he had not received a response from City Attorney Jove or Acting City Clerk Canada and asked when he can expect to receive a response. City Attorney Jove advised that the letter was addressed to The South Florida Sun Times, a private entity, and that he could not require them to respond to the letter as the letter was not addressed them. 

City Manager Good advised that he heard about the letter through another party; however, he never received a copy of the letter. He stated that he felt The South Florida Sun Times did respond to Commissioner London’s letter as they have removed Vice Mayor Julian’s column from the newspaper. He noted Vice Mayor Julian’s articles were regarding Historical Preservation and were not advertising his candidacy for City Commission, however they determined in the best interest of all to no longer publish Vice Mayor Julian’s column. 

Vice Mayor Julian advised that his column for The South Florida Sun Times details the City’s History and that he does not write the articles as the Vice Mayor nor does he advocate for his candidacy in these articles and therefore he does not believe that the articles are political advertisement. 

Mayor Cooper closed debate on the issue and moved forward with Public Participation. 

Robert Selz, 717 Layne Blvd., spoke about the Planning and Zoning Advisory Board meeting and the City’s application for a Regional Activity Center. He noted that the boundaries of the Proposed Regional Activity Center (RAC) have been changed and asked that the City Commission defer any action on the RAC until all issues have been resolved. Finally, he requested that a list of all the businesses supported by the Community Redevelopment Agency be posted on the City’s website along with the application and criteria for all Community Redevelopment Agency Programs. 
Mayor Cooper spoke about the proposed RAC and noted it is a planning tool. She further noted this is an ongoing process and that input from the community, planning experts and staff has been received during the development of the RAC application. 

City Manager Good provided historical background on the Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) and expenditures made by the CRA. 

City Manager Good provided background information on the development of the Regional Activity Center. He noted that the development of a Regional Activity Center was part of the City-wide Master Plan. He further noted that the community has had the opportunity to participate in the process and encouraged the community to continue to participate. Finally, he noted that the residents and business within the proposed Regional Activity Center want redevelopment of that area and this is a way to accomplish that redevelopment. 

Commissioner Sanders provided background on the meetings held regarding the proposed Regional Activity Center (RAC). He noted the concerns of the residents and spoke in support of the City’s RAC application. 

Commissioner London noted that the boundaries of the RAC have changed and asked if this information has been provided to Broward  County. 

City Manager Good advised the map has not been submitted to the Broward Planning Council. 

Commissioner London asked for the submittal deadline. City Manager Good advised Friday, November 6, 2009 is the submittal deadline for all applications.  

City Manager Good advised that the map was changed by removing a section of residentially-zoned property in the NorthWest and by focusing on Foster and Pembroke Roads. 

Commissioner London asked if the Local Activity Center and the Regional Activity Center are Quasi-Judicial. City Attorney Jove advised that the designation of Local Activity Center and Regional Activity Center are legislative process as they amend the City’s Comprehensive Plan. 
Patricia Genetti, Executive Director, Hallandale Beach Area Chamber of Commerce, spoke in support of The South Florida Sun Times. She noted that the newspaper covers local issues, provides cost effective advertising for local businesses and is provided free of charge.

Mayor Cooper reconvened the City Commission meeting at 12:35 PM.

City Attorney Jove advised that per State Statute sealed bids are exempt from public review for a certain number of days after bid opening.

City Manager Good spoke about the City’s generator ordinance regarding the requirement for condominiums to have emergency operations plans and generators in place. He advised that he is recommending that the Ordinance be modified to extend the deadline for compliance by one year. He noted the reason for the recommendation is the present hard economic times and the condominiums need for assistance with dealing with financial hard times and foreclosures. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER TO REVISE THE GENERATOR ORDINANCE EXTENDING THE DEADLINE BY ONE YEAR AND TO BRING BACK WHEN READY. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.  

Commissioner Ross nominated Bob Perlman to the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO APPOINT BOB PERLMAN TO THE PARKS AND RECREATION ADVISORY BOARD AS COMMISSIONER ROSS’ APPOINTMENT. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.   

Mayor Cooper recessed the meeting at 1:45 PM. 

11. PLANNING AND SCHEDULING MEETING (to be heard in Room 257)

Mayor Cooper reconvened the meeting in Room 257 at 2:10 PM. 

The City Commission discussed upcoming events, activities and meetings.  

Mayor Cooper discussed the Planning 101 Workshop. She noted that the following topics should be included: review of the application process, review of requirements of City Code, Florida Building Code and Fire Code, review of the City’s fee structure, and ways for assist the Community in process building permits and related items. She requested that the City Manager provide a draft agenda for the City Commission to review and make comments. 

City Manager Good suggested the following dates for the Planning 101 workshop: January 5, 2010, January 11, 2010 or January 14, 2010. He noted a survey will be provided to the City Commission to choose a date. 

Mayor Cooper asked about the scheduling of the Parking Ad Hoc Committee and City Commission Joint Meeting. City Manager Good advised that a memo is forthcoming with dates for the Commission to choose to schedule the meeting. 
There being no further business before the Commission, Mayor Cooper adjourned the meeting at 2:50 PM.
