DISCUSSION:

As directed by the Commission, Section 5 of the Ordinance was revised as follows:

The City Manager, or his designee, is authorized to renew, on a case by case basis, the Business Tax Receipt of any businesses affected by this moratorium with a valid Business Tax Receipt in the event such Receipt expires before the expiration of this Moratorium, upon a finding that the business has taken adequate precautions to ensure that all massage activities conducted are in full compliance with state and local codes. The City Manager’s decision, if unfavorable, is appealable to the City Commission if the applicant submits a letter to the City Clerk within ten days of the decision. On appeal the Commission shall determine based on clear and convincing evidence if the Manager’s decision should be upheld based on Section 18-40 of the Code.

BACKGROUND:

The City Commission approved the Ordinance on First Reading at the December 16, 2009 and set Second Reading for January 6, 2010. 

DISCUSSION:

At First Reading, Commissioner Ross, recommended to add language to the ordinance requiring a list of condominium residents who will be residing in the City during the hurricane season. Section 14-12 of the City Code requires the property owner, condominium president or property manager contact information to the Development Services Department. Staff believes that the requirement is sufficient to meet the Commission’s objective and does not recommend amending the Ordinance. 

Additionally, staff is working to update the contact list for Condominiums to ensure the City has current contact information.

PURPOSE

The City Commission is requested to adopt a resolution to enter into Local Agency Program (LAP) Supplemental Agreement No. 1 with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) for Financial Management (FM) Number 423788-1-58-01, West Hallandale Beach Blvd. Improvements Project.

BACKGROUND

The City originally applied for $500,000.00 in Transportation Enhancement Funds due to construction cost estimates made in 2007.   Advantageously, as with most recent bids, the lowest, responsive, responsible bidder awarded for the project was much lower than had been anticipated.  On November 18, 2009, the City Commission awarded the contract for construction of the project, Bid #FY 2008-2009-012, to Tenex Enterprise, Inc., in the amount of $209,402.10. 

FDOT has advised the City that most recent projects have demonstrated a significant decrease in price from what had been expected during the application period.  The recent decrease in prices of bids benefits municipalities because it will allow FDOT to fund more projects in the coming years.
DISCUSSION

The breakdown of FDOT’s new participation amount in accordance with the City’s awarded bid will be utilized for construction costs and for construction engineering and inspection (CEI) costs as follows:

Construction Costs: 

$209,402.10

CEI Costs



$  25,128.52
Total FDOT Participation

$234,530.62

Due to this decrease, FDOT is requesting execution of Local Agency Program (LAP) Supplemental Agreement No. 1 with the City of Hallandale Beach stating a decrease in the original LAP Agreement by $265,469.38. Unfortunately, the funds remaining cannot simply be applied to other projects or to change the scope of this project. This Supplemental Agreement is a standard agreement that FDOT performs as a formality when projects cost less than the budgeted amount. Because the original LAP Agreement required a resolution (Resolution # 2009-16), the Supplemental Agreement requires one as well.  All other provisions in the LAP Agreement entered into and executed on 

June 26, 2009 will remain in effect.
RECOMMENDATION

The City Commission:

1. Adopt a Resolution authorizing approval of Local Agency Program (LAP) Supplemental Agreement No. 1 with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) for Financial Management (FM) Number 423788-1-58-01, West Hallandale Beach Blvd. Improvements Project. 

2. Authorize the City Manager to execute the LAP Supplemental Agreement No. 1 on behalf of the City.
