5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION (to be heard at 10:15 A.M.)

Fernando Lepore, 2200 Diana Drive, Apt. 410, spoke about the fee increase for Bocce Ball Membership at the Golden Isles Tennis Center and requested the City Commission eliminate the membership fee. 

Mayor Cooper asked for the percentage of increase to the membership fee. 

City Manager Good advised approximately 10%. He further noted that the fee for residents did not increase as much as non-residents and that the fees cover lighting and maintenance. 

Laura Simon, 16784 NW 15 St, Pembroke Pines, spoke in regards to 455 Tamarind Drive, and asked the City Commission to reconsider the action that has been taken by the City and to allow Jimi Abrams to remain in the home.

8. CITY BUSINESS

A. Discussion of Legislation Controlling the Direct Dispensation of Narcotic Pain Medication by Physicians. (Mayor Joy F. Cooper)(See Backup) CAD #008/09

Mayor Cooper provided background information stating that the Database legislation adopted last year is not strong enough, and requested the City Commission’s support to direct staff to draft an Ordinance controlling the direct dispensation of Narcotic Pain Medication by Physicians and to include this issue in the City’s Legislative Package.

City Manager Good concurred with Mayor Cooper and indicated that Broward County is ranked fourth in the Country due to the amount of narcotics dispensed by pain clinics.  Furthermore, he requested authorization to bring forth an Ordinance imposing a six (6) month Moratorium on issuance of Business Tax Receipts for the operation of pain clinics and pain management centers for consideration by the City Commission and to include this issue in the City’s Legislative Package.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, TO DIRECT STAFF TO PREPARE AN ORDINANCE IMPOSING A MORATORIUM ON ISSUANCE OF BUSINESS TAX RECEIPTS FOR THE OPERATIONS OF “PAIN CLINICS” AND “PAIN MANAGEMENT CENTERS” FOR A SIX (6) MONTH TERM, TO BE EXTENDED IF NECESSARY BY THE CITY COMMISSION AND TO INCLUDE THE ISSUE OF CONTROLLING THE DIRECT DISPENSATION OF NARCOTIC PAIN MEDICATION BY PHYSICIANS IN THE CITY’S LEGISLATIVE PACKAGE. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
9. COMMISSIONER REPORTS
The City Commission discussed activities, events and meetings attended as representatives of the City. 
10. OTHER
The City Commission discussed other City business. 

Mayor Cooper advised the City Commission that David Carwell, Attorney for the Florida Redevelopment Association (FRA), passed away and requested the City to participate with other cities in honoring Attorney Carwell’s endeavors towards community redevelopment by planting a tree in a park located within the City’s CRA Area.  A commemorating plaque is being designed by the FRA and Mayor Cooper will advise staff when available.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, TO DIRECT STAFF TO COORDINATE A TREE PLANTING CEREMONY TO HONOR ATTORNEY DAVID CARWELL. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO INCLUDE THE LIST OF CITY LOBBYISTS IN THE CITY’S WEB PAGE.  The motion failed for lack of a second.

Mayor Cooper indicated that this issue has been previously discussed by the City Commission and that staff has indicated that the web site is being revised and this would be completed once revisions to the web site are complete.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO PLACE MONTHLY REPORTS BACK ON THE AGENDA. The motion failed for lack of a second.

Mayor Cooper advised that these reports are placed in the City’s web site, where they can be assessed by the public.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO CHANGE THE CITY MANAGER’S SPENDING AUTHORITY FROM $50,000 TO $15,000. The motion failed for lack of a second.

Mayor Cooper recessed the meeting at 1:39 PM.
