RESOLUTION NO. 2010 -
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE SUBMISSION OF A PROPOSAL FOR THE 2010-2011 FOREST HEALTH IMPROVEMENT INITIATIVE GRANT PROGRAM; AND ENTERING INTO A GRANT MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (MOA) WITH THE STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE AND CONSUMER SERVICES, DIVISION OF FORESTRY ONCE GRANT IS AWARDED.
WHEREAS, trees are an important part of our community; and
WHEREAS, the trees in Joe Scavo Park have not fully recovered from the 2005-2006 storm events; the trees sustained loss of upper canopy structure which contributed to the destruction of cross limb structuring; and 
WHEREAS, Joe Scavo Park would greatly benefit from a reforestation project; and
WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach desires to apply for the 2010-2011 Forest Health Improvement Initiative Grant Program which would provide funds to improve the condition of the community’s tree canopy; and
WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach wishes to enter into a Grant Memorandum of Agreement with the State of Florida, Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services once the grant is awarded; and
WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City to seek financial assistance through the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, Division of Forestry, to complement the capital funds allocated for the project by the City Commission.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.

The City Commission supports the remediation of its urban forestry resources and approves the submission of a proposal for the 2010-2011 Forest Health Improvement Initiative Grant Program. 

SECTION 2.

The City Commission authorizes the City Manager to enter into a Grant Memorandum of Agreement with the State of Florida, Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services; The City Manager is authorized to execute the grant funding agreements and implement the funding, including the establishment of appropriate accounts.
SECTION 3. 
This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
