PURPOSE:

To adopt an Ordinance on First Reading amending, Chapter 23, Section 23-108 Cooperative Purchasing, which provides for the procurement of services to facilitate and streamline City-wide Purchasing in the best interest of the City.

BACKGROUND:

Section 23-108, of the City Code, provides that the City Manager procure without following formal contract procedure, all supplies, materials and equipment.  The City has the option to utilize competitively awarded contracts from other government entities inclusive of service agreements.  The benefits of cooperative purchasing is that it allows for efficiencies by saving staff time and related expenses, such as advertising, printing,  mailing, receiving, and tabulating.  It also allows buying power with more favorable prices due to the purchase of larger volumes and economies of scale. 
DISCUSSION

The City is a member of the South East Florida National Institute of Purchasing Group (Coop).  The Coop is comprised of government entities from throughout the South East region to provide cost savings and cost avoidances to member entities by utilizing the buying power of combined requirements for the purchase of common basic items and services.  Some of the competitively awarded contracts for services the City may utilize through the Coop Group and/or from other governmental entities are:  1) overhead & roll up door services; 2) consulting IT services; 3) appraisal services; 4) equipment maintenance services such as elevators, alarms, fire extinguishers, etc; 5) pest control services; 6) events catering services; 7) temporary personnel services; etc. 

RECOMMENDATION:

City Commission to adopt the Ordinance on First Reading and set Second Reading for February 3, 2010.

PURPOSE:​

Request City Commission adopt a Resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute and deliver to the State of Florida Department of Transportation a Maintenance Memorandum of Agreement (MMOA) for the landscaping, irrigation, uplighting and decorative crosswalks on State Road 5 (Federal Highway) between South County Line and Pembroke Road upon terms and conditions approved by the City Manager.

BACKGROUND:

The City will be undertaking a median improvement project on Federal Highway in two phases. Phase 1 extends from County Line Road to Hallandale Beach Boulevard and includes new landscaping, irrigation, uplighting and decorative crosswalks. The decorative crosswalks have already been constructed and the landscaping, irrigation and uplighting are underway. Once all construction is complete, the City will be responsible for routine maintenance pursuant to the MMOA being authorized today. The City will pass on the responsibility for decorative crosswalk maintenance to the Villages at Gulfstream through an existing agreement. The Villages at Gulfstream also contributed $220,000 towards the new landscaping, irrigation and uplighting. 

Phase 2 will extend from Hallandale Beach Boulevard to Pembroke Road and the MMOA authorized today will also include maintenance of the new uplighting when constructed in the future. The existing landscape and decorative crosswalks in this segment are already included in a 2003 MMOA. 

Decorative street lights are also already maintained by the City for all of Federal Highway through two separate MMOA’s that were executed in June of 2003. 

DISCUSSION:

The FDOT requires the execution of a MMOA prior to issuance of a permit to perform construction in the medians of Federal Highway. This MMOA assures that the landscaping, irrigation, uplighting and decorative crosswalks will be properly maintained in the medians by the City.

The City currently maintains other medians in State Roads within Hallandale Beach pursuant to previously approved MMOAs. The MMOA being authorized today will similarly provide for maintenance of the new landscape, irrigation, uplighting and decorative crosswalks by the City. Costs will be similar to existing costs to maintain other medians. 

RECOMMENDATION:
The City Commission adopt the attached resolution, authorizing a Maintenance Memorandum of Agreement with the FDOT for landscaping, uplighting, irrigation and decorative crosswalks on Federal Highway and authorizing City Manager to execute said agreement on behalf of the City.

PURPOSE

For the City Commission to adopt a resolution authorizing an application for financial assistance with the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services through the Division of Forestry under the 2010-2011 Forest Health Improvement Initiative Grant Program for the reforestation of Joe Scavo Park in the amount of $24,000.00; and entering into a grant Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) once the grant is awarded.  

BACKGROUND

During the 2005-2006 hurricane season, three hurricanes caused widespread damage to the urban forest component of community infrastructure in the southern portion of the State of Florida.  The trees in Joe Scavo Park have not fully recovered from these devastating storms.  The City Commission has dedicated funds during the past fiscal years to restore the tree canopy throughout the City, and many trees have been planted through the City to replace the trees destroyed by the storms.  However, through this grant program the City could benefit from replacing damaged trees that have not recovered and by planting new trees in Joe Scavo Park.  This project will aim at restoring the park back to its glory days.  

DISCUSSION

The Florida Division of Forestry is utilizing 2009 American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funding from the US Forest Service to conduct a competitive grant process inviting eligible participants to apply for funding to reforest public rights-of-ways, parks or other natural areas, as well as to provide opportunities for tree remediation work.  The City plans on utilizing this funding mechanism to complete the reforestation/rehabilitation project at Joe Scavo Park.  This grant application will pursue funds for the removal, purchase and installation of new trees.  

