A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, SUPPORTING SENATE BILL 1178 AUTHORIZING THE PRESIDENT OF THE SENATE OR SPEAKER OF THE HOUSE TO REQUEST IMPACT SESSIONS FOR PROPOSED LEGISLATION TO CONSIDER COST AND BENEFITS AND IN SUPPORT OF PROTOCOLS AND PROCEDURES, TO BE PUT IN PLACE BY THE REVENUE ESTIMATING COMMITTEE BY OCTOBER 1, 2010 TO DETERMINE THE IMPACT OF LEGISLATION

	WHEREAS, the benefits of such legislation are sometimes questionable; and

	WHEREAS, Senate Bill 1178, provides a mechanism by which cost and benefits may be considered by the Florida Legislature upon call of either the President of the Senate or Speaker of the House; and 

	WHEREAS, the Bill mandates a system to be put in place to consider economic consequences of legislation by the Revenue Estimating Committee.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA: 

	SECTION 1.	The City of Hallandale Beach supports Senate Bill 1178, which shall provide for consideration of economic impacts of legislation.

The City Clerk is hereby directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to the President of the Senate, The Speaker of the House, Senator Haridopolous, the Governor of the State of Florida, each member of the Broward County Legislative Delegation, the Broward County Commission, the Mayor of each municipality in Broward County, the Florida League of Cities and the Broward League of Cities.
