RESOLUTION NO. 2010 - 
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, SUPPORTING SENATE BILL 2923, AUTHORIZING THE SENATE AND HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES TO INVEST IN SUMMER AND YEAR ROUND EMPLOYMENT FOR ECONOMICALLY DISADVANTAGED YOUTH AND STIMULATE LOCAL ECONOMIES, AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, 
there is a serious and growing need for employment opportunities for economically disadvantaged youth, as demonstrated by statistics from the Bureau of Labor Statistics; and
WHEREAS, 
the unemployment rate increased to ten (10) percent, as compared to seven (7) percent  in November 2008; and 
WHEREAS, 
the unemployment rate for sixteen (16) to nineteen (19) year olds rose to twenty-seven (27) percent, as compared to twenty (20) percent in November 2008; and
WHEREAS, summer and year round jobs for youth help supplement the income of families living in poverty; and
WHEREAS, 
according to the Center for Labor Market Studies at Northeastern University, early work experience is a very powerful predictor of success and earnings in the labor market, and early work experience raises earnings over a lifetime by ten (10) to twenty (20) percent; and
WHEREAS,
participation in a youth job program can contribute to a reduction in criminal and high risk behavior for youth; and

WHEREAS,
communities benefit when youth are engaged productively, providing much needed services that meet real community needs; and
WHEREAS,
Senate Bill 2923 provides for $1.5 billion in year round employment opportunities for youth.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:
SECTION 1:
The City Commission of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, supports Senate Bill 2923 by investing in summer and year round employment for youth, which helps benefit the youth and the local communities.
SECTION 2.
The City Commission of the City of Hallandale Beach urges the Legislature to support Senate Bill 2923 as proposed.

SECTION 3.
The City Clerk shall transmit a copy of this Resolution to all appropriate persons.

SECTION 4.
This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
