 A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, Supporting THE PROPOSED breast cancer PATIENT PROTECTION ACT  
WHEREAS, 
beast cancer is the most prevalent cancer among women and affects approximately one million worldwide; and 

WHEREAS, until a cure is found for breast cancer, mastectomy, which are physically and psychologically debilitating, will continue to be a form of breast cancer treatment; and 

WHEREAS, patients who have undergone mastectomy’s are often discharged from the hospital the same day, hours later; and 
WHEREAS, the Breast Cancer Patient Protection Act (BCPPA) will be re-introduced in Congress and the BCPPA will require insurance companies to cover a minimum forty-eight (48) hour hospital stay for patients undergoing a mastectomy; and 
WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, is committed to the support of all women and those affected by Breast Cancer.
