City Manager Good provided background information on the item. He stated that this is an opportunity to enhance the area and to create redevelopment opportunities within the Northwest Section of the City. He advised that the RFP/QBS was presented to the residents for comment before being released for responses and that this project is a partnership between the City and the residents using the Community-Based Decision Making Process. 

Commissioner London stated that a workshop should be held before the Commission takes action on the item.

The motion failed due to a lack of a second. 

Mayor Cooper opened the item to public comment. 

Lawrence Lanzilli, 101 SW 4th Ave., Lanzilli Group, spoke about the development of the project and business model for the community proposed by the firms G&D Development, Idea, the HealthCare Acquisitions Group and Lanzilli Group. He spoke in opposition of City Manager Good’s recommended firm and urged the Commission to consider the proposal by the firms G&D Development, Idea, the HealthCare Acquisitions Group and Lanzilli Group

Stephane L’ecuyer, 20900 NE 30th Ave., Aventura, Architect, G&D Developers, spoke in support of the project proposed by G&D Development, Idea, the HealthCare Acquisitions Group and Lanzilli Group and in opposition of the project proposed by the Carlisle Development Group, LLC.

Ferndando Levy Hara, 20900 NE 30th Ave., Aventura, Principal, G&D Developers, spoke in support of the project submitted by the Lanzilli Group and in opposition of the proposal being recommended. He recommended the City Commission reject the recommendation of City Manager Good and consider the proposal submitted by the firms G&D Development, Idea, the HealthCare Acquisitions Group and Lanzilli Group. 

Richard Shan, Shanco Construction, spoke in support of City Manager Good’s recommendation. He noted his concerns about the developer’s knowledge that there is still a long process ahead prior to redevelopment. Finally, he stated that the developer’s response to the RFP/QBS that what was presented to the public is not necessarily what will be developed. 

Seeing no other speakers, Mayor Cooper closed the public comment. 

City Manager Good advised that a development agreement would be negotiated and brought back to the City Commission for approval. He noted he anticipates the development agreement to be completed within three months.

Laura Simon, 16784 NW 15 St, Pembroke Pines, spoke in regards to 455 Tamarind Drive, and asked the City Commission to reconsider the action that has been taken by the City and to allow Jimi Abrams to remain in the home. She noted that the City could settle the case and stop the legal proceedings.
City Attorney Jove provided an update on the actions taken regarding the property located at 455 Tamarind Drive. He noted as directed by the City Commission the City is proceeding with obtaining the title for the property.

She noted that Commissioner London has asked whether she resides within the City of Hallandale Beach as this is a requirement for membership on the Planning and Zoning Board. 

Andrew Markoff, 705 SW 2nd Court, spoke in opposition to the e-mails that are send by Commissioner London and that they are not copied to the City Commission or City Manager. He noted that he feels that the e-mails are inaccurate. 

Luis Paredes, 26 Diplomat Parkway, spoke in support of Commissioner London’s right to send e-mails and noted he appreciates the hard work that Commissioner London does for the residents.

12. PUBLIC HEARINGS (to be heard at 7:30 P.M.)

A. An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida Amending the City’s Future Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan by Changing the Land Use Designation of a Portion of the Diplomat Country Club Located Generally at 500-501 Diplomat Parkway From Commercial Recreation (86.8 Acres), General Commercial (5.24 Acres), and Low Density Residential (1.45 Acres) to Local Activity Center; Containing a Provision for Inclusion in the City’s Adopted Comprehensive Plan; Providing for Severability; Repealing Conflicting Ordinances and Resolutions and Providing an Effective Date (First Reading) (Staff: Director, Development Services) (See backup) CAD #009/08

City Manager Good provided background information on the item. He advised that the property is current zoned Commercial Recreation. He noted that there was a previous development proposal submitted and it was found unacceptable. Since then, the applicant resubmitted a revised application and this Ordinance is a result of that application.

City Manager Good noted the benefits of designating this property as a Local Activity Center and that it would ensure the golf course would remain in perpetuity. He noted that he supports the project. 

Mayor Cooper asked for clarification on the application process. City Manager Good advised that the City must accept the application and that this is not a sign of approval, as there is a process that the applicant has a right to go through and the City must allow the applicant to submit the application. The application is then reviewed by staff, before being submitted to the Planning and Zoning Advisory Board and the City Commission for consideration. Finally, City Manager Good stated the City Commission will consider this application on two occasions. 

Richard Cannone, Director, Development Services Department, explained the application process for the Local Activity Center and the technical details of the proposed Local Activity Center for the Diplomat Golf Course. He noted that the Ordinance is a Land Use Plan Amendment. He reviewed the review criteria as defined by City Code and State Statutes. He noted that staff recommends approval subject to the following conditions:  

1. The applicant shall reduce the intensity of the development;

2. The applicant shall work with staff to modify the building location proposed on Parcel F to address concerns with compatibility; 

3. Applicant shall be required to apply to rezone the property to Planned Local Activity Center (PLAC) within 3 months of the City Commission approval of this amendment on First Reading;

4. The applicant shall be responsible for developing an alternative plan in lieu of utilizing 75% of the City’s remaining flexibility units; and

5. The applicant shall provide a minimum of 15% of the proposed number of units be considered affordable. 

Debbie Orshefsky, Greenberg Traurig, LLP, made a presentation on behalf of the applicant. 

