A Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach to apply for the FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATIO FDOT 2010 Transportation Enhancement Program funding in the amount of $350,000 for the Enhanced Pedestrian Safety and Aesthetics on Ansin Blvd
WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach applied for this project under the 2009 Transportation Enhancement Program and will re-apply under the 2010 Transportation Enhancement Program; and
WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach has realized that Ansin Blvd. is utilized by pedestrians, particularly high school students, that walk to and/or from school on a daily basis; and
WHEREAS, enhancing the landscaping on Ansin Blvd. will not only improve the aesthetics of Ansin Blvd. but also the segment of I-95 where Ansin Blvd. can be seen.
WHEREAS, the construction of sidewalks will enhance safety for the students and other pedestrians utilizing this corridor; and
WHEREAS, the project will include but is not limited to the installation of sidewalks, striped crosswalks, pedestrian solar lighting, and landscaping along the Ansin Blvd. corridor; and
WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach will commit to maintaining the project once it has been successfully completed; and
WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City to apply for a grant in the amount of $350,000 to assist the City to implement all of the improvements that are necessary to complete the project successfully.

NOW, THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.

The City Commission authorizes the City Manager to submit an application for Financial Assistance under the 2010 Transportation Enhancement Program for Enhanced Pedestrian Safety and Aesthetics on Ansin Boulevard in the amount of $350,000. 

SECTION 2.

The City Manager is authorized to execute the funding agreements and implement the funding, including the establishment of appropriate accounts.

SECTION 3. 

This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
