PURPOSE

City Commission pass a Resolution to officially adopt the Broward County December 2009 Local Mitigation Strategy.

BACKGROUND

The Broward County Local Mitigation Strategy (LMS) was developed in 1997, 1998, 1999 and 2004, and adopted by the Broward County Board of County Commissioners in April 2005 (Resolution 2005-334).  This document has been reviewed by the Florida Department of Emergency Management as to compliance and is consistent with the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act (Stafford Act).   

DISCUSSION

Over the course of several years, the City of Hallandale Beach worked together with Broward County and other municipalities within the County to draft the LMS. Among other things, the LMS identifies a number of mitigation projects whose purpose is to reduce the detrimental impacts of natural disasters, such as hurricanes and floods. The City Commission, on February 17, 2004, passed Resolution #2004-8 to adopt the LMS. Among other things, this decision helped the City to obtain more points in conjunction with the Community Rating System (CRS) - a program that acknowledges and promotes community floodplain management activities that exceed the minimum National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) standards.

The LMS plan is an integral component of the Broward County Hazard Mitigation plan. This plan must be revised every five years, at which time it undergoes Federal/State review. This plan has been reviewed in 2009 and was found to be compliant with federal hazard mitigation planning standards. The City of Hallandale Beach staff was an active participant in this revision process. An electronic version of the LMS is available on the City’s website in the document center under Utilities and Engineering.

As part of the process to get the Broward County Hazard Mitigation plan formally approved, the County requires all the municipalities that want to be a part of the LMS to officially pass a resolution adopting the updated LMS. Furthermore, by adopting this strategy, the City fulfills one of the requirements to be eligible for federal funds earmarked for mitigation projects funded by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).

RECOMMENDATION

PURPOSE

The Commission adopt a Resolution authorizing an application for grant funding for participation in the Florida Department of Transportation’s 2010 Transportation Enhancement Program.

BACKGROUND

The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) invites local government participation each year in its Transportation Enhancement Program.  This year Broward County anticipates receiving approximately $3,994,105.00 in Enhancement Program funding. The following activities qualify for Enhancement funds: 

•
Provision of facilities for pedestrians and bicycles.

•
Provision of safety and educational activities for pedestrians and bicyclists.

•
Acquisition of scenic easements and scenic or historic sites.

•
Scenic or historic highway programs, (including the provision of tourist and welcome center facilities).

•
Landscaping and other scenic beautification.

•
Historic Preservations.

•
Rehabilitation and operation of transportation buildings, structures or facilities (including historic railroad facilities and canals).

•
Preservation of abandoned railway corridors (including the conversion and use of the corridors for pedestrian or bicycle trails).

•
Inventory, control and removal of outdoor advertising.

•
Environmental mitigation to address water pollution due to highway runoff or reduce vehicle-caused wildlife mortality while maintaining habitat connectivity.

•
Establishment of transportation museums.

This year the minimum application request is $250,000.  The funding will be available for construction in 2013-2014.  However, after the funding is awarded, the City can enter into a Local Agency Program (LAP) agreement with FDOT enabling the construction to begin before 2013-2014.  The City is responsible for all design required in the project.  The deadline for submittal of completed application is April 2, 2010. 

DISCUSSION

Staff recommends submittal the following grant application:  

1. Enhanced Pedestrian Safety and Aesthetics on Ansin Blvd.

Ansin Blvd. is utilized by pedestrians, particularly students, every day after school to catch a bus, to walk home, or to visit a nearby restaurant on Hallandale Beach Blvd.  The students are currently walking on grass and driveways next to a busy road through an industrial area of our City creating the need for enhanced pedestrian safety.  In addition, landscaping will not only improve the aesthetics of the Ansin Blvd. corridor but also the segment of I-95 where Ansin Blvd. can be seen.  

