New Business

1) 
Application # 37-10-CL by Florida BT, LLC d/b/a Bartini’s for a Nightclub License pursuant to Section 5-9 of the City’s Code of Ordinances to serve alcoholic beverages at Bartini’s until 6:00 A.M. at the Village at Gulfstream Park located at 601 Silks Run, Suite 2497

Mr. Cooper: Opened the Public Hearing.

Mr. John T. Paxman: Stated he was the agent for Florida BT, LLC d/b/a Bartini’s and was requesting to stay open until 6:00 a.m. Bartinis is next to MI VI nightclub which was approved for a nightclub license to stay open until 6:00 a.m. Mr. Paxman would like to request to have his application approved to stay open till 6:00 a.m., since others nightclub were approved under the same circumstances. This nightclub is separate from the residential area, has a separate security, it is insulated and it has adequate parking.

Ms. Steinberg: Asked if they will be hiring off duty police.

Mr. Paxman stated he spoke to his client and they already made arrangement to have an off duty policeman and additional security. 

Mr. Cooper: Stated the police do not have a previous history of Bartini’s. It was recommended that besides their own security, they hire off duty police officers. 

Mr. Paxman: Stated that his client though this was a reasonable request.

Ms. Steinberg: Stated the Board will vote under the condition of Bartinis having off duty police officers.

Mr. Cooper: Asked if the Fire Department have any objections on other restaurants.

Ms. Christy Dominguez: Responded.. Fire Department does not have any objections. 

Ms. Natelson: Stated that she has a memo showing the applicant already contracted with the City to have off duty police officers on Thursday, Friday and Saturday.

Ms. Dominguez: Stated that the applicant has agreed to hire off duty police officers.

Mr. Paxman: Stated his client is fully aware of the condition and agreed to it.

Mr. Fendell: Asked Mr. Paxman what possible detrimental effects they could assume. 

Mr. Paxman: Responded that they had addressed the criteria that were on the application.

Mr. Fendell: Stated he looks forward to the business being a value asset to the City.

Mr. Cooper: Closed the Public Hearing.

MOTION: MS. STEINBERG MOTIONED TO APPROVE APPLICATION #37-10-CL BY FLORIDA BT, LLC D/B/A BARTINI’S SUBJECT TO THE APPLICANT HIRING OFF DUTY POLICE OFFICERS AS RECOMMENDED BY THE POLICE DEPARTMENT.

MOTION CARRIED BY ROLL CALL VOTE (4-0) FOR APPROVAL.

2)      Application # 36-10-CL by CR Florida 921, LLC d/b/a Cadillac Ranch for a 

Nightclub License pursuant to Section 5-9 of the City’s Code of Ordinances to serve alcoholic beverages at Cadillac Ranch until 6:00 A.M. at the Village at Gulfstream Park located at 921 Silks Run, Suite 1615.
Mr. Cooper: Opened the Public Hearing.

Mr. John t, Paxman: Stated he was the agent for CR Florida 921, LLC d/b/a Cadillac Ranch and was requesting to stay open until 6:00 a.m. Cadillac Ranch is near MI-VI nightclub which was approved for a nightclub license to stay open until 6:00 a.m. Mr. Paxman requests to have his application approved to stay open till 6:00 a.m., since others nightclub were approved under the same circumstances. This nightclub is separate from the residential area, has a separate security, it is insulated and it has adequate parking.

Mr. Copper: Asked if all the restaurants and nightclubs with outdoor seating are allowed to serve alcohol on the outside.

Ms. Dominguez: Responded yes. This is one of the specifications with the State.

Ms. Natelson: Stated people can not walk around with alcoholic beverages, they will have to do within the confine of the restaurant.


Mr. Cooper: Closed the Public Hearing.

MOTION: MS. NATELSON MOTIONED TO APPROVE APPLICATION # 36-10-CL BY CR FLORIDA 921, LLC D/B/A CADILLAC RANCH FOR A NIGHTCLUB LICENSE PURSUANT TO SECTION 5-9 OF THE CITY’S CODE OF ORDINANCES TO SERVE ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES AT CADILLAC RANCH UNTIL 6:00 AM AT THE VILLAGE AT GULFSTREAM PARK LOCATED AT 921 SILKS RUN, SUITE 1615, SUBJECT TO THE APPLICANT HIRING OFF DUTY POLICE OFFICERS AS RECOMMENDED BY THE POLICE DEPARTMENT

MS. STEINBERG SECONDED THE MOTION. 

MOTION CARRIED BY ROLL CALL VOTE (5-0) FOR APPROVAL.

Mr. Cooper: Noticed the Site Plan for Bartini’s registered architect is from Arizona and they are under the 2007 Florida Building Code and should be listed as South Florida Building Code. 

Mr. Cannone: Responded the South Florida Building Code incorporated the 2007 Florida Building Code and now is under different amendments. 

Mr. Paxman: Stated the Architect group is out of Miami on Bird Road.

Mr. Fendell: Asked if the Chief of Police Memo can state the Police Department conducted a background check and have found nothing on their background.

Ms. Dominguez: Responded the last sentence on the memo states the Police Department has no reason to preclude the 6:00 a.m. license based on his findings, after doing a background check on the applicant.

Mr. Cooper: Stated this is the standard approval with the business that just opened.

