1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to order at 2:22 PM.

2. ROLL CALL

4. PRESENTATIONS AND REPORTS

A. Parks and Recreation Summary Report

Rebecca Munden-Correa, Director, Parks and Recreation Department, presented the report.

Jerry Biller, 116 SE 5th Avenue, spoke about the sewer rates for hotels and motels. He presented pictures to the City Commission of City employees inspecting catch basins in the area between SW 9th Avenue and Federal Highway. 

Henry Kurianowicz, 1450 Atlantic Shores Blvd., spoke about the RK Plaza parking lot where Publix is located. He advised that the spaces were made smaller and no permit was issued from the City. Finally, he advised that his car has damage from the parking lot spaces being too close

Joann Sampson, 624 NW 5th Terrace, thanked the City Commission for supporting her in participation as a track and field athlete in the Senior Games. She advised that the City of Fort Lauderdale is not hosting the Senior Games this year and that she will be required to travel to other areas around the state in order to participate in the Senior Games. Lorraine Rodriquez, 913 NE 3rd Street, spoke about the flood event.

Theresa Masias, 918 NE 3rd Street, spoke about the flood event. 

Rose Ciriacy, 805 NE 3rd Street, spoke about the flood event.

8. COMMISSIONER REPORTS

The City Commission discussed meetings, events and activities each Commissioner attended as representative of the City.

The City Commission discussed Other City Business. 

Mayor Cooper discussed the Haitian Relief Drive and asked for an update on transporting the goods to Haiti. City Manager Good provided an update and noted the City is working with other local municipalities to transport the goods to Haiti. 

The City Commission reached consensus to suspend the collection of food, clothing and other items, and encouraged financial donations to various relief organizations and to assess the needs of Haiti for future relief drives.  

City Attorney Jove called for two Executive Sessions regarding the Napier and Abrams litigation. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO CHANGE THE MEETING TIME FROM 1:30 PM TO 6:00 PM ON THE SECOND MEETING OF THE MONTH. Motion failed due to a lack of a second. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO CHANGE OUR MINUTES FROM ACTION MINUTES TO SUMMARY MINUTES TO BETTER REFLECT THE DEBATE AND THE DIALOGUE THAT GOES ON DURING A COMMISSION MEETING SO THE RESIDENTS CAN BETTER UNDERSTAND THE ISSUES AND WHAT IS BEING DISCUSSED. Motion failed due to a lack of a second. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO LOWER THE CITY MANAGER’S SPENDING AUTHORITY FROM $50,000 TO $19,999. Motion failed due to a lack of a second. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO PERFORM A FORENSIC AUDIT ON THE CITY BUDGET. Motion failed due to a lack of a second. 

Commissioner London discussed the Personnel Department monthly report. He requested that the names of employees receiving an anniversary increase be included in the report. 

The City Commission reached consensus to not include the names of employees receiving an anniversary increase in the report. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO PLACE THE MONTHLY REPORTS BACK ON THE CITY COMMISSION AGENDA. The motion failed due to lack of a second. 

City Manager Good advised that due to personal family issues he is requesting two  weeks leave from the City through the Family Medical Leave Act effective immediately upon adjournment of the January 27, 2010 City Commission Meeting. He further requested that the City Commission designate Deputy City Manager Nydia Rafols as the Acting City Manager during his absence. 

Commissioner London left the dais at 4:52 PM. 

Mayor Cooper suggested that the City Commission approve the two weeks leave with the condition that upon notice to the City Commission, the leave could be extended up to four weeks. 

Motion BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, to Authorize the City Manager to take Family Medical Leave from the City for a period of two weeks and upon notice to the City COMMISSION THE LEAVE WOULD BE EXTENDED up to four weeks. lEAVE IS TO START upon the adjournment of the January 27, 2010 City Commission Meeting. The motion carried on a 4/0 voice vote. (Commissioner London was absent)
Motion BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, to designate Deputy City Manager Nydia Rafols as the Acting City Manager effective upon the completion of the January 27, 2010 City Commission Meeting. The motion carried on a 4/0 voice vote. (Commissioner London was absent). 
City Manager Good advised that Richard Cannone will be rehired by the City as the Development Services Director starting on February 1, 2010. He further noted that staff is continuing to search for a Community Redevelopment Agency Director. 

Mayor Cooper recessed the City Commission meeting at 5:00 PM. 

Mayor Cooper reconvened the City Commission meeting at 7:11 PM.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, TO SUSPEND THE CITY COMMISSION MEETING RULES AND OPERATE THE ITEM AS A WORKSHOP DURING ITEM #7.A., 4/0. The motion carried on a 4/0 voice vote. (Commissioner London was absent).

City Manager Good advised that the litigation with the Tower Mobile Home Park is complete. He advised that there is a settlement agreement with most of the remaining residents receiving $5,000, one resident receiving $10,000 and one resident receiving $30,000 for a total of $90,000. He recommended that the City Commission approve the settlement agreement.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SANDERS, TO APPROVE THE SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT FOR THE TOWER MOBILE HOME PARK LITIGATION FOR A TOTAL NOT TO EXCEED $90,000; TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER AND CITY ATTORNEY TO SIGN ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY, AND TO AUTHORIZE THE  CITY MANAGER TO ESTABLISH THE APPROPRIATE ACCOUNTS AND MAKE EXPENDITURES TO IMPLEMENT THE SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT. The motion carried on a 4/0 voice vote. (Commissioner London was absent).
