A. Consideration of the City's Legislative Action Plan (City Manager) (See Backup) CAD #008/09

The City Commission discussed the City’s Legislative Action Plan and upcoming priorities for the 2010 Florida Legislative Session. 

The City Commission discussed the following legislative issues: unfunded mandates, ocean outfall, green initiatives and building codes, condominium fire sprinkler retrofit, housing foreclosures, gaming, Police and Fire Pension reform, traffic signalization, donation of surplus emergency equipment, beach renourishment, economic development, education and abuse of prescription drugs. 

City Manager Good summarized the City Commission’s discussion of the Legislative Action Plan and noted the City’s priorities in the upcoming Legislative Session are: gaming, education, beach renourishment, transportation, condominium and housing issues, Police and Fire Pension issues, Home Rule Power legislation, donation of surplus emergency equipment, Prescription Drug Abuse and economic development.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT FOR LOBBYING SERVICES WITH THE FIRM OF CORCORAN & ASSOCIATES IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $30,000 IN ACCORDANCE WITH RFQ# FY2008-2009-001, State Lobbyist and State Funding Proposal; TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE ALL NECESSARY DOCUMENTS; AND TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER TO ESTABLISH ACCOUNTS AND TO MAKE EXPENDITURES TO IMPLEMENT THE CONTRACT, 4/1. (Commissioner London voted no).
