6. CITY BUSINESS (Voting on Items Deferred to Evening Consent Agenda)

A. Presentation by Principal Financial Group of the Quarterly Results of the General Employees and Professional/Management Pension Plans for the Quarter ending December 31, 2009. (Staff: Assistant City Manager)(see backup)

Don Hubbring, Principal Financial Group, presented the Quarterly Results of the General Employees and Professional/Management Pension Plans for the Quarter ending December 31, 2009. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO ACCEPT THE Quarterly Results of the General Employees and Professional/Management Pension Plans for the Quarter ending December 31, 2009. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
B. Consideration of the Acquisition through the Severe Repetitive Loss (SRL) Program of the Property Located at 912 NE 2nd Street  (Staff: Director, Utilities and Engineering) (See Backup) CAD #030A/03

City Manager Good provided background information on the project. He noted that approval of this item will assist the homeowner and the surrounding properties. He noted that expenditure of any City funds is contingent upon approval of the Federal Emergency Management Agency. He recommended approval. 

MOTION by vice mayor julian, seconded by commissioner ross, TO Authorize the City Manager to apply for and to execute the grant agreement with THE Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) to purchase the Severe Repetitive Loss (SRL) property located at 912 NE 2nd Street; TO Authorize the City Manager to supplement the grant funding in order to compensate the property owner; and TO Authorize the City Manager to establish the appropriate accounts and make expenditures to implement the project. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
C. Discussion of a Dog Park at Joe Scavo Park (Staff: Director, Park and Recreation) (See Backup)

City Manager Good provided background information on the item. He noted that the Three Islands Council held a meeting and voted to approve the placement of a dog park at Joe Scavo Park. He noted that the Three Islands Council recommended that the dog park be split into two areas, one area for large dogs and one area for small dogs and that the park be placed in the southern portion of the park. 

City Manager Good noted that the cost to install the dog park would be between $50,000 and $75,000 and recommended that the City Commission authorize the installation of the park with funding from the Parks Capital Program.

The City Commission reached consensus to allow for the City Manager to work with the Broward County Minority Builders Coalition regarding permits fees and expenses to maximize the program and the number of homes that can be done within this program.
