Pursuant to Chapter 23, Section 23-107(1) City Code of Ordinances, City Manager Good advised the City Commission of the emergency expenditure of funds in the total amount of $98,000 for the removal of trailers from the Tower Mobile Home Park. He noted that there were safety and legal concerns with the mobile homes and that emergency action had to be taken to protect the City and the residents. He advised that three quotes were obtained to ensure the best cost to the City was obtained. There was consensus by the City Commission on the need to move forward with the removal of the trailers and securing the area. 

Mayor Cooper advised she received an e-mail from the Palms Center for the Performing Arts regarding their upcoming trip to Washington DC. She noted the e-mail was soliciting donations and recommended the City Commission consider making a donation. 

CONSENSUS REACHED TO DIRECT THE CITY MANAGER TO EVALUATE THE PALMS CENTER FOR THE PERFORMING ARTS TRIP TO WASHINGTON DC REQUEST FOR ASSISTANCE IN FUNDING AND TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER TO MAKE EXPENDITURES BASED ON THE EVALUATION UP TO $5,000.

Deborah Brown, 712 NW 9th Court, spoke about the Palms Center for the Performing Arts and requested financial assistance regarding the trip to Washington DC.

B. Application #26-10-CL by John Bakhshi, Owner, Greenhouse for a Nightclub License Pursuant to Section 5-9 of the City’s Code of Ordinances to Serve Alcohol until 6:00 A.M. at the Village at Gulfstream Park located at 801 Silks, Run Suite 1505.(Staff: Director, Development Services) (See backup)
