Kitt Marcelus, Owner, Deco Lounge, gave a presentation and requested the City Commission approve both applications. 

City Manager Good noted that the facility will be deemed a nightclub after 10:00 PM until closing on Friday and Saturday nights and on week nights for special events. Additionally, City Manager Good advised that, per City Policy, the applicant will be required to advise the City of any special events in advance. 

Vice Mayor Julian asked if there will be security cameras installed within the facility’s parking lot. Mr. Marcelus advised that there are currently no cameras for the exterior portion of the facility and parking lot however, he is willing to have the security cameras installed. 

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing for Items 7.A. and 7.B.

Warren Mulharem, 211 NE 8th Avenue, expressed concerns regarding noise during night time. 

Ron Lippy, 1865 S. Ocean Dr., spoke about security and asked if an outside patio is being permitted. 

Seeing no other speakers, Mayor Cooper closed the Public Hearing.  

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO APPROVE Application #27-10-CU by Kitt Marcelus, Owner, Deco Lounge, for a Conditional Use Pursuant to Section 32-175(d)(2) of the City's Code of Ordinances to Operate a Nightclub at 606 East Hallandale Beach BOULEVARD based on the following conditions of approval: 

1. the facility will be considered a nightclub after 10:00 pm until closing and the required number of off-duty police officers, as determined by the police department, shall be hired by the applicant; and, 

2. the applicant shall install and cause to properly operate security cameras that capture all external ingresses and egresses to the building and the adjacent parking lot; and, 

3. the nightclub license will be valid until september 2010 at which time it will be brought back to the city commission for renewal (the city manager retains the right to revoke this license per city code of ordinances 5-9(e)); and,

4. the applicant shall advise the city of all special events to be held at the facility pursuant to city policy; and, 

5. the applicant shall hire the required number of off-duty police officers, as determined by the police department, for all special events; and, 

6. the applicant shall not sublease the property to a promoter for the day to day operations of the facility; and, 

7. the applicant shall have the ability to sublease the property to promoters for special events upon approval of the city of hallandale beach pursuant to the city policy; AND,

8. THE NIGHTCLUB LICENSE EXTENDED HOURS FROM 2:00 aM TO 4:00 am ARE ONLY VALID ON FRIDAYs and SATURDAYs. 

The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.
