MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, TO NAME THE CITY MARINA THE HALLANDALE BEACH CITY MARINA. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 

Vice Mayor Julian noted he has an open appointment to the Planning and Zoning Advisory Board. He nominated John Hardwick to the Planning and Zoning Advisory Board. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, TO APPOINT JOHN HARDWICK TO THE PLANNING AND ZONING ADVISORY BOARD AS VICE MAYOR JULIAN’S APPOINTMENT. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 

Commissioner London discussed the Red Light Camera Program and requested a monthly report containing the following information: number of right turn on red violations, number of straight through violations and revenue received from the program.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SANDERS, TO ADJOURN THE MEETING UNTIL 7:00 PM. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 

Mayor Cooper adjourned the meeting until 7:00 PM at 4:17 PM.

Alexander Lewy, 401 NE 14th Ave., advised that Congressman Kendrick Meek will be holding an upcoming event regarding doing business with USAID on Monday, April 23, 2010. Additionally, he noted that the sidewalk in the area of NE 12th and NE 14th Avenues needs to be evaluated to accommodate those in wheelchairs and babystrollers.

AT THE VILLAGE OF GULFSTREAM LOCATED AT 601 SILKS RUN, SUITE 2497 WITH THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS: 

1. THE APPLICANT SHALL HIRE THE REQUIRED NUMBER OF OFF-DUTY POLICE OFFICERS, AS DETERMINED BY THE POLICE DEPARTMENT, ANY TIME THE FACILITY IS OPEN AFTER 2:00 AM UNTIL CLOSING; AND 

2. THE APPLICANT SHALL ADVISE THE CITY OF ALL SPECIAL EVENTS TO BE HELD AT THE FACILITY PURSUANT TO CITY POLICY; AND

The Planning and Zoning Board Recommended Approval 5-0 on March 24, 2010.

City Manager Good provided background information on the item and recommended approval with the following conditions: 

1. The applicant shall hire the required number of off-duty Police Officers, as determined by the Police Department, any time the facility is open after 2:00 AM until closing; and 

2. The applicant shall advise the City of all Special Events to be held at the facility pursuant to City Policy; and 

3. The applicant shall hire the required number of off-duty Police Officers, as determined by the Police Department, for all Special Events.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, TO APPROVE APPLICATION #36-10-CL BY CR FLORIDA 921, LLC D/B/A CADILLAC RANCH FOR A NIGHTCLUB LICENSE PURSUANT TO SECTION 5-9 OF THE CITY’S CODE OF ORDINANCES TO SERVE ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES AT CADILLAC RANCH UNTIL 6:00 A.M. AT THE VILLAGE OF GULFSTREAM LOCATED AT 921 SILKS RUN, SUITE 1615 WITH THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS:

1. THE APPLICANT SHALL HIRE THE REQUIRED NUMBER OF OFF-DUTY POLICE OFFICERS, AS DETERMINED BY THE POLICE DEPARTMENT, ANY TIME THE FACILITY IS OPEN AFTER 2:00 AM UNTIL CLOSING; AND 

2. THE APPLICANT SHALL ADVISE THE CITY OF ALL SPECIAL EVENTS TO BE HELD AT THE FACILITY PURSUANT TO CITY POLICY; AND 

3. THE APPLICANT SHALL HIRE THE REQUIRED NUMBER OF OFF-DUTY POLICE OFFICERS, AS DETERMINED BY THE POLICE DEPARTMENT, FOR ALL SPECIAL EVENTS. 

THE MOTION CARRIED ON A 5/0 VOICE VOTE. 

C. An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending the City’s adopted Comprehensive Plan, Future Land Use Element, Section 2.3.H Relative to the Use of Flexibility or Reserve Units within the Local Activity Center Land Use Category Providing for Conflict and an Effective Date. (This Ordinance is a Result of Application #38-10-PA by the City of Hallandale Beach)(First Reading) (Staff: Director, Development Services) CAD #018/06 

The Planning and Zoning Board Recommended Approval of this Item with a Majority Vote of 5/0 on March 24, 2010.

City Manager Good provided background information on the item and recommended approval. 

Richard Cannone, Director, Development Services Department, explained the City’s Flex and Reserve Units.

Commissioner London asked if this item was related to the application submitted by the Diplomat for a Local Activity Center. City Manager Good advised no, that this was not the case and that this Ordinance is to protect the City and to preserve the City’s flex units.  

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON, TO TABLE THIS ITEM UNTIL AFTER THE PROPOSED DIPLOMAT LOCAL ACTIVITY CENTER HAS BEEN COMPLETED. The motion failed due to lack of a second. 

Vice Mayor Julian made a motion to table the item to the next City Commission Meeting, Commissioner London seconded the motion. 

Mayor Cooper suggested allowing for the Public to make comments before tabling the item. 

Vice Mayor Julian withdrew the motion. 

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing. 

Catherine Kim Owens, 719 Diplomat Pkwy., noted her concerns regarding affordable housing and spoke in opposition to the Ordinance.  

Csaba Kulin, 600 NE 14th Ave., Apt. 220, spoke in opposition of the Ordinance and recommended that the Ordinance be brought back after the Proposed Diplomat Local Activity Center has been completed. 

Seeing no other speakers, Mayor Cooper closed the Public Hearing. 

Vice Mayor Julian made and Commissioner London seconded the following motion: 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER LONDON TO DEFER THE ITEM TO THE MAY 19, 2010 CITY COMMISSION MEETING. 

City Manager Good recommended amending the motion to bring the item back either at the May 5, 2010 or the May 19, 2010 City Commission Meeting depending on the date that Broward County will be transmitting the amendments. 

Vice Mayor Julian amended and Commissioner London did not object to the amendment as the second to the motion. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER LONDON, TO DEFER THE ITEM TO EITHER THE MAY 5, 2010 OR THE MAY 19, 2010 CITY COMMISSION MEETING, PENDING THE DEADLINE FOR BROWARD COUNTY TRANSMITTAL. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 

Commissioner London noted he would like to get the Agenda the Friday before the meeting. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER LONDON, THAT THE CITY COMMISSION GET THE AGENDA SEVEN DAYS BEFORE THE CITY COMMISSION MEETING. The motion failed due to lack of a second.  

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO END DEBATE. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 

There being no further business before the Commission, Mayor Cooper adjourned the meeting at 10:52 PM.
