The City Commission discussed the Palms Center for the Arts Summer Program Proposal and request for funding. 

City Manager Antonio provided an overview of the City’s Summer Camps’ program costs. 

Commissioner London left the dais at 5:35 PM. 

Vice Mayor Julian made, and Commissioner Sanders seconded, the following motion: 

MOTION TO PROVIDE $20,000 TO THE PALMS CENTER FOR THE ARTS SUMMER PROGRAM.

The City Commission further discussed the funding request.

Mayor Cooper adjourned the meeting at 6:04 PM.

Mayor Cooper reconvened the City Commission Meeting in City Hall room 257 at 2:47 PM. 
The City Commission discussed upcoming events, activities and meetings. 

City Manager Antonio advised that the City has received a request from Hallandale High School for $15,000 for new football uniforms and to send band members to summer band camp. 

Mayor Cooper requested that if the funding is provided that the Community Redevelopment Agency be recognized with a banner at the field and/or a patch on the football uniform. 

Commissioner Sanders noted that he has been working with Hallandale High School to create a banner program. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER SANDERS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, TO APPROVE PROVIDING $15,000 TO HALLANDALE HIGH SCHOOL FROM MISCELLANEOUS DONATIONS ON THE FISCAL YEAR 2009-2010 BUDGET. The motion carried on a 4/1 voice vote.  (Commissioner London voted no). 

City Manager Antonio noted that the City has received a funding request from the Palms Center for Performing Arts for $35,000 for the Summer Camp Program. 

Mayor Cooper requested that the cost of the City’s Summer Camp program be provided. She further requested that the consideration of the request from the Palms Center for the Arts be discussed during “Other” in the Commission Chambers once the cost for the City’s Summer Camp program is provided.  

Mayor Cooper recessed the City Commission Meeting in City Hall room 257 at 3:55 PM. 
There being no further business before the Commission, Mayor Cooper adjourned the meeting at 6:04 PM.