The grant application is due to the Department of Agriculture on February 12, 2010.  Grant request may not exceed $24,000; the minimum grant amount that may be requested is $2,000; no match is required from the City.  The City will apply for the maximum amount of $24,000.00.  Once awarded, the grant funds will become available to the City after March 31, 2010; and the project close out report should be completed by September 31, 2010. 

RECOMMENDATION

The City Commission to 

1. Adopt a resolution authorizing the City’s application for financial assistance with the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services through the Division of Forestry under the 2010-2011 Forest Health Improvement Initiative Grant Program for the reforestation of Joe Scavo Park in the amount of $24,000.00; and 

2. Authorize the City Manager to execute all related documents; 

3. Authorize the City Manager to establish accounts and make expenditures to implement the project.

PURPOSE:

The City Commission to adopt the attached resolution authorizing the City Manager to enter into an agreement with Commerce Bank, N.A. for electronic Accounts Payable processing.

DISCUSSION
The City has been trying to reduce the costs of doing business in many areas of our operations.  One of the areas we have found costs savings potential is in the processing of our weekly accounts payable checks.

ControlPay Advanced is an electronic accounts payable solution that allows the City to process our vendor payments, using our existing accounting software, and continuing to allow our current policies and rigorous controls to remain in place.  It does not change our procurement methods, only our payment method.  There is no cost for the program, or software to host.

The City will be able to process the weekly accounts payable, using less paper checks, resulting in decreased costs, and increased efficiency.  This process may be able to eliminate some use of wire transfers as well.  In addition, there will be monthly revenue-sharing, depending on volume of payments processed, that could bring approximately $90,000 - $100,000 in revenue annually.

Participating vendors will receive an electronic payment, via their Visa network, more quickly and efficiently than through the use of paper checks, and the impact of the City is virtually nil.  It is entirely voluntary for vendors to participate in this electronic payment method, unless the Commission or City Manager determine that it is in the City’s best interest to make it compulsory.

Several municipalities and school districts, who are already working with this accounts payable solution, were contacted to discuss their satisfaction with the program.  All had very positive experiences, confirming the ease of implementation and ongoing processing.

Staff has been in contact with other financial institutions, including our own local bank, regarding their offerings of similar services.  While virtually all banks offer some form of “Procurement Card” program, which changes the method of purchasing goods and services, few offered an electronic payment program.  Those that did were geared toward much larger clients with a much greater volume of vendors being paid electronically.  At this time, our volume of business would not qualify for any of those.

The City has been working with Commerce Bank, to determine such things as implementation needs, potential volume of payments to be processed, and anticipated revenue.  In order to begin transactions the Bank requires this resolution in order to complete the agreement package.

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission to adopt the attached Resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute an agreement with Commerce Bank, N.A. on behalf of the City.

Resolution Supporting HR 3745 

The City uses its Access Channel 78, to televise City Commission meetings; to communicate with the citizens regarding public meetings, events and services; and to provide advisories and preparations to residents for emergency purposes. The Access Channel also provides a window through which residents can view the diversity of cultures, recreational activities and artistic endeavors in their local community. However, state cable franchising legislation, section 610.109(6) provides that a cable or video service provider may locate any public, educational, or governmental access channel on its lowest digital tier of service offered to the provider's subscribers. 

Representative Tammy Baldwin (WI) filed H.R. 3745, entitled the “Community Access Preservation Act,” which addresses the critical and immediate threats to Access Channels. If adopted, the Bill would require cable and video service providers to deliver Access Channels to subscribers without additional charges through channels with the same quality, accessibility and placement equivalent to local commercial television stations on the lowest service tier available, which was eliminated by the recently adopted state franchising legislation.

The proposed Resolution supports H.R. 3745 and urges members of Congress and the President to support this Bill to preserve local educational and government access channels and maintain their availability to subscribers on the lowest service tier. The proposed Resolution authorizes the City Clerk to forward this Resolution to the President of the United States, Florida Congressional Delegation, the Florida League of Cities and the National League of Cities.

The distinction between lowest digital tier sanctioned by State law, and the lowest service tier proposed by Congress, is that new cable providers providing video services may place local government channels on higher numbered channels using a separate delivery system that is menu activated and overly cumbersome, similar to a selection one would make for an HBO movie, and the subscriber may even have to pay for it. In addition, the signal delivered over this system may be of a lower video resolution creating a viewing experience of lesser quality, than the ordinary commercial channels offered at no cost, such as the local news that offers a higher quality at no cost. If H.R. 3745 is adopted, the Bill would require cable and video service providers to deliver access channels to subscribers without additional charges through channels with the same quality, accessibility and placement equivalent to local commercial television stations on the lowest service tier available.

The proposed Resolution supports H.R. 3745 and urges members of Congress and the President to support this Bill to preserve local educational and government access channels and maintain their availability to subscribers on the lowest service tier. The proposed Resolution authorizes the City Clerk to forward this Resolution to the President, Florida Congressional Delegation, the Florida League of Cities and the National League of Cities.

I encourage the City Commission adopt a resolution supporting HR 3745 that would support the legislature which addresses the critical and immediate threats to Access Channels.