John McWilliams, Traffic Engineer, Kimley Horn, consultant for the applicant, explained the process for the Land Use Plan Amendment to determine traffic impacts. 

Mark Kukulski, General Manager, Diplomat Hotel and Diplomat Country Club, provided an overview of the economic impact of the project including job retention. He noted that in the current state the Golf Course is not economically successful. He noted the golf course is running at a loss. 

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing. 

Mark Prince, 135 SE 5th St., spoke in opposition of the project because of traffic concerns. 

Patricia  Genetti, Executive Director, Hallandale Beach Area Chamber of Commerce, 400 S. Federal Highway, spoke in support of the project.

City Manager Good advised that the following items will be negotiated as part of the development agreement: job creation, parking, traffic impact mitigation, water and waste water impacts, park impacts, school concurrency, open space accessibility for the neighbors, affordable housing and other items. 

City Manager Good noted this is has been an ongoing process and the originally proposed project was denied and the applicant has submitted a new project. He advised that the applicant has held numerous Community Meetings and has met all the application requirements.  He advised before the City Commission is the designation of the property as a Local Activity Center and the zoning regulations and development agreement would provide the specifics for the project and will be presented to the City Commission for approval at a meeting in the future. He noted that the golf course itself is failing and there is a concern about the golf course having the ability sustain itself and that approving the Local Activity Center will ensure that the golf course remain in perpetuity. He recommended approval of the Ordinance on First Reading and to set Second Reading for when ready.

Application #34-08-DB for Major Development Review Approval Pursuant to Section 32-782 of the Zoning and Land Development Code to Redevelop and Expand the Existing Commercial Building and Construct a New Commercial Building at the Property Located at 710-730 West Hallandale Beach Blvd. (Staff: Director, Development Services) (See backup)

THIS ITEM WAS HEARD IN CONJUNCTION WITH ITEMS #12.C THROUGH #12.E. 

Manny Sol, Applicant, 1800 Elder Drive, Fort Lauderdale, waived the Quasi-Judicial process. 

City Manager Good provided background information on the item. He noted that the project will enhance the area and that the project meets the design guidelines for the Hallandale Beach Boulevard Corridor and recommended approval.  

Richard Cannone, Director of Development Services, explained details of the application and the applicant’s request for Redevelopment Area Modifications. He noted the significance of the project as the first retail project in the area in almost 20 years. He noted that staff recommends approval with the following conditions: 

1. Provide a 10-foot utility easement along the rear (NW 1st Street) property line.

2. Payment of $18, 574. 79 for water impact fees. 

3. Payment of $26,171.34 for sewer impact fees. 

4. Removal of existing nonconforming sign prior to the issuance of the building permit to renovate/build the commercial center. 

5. Mitigation of traffic and transportation facilities as set forth by Section 32-794 of the City’s Code of Ordinances. 

6. Processing and approval by the City Commission of the flood variance application from the minimum floor elevation requirements for the existing and proposed buildings. 

Mayor Cooper asked about the masonry wall and if landscaping would also be required. Christy Dominguez, Planning and Zoning Division Director, advised landscaping is not required. 

Mr. Sol advised the applicant is willing to add landscaping. 

Mr. Sol noted that the applicant concurs with the conditions of approval. 

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing. Seeing no speakers, Mayor Cooper closed the Public Hearing.

7. applicant to continue working with neighboring residential property and add landscaping along the masonry wall.

C. A Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida Accepting the CK Plaza Plat Located at 710-730 West Hallandale Beach Blvd. (This Resolution is a result of Application #35-08-P by HB 730-18, LLC) (Staff: Director, Development Services) (See backup)

THIS ITEM WAS HEARD IN CONJUNCTION WITH ITEMS #12.B. #12.D. AND #12.E. 

Director Cannone discussed the Plat and recommended approval subject to the following conditions: 

1.  Applicant shall bond for and construct street and any required right-of-way improvements including but not limited to sidewalks, pavement, construction, striping, signage, landscaping, and drainage improvements.

2. Plat is restricted to 136,000 sq ft of office and 24,000 square feet of commercial use subject to compliance with all City Codes, City’s Comprehensive Plan, the Citywide Master Plan, the City’s Design Guidelines and compliance with all Major Development review requirements at the time of the Major Development application is submitted for the 136,000 square office project. The approved development levels on this plat note are maximums and do not entitle the property owner to the noted development level unless approved by the City of Hallandale Beach City Commission.

3. Approval of this Plat does not preclude the requirements that must subsequently be followed for the approval by the City of Hallandale Beach, of a specific site plan for the improvements to be constructed on this site. During the subsequent site plan review process, the applicant shall be required to provide survey data to accurately reflect the relationship of this platted site with the surrounding properties and improvements. These include, but are not limited to, the location of visible improvements and utilities within the public right-of-way including edge of pavement, manhole covers, electrical boxes, storm sewers, inlets, evidence of buried cables, utility poles, street lights, driveways, available water supply and wastewater disposal systems, found property corners, driveway intersection with edge of pavement within the right-of-way adjacent to the access street, all drainage structures, and permanent reference monuments.