Staff had applied for this project last year under the Transportation Enhancement Grant 2009 cycle, but the project was not selected.  Broward County staff indicated that projects that were not selected the first time are many times chosen the second time they are applied for.  Staff proposes to request funding in the amount of $350,000 for pedestrian improvements on Ansin Blvd., including:

· New sidewalks

· Striped crosswalks

· Enhanced landscaping along Ansin Blvd. corridor

· Pedestrian Solar Lighting

The grant does not require a City match.  Typically, however, a city’s match entails the design portion of the project, which is not funded by FDOT.  On this project, staff recommends designing the projects in-house to eliminate any l cost of design to the City. 

RECOMMENDATION

The City Commission to: 

1.  Adopt the attached Resolution authorizing the City of Hallandale Beach to apply for the FDOT 2010 Transportation Enhancement Program funding in the amount of $350,000 for the Enhanced Pedestrian Safety and Aesthetics on Ansin Blvd.; and 

2. To authorize the City Manager to execute the application; and 

3. If award to authorize the City Manager to establish accounts and make expenditures to implement the project.

Staff recommends submittal of the following grant application:  

2. Enhanced Pedestrian Solar Lighting in the Western section of the City


This area of the City continuously has a large number of residents walking as a way of transportation, particularly during the night-time and weekend hours.  This project would greatly enhance the safety of these residents by implementing pedestrian lighting alongside of sidewalks to increase night-time visibility as well as the aesthetics of the community.

Staff proposes to request funding in the amount of $500,000 for pedestrian solar lighting in the Western section of the City.

As part of the City’s Green Initiative and as a way to reduce operating costs of the lights, implementation of solar lighting will be recommended in the grant application.  The grant does not require a City match. Typically, however, a city’s match entails the design portion of the project, which is not funded by FDOT. On this project, staff recommends designing the project in-house to eliminate any cost of design to the City. 

RECOMMENDATION

The City Commission to:

1. Adopt the attached Resolution authorizing the City of Hallandale Beach to apply for the FDOT 2010 Transportation Enhancement Program funding in the amount of $500,000 for the Enhanced Pedestrian Solar Lighting in the Western Section of City; and

PURPOSE:

For the City Commission/CRA Board of Directors to review and approve the FY 2008-2009 Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) Annual Report.

BACKGROUND:

Pursuant to Chapter 163 of the Florida Statutes, the Hallandale Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) must file a report of the activities for Fiscal Year 2008-2009 (ending September 30, 2009) on or before March 31, 2010. The report is to be provided to the State Auditor General and each of the taxing authorities that contribute to Tax Increment Financing (T.I.F.), which are as follows: City of Hallandale Beach, Broward County, South Broward Hospital District and the Children’s Services Council of Broward County. 

Florida Statutes Chapter 163 requires that the CRA publish a notice in a newspaper of general circulation that the report has been filed with the City and that the report is available for inspection in the City Clerk’s Office.  The notice for publication is set for publication on March 19, 2010 in the Sun Sentinel newspaper as a legal notice.   

DISCUSSION:

Attached for review and approval is the 2008-2009 CRA Annual Report consisting of a narrative and a section entitled “Hallandale Beach CRA Comparison of Agency Goals, Objectives and Policies to the Fiscal Year 2008-2009 Annual Program Accomplishments”.  This section is mandated by Broward County Administrative Code.  

It should be noted that a requirement of the CRA Annual Report is to include a copy of the City’s Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (C.A.F.R.), which is currently being prepared by City staff and reviewed by the external auditors (McGladrey & Pullen, LLP). The Hallandale Beach CRA is a component unit of the City of Hallandale Beach and is a part of the City’s audit. Accordingly, the City’s Annual Financial Audit for Fiscal Year 2008-2009 is being completed and will be forwarded to the reviewing agencies/taxing authorities as listed above upon completion.    

RECOMMENDATION: 

The City Commission/CRA Board of Directors approve the attached Fiscal Year 2008-2009 CRA Annual Report and authorize the City Manager to transmit the FY 2008-2009 CRA Annual Report to Broward County, the South Broward Hospital District and the Children Services Council of Broward County and upon completion of the C.A.F.R. to forward same to the aforementioned agencies.