Application #38-10-PA - An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida Amending The Future Land Use Element of the City’s Adopted Comprehensive Plan Relating To The Use Of Flexibility or Reserve Units Within The Local Activity Center Land Use Designation.
Mr. Cooper: Stated this is Public Hearing and asked Mr. Cannone to explain.
Mr. Cannone: Stated the City’s Comprehensive Plan has to be consistent with Broward County Land Uses Plan, during the last amendment to the County Plan, they eliminated the requirement if there is Local Activity Center approved, how to use Flex Units in order to create the units within the Local Activity Center, the County Plan deleted that condition as one of the requirements through the City EAR Based Amendments, it was one of those items the City was updating still left it in the plan. The Ordinance is intent to clean it up to be consistent with the County Plan that will no longer require the City to use Flex Units if a Local Activity Center gets approved. 

Mr. Cooper: Asked if Flex Units will be eliminated. 

Mr. Cannone: Responded, only in the incident of a Local Activity Center.

Mr. Cooper: Asked how it affects the Diplomat Golf Course.

Mr. Cannone: Stated, Diplomat was asking for 947 units, if it gets approved and this Ordinance goes through, out these 947 units, there will be no City Flex Units contributed; the City will be able to preserve their Flex Units should the City want to use them in the future to redevelop somewhere else in the City. In reality, it protects the City and saves the City’s Flex Units.

Mr. Fendell: Asked where the 75 percent came in.

Mr. Cannone: Stated that was the rule that was created a long time ago and is being recommended to be eliminated as the County did the same thing.

Mr. Cooper: Asked, if the Flex Units used for developers where the existing zoning on their properties do not allow them so many units and the Flex Units allow them more units.

Mr. Cannone: Stated it could in some instance, if the City wants it to do a mix use development then Flex Unit could be applied to a commercial property. The problem is, if Diplomat gets approved and this rule stay in place, the City will be limited in any future redevelopment within the City because we will not have Flex Units or at least reducing 75 percent.

Mr. Cooper: Asked if Diplomat will be grandfathered?

Mr. Cannone: Responded no, Diplomat units will be an existing part of the Land Use Plan.

Mr. Fendell: Asked if the City eliminates the 75 percent, The City will have less Flex Units.

Mr. Cannone: Stated the City will have the same number of Flex Units and if Diplomat gets approved, The City Flex Units will not have to be allocated to the Diplomat.

MOTION: MS. STEINBERG MOTIONED TO APPROVE APPLICATION #38-10-PA BY THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH - AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA AMENDING THE FUTURE LAND USE ELEMENT OF THE CITY’S ADOPTED COMPREHENSIVE PLAN RELATING TO THE USE OF FLEXIBILITY OR RESERVE UNITS WITHIN THE LOCAL ACTIVITY CENTER LAND USE DESIGNATION.
MS. NATELSON SECONDED THE MOTION. 

MOTION CARRIED BY ROLL CALL VOTE (5-0) FOR APPROVAL.

Mr. Cooper: Made a nomination for the Vice-Chairman. He nominated Ms. Eudyce Steinberg and asked if she would accept. 

Ms. Steinberg: Accepted.

MOTION CARRIED BY ROLL CALL VOTE (5-0) FOR APPROVAL

Mr. Cannone: Gave the Board an update on the March 17, 2010 City Commission meeting. The City Commission recommended approval on MI-Vi and Greenhouse. On the MI-Vi application it was offered to continue keeping the Hallandale Pops as their home and to continue hosting the PAL Comedy Show: in addition they offered three other community events at their place for the City. Mi-VI is looking to be a partner with the City and the Community.

Mr. Fendell: Asked how many seats does MI-VI have.

Ms. Dominguez: Responded, around 1200.

Mr. Cannone: Gave an update on the Broward County Commission meeting and stated the Diplomat Local Activity Center and Regional Activity Center were heard. No one spoke in opposition to the Regional Activity Center and Broward County Commission unanimously recommended approval. This now moves onto the State process. As far as the Diplomat application, parcel F was removed at the City Commission meeting and they agreed to reduce the height of parcel B to five stories, however the County Commission, the first motion was to deny and it was voted 4-4, so nothing will move on it. A follow up motion was approved subject to the conditions of the five stories which was also a 4-4 vote. What happens next is that it will be heard at the next County Commission Meeting on April 27, 2010 and it will get vote once again.

Mr. Cooper: Asked if a tight vote a loss. 

Mr. Cannone: Responded, not according to the Broward County rule.

Ms. Steinberg: Stated that we recommended they will go along if the size were reduced. 

Mr. Cannone: Stated that was the condition of the approval.

Mr. Cannone: Stated the Diplomat is looking to have another Community meeting which is a requirement. Once it is scheduled, the City will inform all members.

Mr. Fendell: Asked for an update on Ben Gamla.

Mr. Cannone: Stated the City is working with Ben Gamla trying to finalize a date to have a Community meeting, anticipating in May to be in front of this Board. 

Ms. Steinberg: Asked if Gulfstream is still building a Hotel in their premises.

Mr. Cannone: Stated the Hotel at Gulfstream was put behind due to financing and current market. Gulsftream is working on the hotel drawings for 215 rooms, although they are approved for 500 rooms.

Mr. Cooper: Asked if one of the garages is going to have residential on top.

Mr. Cannone: Responded yes.

Ms. Steinberg: Stated since the City is approving so many nightclubs, restaurants and shows, it will be a good idea to have a hotel in Gulfstream. 

Mr. Fendell: Asked if Gulfstream is building Condominium.

Mr. Cannone: Stated he doesn’t foresee Gulfstream building Condominium any time soon.

Mr. Cannone: Stated Gulfstream still looking into a movie theater that caters 18 and above, they are not looking to have the same issue that Aventura theaters have.
